The 
first score in the game came at the 4:45 mark of 
the first quarter when defensive lineman 
Emmanuel Ogbah recovered a Skyler Howard 
fumble in the end zone for a 7-0 OSU advantage.
	 Tailback Rushel Shell’s fumble set up Oklahoma 
State’s next score at the 14:02 mark of the second 
quarter. The Cowboys took advantage of great 
field position and padded their lead on Rennie 
Childs’ one-yard run.
	 A Wendell Smallwood fumble deep in 
Oklahoma State territory was actually beneficial 
to the Mountaineers. While the fumble ended a 
scoring threat, it backed the Cowboys so deep that 
WVU defensive lineman Kyle Rose’s sack of OSU 
quarterback Mason Rudolph resulted in a safety 
and the first two points of the night for the 
Mountaineers.
	 First-half scoring ended at the 3:43 mark of the 
second quarter, when the Cowboys converted 
on their longest drive of the half (76 yards) with a 
21-yard Ben Grogan field goal, giving them a 17-2  
lead at the intermission.

The Mountaineer defense held the 
Cowboys to a field goal, setting the stage for the 
offense to tie the game.
	 Howard led the Mountaineers on a 10-play, 
68-yard drive that used a good mixture of the run 
and pass. It was Howard’s three-yard rush with 

just 2:44 remaining that tied the game at 26-26, 
thanks to the OSU missed extra point back in the 
third quarter, and set the stage for overtime.
	 Oklahoma State started with the ball first and 
got down to the WVU two-yard line where the 
Cowboys faced a 4th-and-1. Head Coach Mike 
Gundy elected to go for a first down instead of 
kicking a field goal, and the run by Walsh not 
only resulted in a first down but a touchdown.
	 West Virginia’s chance in overtime saw the 
Mountaineers get down to the OSU four-yard 
line, but the game ended when they could not 
convert on fourth down.
	 The Mountaineer running game was strong 
behind Smallwood, who rushed for 147 yards. 
Howard finished with 188 yards passing, and 
Gibson led all receivers with 84 yards.  Shaq 
Petteway led the defensive effort with eight 
tackles.
	 Rudolph led the Oklahoma State rushers from 
his quarterback position with 48 yards in 
addition to 218 yards passing. David Glidden 
topped the Cowboy receiving effort with five 
catches for 50 yards, while Tre Flowers led the 
defense with 13 tackles.
	 Final numbers showed West Virginia with 255 
yards on the ground and 188 through the air for 
443 yards of total offense. The Oklahoma State 
running game struggled to 134 yards rushing 
and mixed with 228 yards passing left the Cow-
boys with 362 yards of total offense.

	 MORGANTOWN, W.Va. (Oct. 18, 2014) - West Vir-
ginia put together its best defensive performance 
of the season and knocked off No. 4 Baylor, 41-27, 
before a sellout crowd at Milan Puskar Stadium.
	 Tony Gibson’s defense held the potent Baylor 
offense to just 95 yards rushing (24 at the half ) and 
223 yards passing. The Mountaineers sacked Baylor 
quarterback Bryce Petty four times and came up 
with 10 tackles for a loss of 45 yards in the impres-
sive performance. 
	 Slowing down the Bears’ offense was the goal, 
but the Mountaineers did more than slow them 
down. Gibson’s defense was able to match Baylor’s 
intensity and at times frustrated the Bears, who 
turned in a Big 12 and Milan Puskar Stadium record 
18 penalties for 215 yards.
	 Meanwhile on offense, Baylor simply could not 
guard West Virginia receiver Kevin White as the 
Bears had five pass interference penalties  called 
on White’s defender that resulted in automatic first 
downs for the Mountaineers.
	 White finished with eight catches for 132 yards 
and two touchdowns and continues to lead the na-
tion and Big 12 in receiving. The 100-yard receiving 
effort extended White’s streak to a nation’s leading 
seven straight games with 100 yards or more 
receiving.
	 Also in the game, White became just the fifth 
Mountaineer in school history to record 1,000 
receiving yards in a season, and he did so in just 
seven games.
	 Any hopes West Virginia had in starting fast were 
quickly diminished as a sack of quarterback Clint 
Trickett caused a fumble, which was 
recovered by Baylor at the WVU seven-yard line.
	 One play later, Petty connected with receiver 
Corey Coleman for a seven-yard score, and the 
Bears had a 7-0 lead just barely a minute into the 
game.
	 Most would have thought that the Baylor rout 
was on, but not in 2014 as this West Virginia squad 
would have none of that talk.
	 West Virginia answered just two minutes later, 
when Trickett hit White for a 36-yard touchdown 
pass to bring the crowd back into the game and tie 
the score at 7-7.

	 Baylor kicker Chris Callahan added two field 
goals before the quarter ended. His 38-yarder end-
ed a 41-yard drive, and his 34-yarder was set up by 
an interception of Trickett. 
	 Holding Baylor to two field goals and not touch-
downs was key for the Mountaineer 
defense, which gained confidence and swagger as 
the day went on.
	 Second-quarter action was all West Virginia, as 
the Mountaineers outscored the Bears by 10 points.
	 West Virginia took its first lead at the 10:56 mark, 
when tailback Andrew Buie rushed in from one-
yard out to end a 74-yard drive.
	 The Bears went back on top, 21-20, with 8:25 left 

in the half on Petty’s 63-yard pass play to Antwan 
Goodley. But once again, the Mountaineers took 
the Baylor punch and never flinched. 
	 WVU regained the lead, 21-20, on a nine-yard 
scamper from running back Dreamius Smith, before 
going up 24-20 on Josh Lambert’s 54-yard field goal 
as the half came to an end. The kick was Lambert’s 
fourth of 50 yards or more on the season and fifth 
of his career. The kick also gave him four straight 
games with a successful field goal of 50 yards or 
more.
	 Lambert came back in the third quarter with a 
24-yard field goal, giving West Virginia a 27-20 ad-
vantage with 9:28 left. But Baylor struck for a huge 
92-yard drive that ended with a Shock Linwood 
one-yard run to tie the game at 27-27 heading into 
the fourth.
	 The Baylor contest marked the third Top 5 op-
ponent for WVU in seven games. While they came 
close in the previous two, Coach Dana Holgorsen 
talked to his team in the week leading up to the 
game about finishing and that’s exactly what the 
Mountaineers did.
	 Trickett went to White for a 12-yard scoring toss 
at the 11:36 mark of the fourth to give the Moun-
taineers a 34-27 lead. White’s beautiful one-handed 
grab ended a 68-yard drive in just four plays.
	 Then with 7:35 left in the game, Trickett went to 
the air again and found Mario Alford for a 39-yard 
touchdown pass, giving WVU a 14-point advantage, 
and the defense kept the Bears silent the rest of the 
way.
	 Trickett’s 322 yards passing marked the seventh 
straight game that he has surpassed 300-yards 
passing, and the win over No. 4 was WVU’s highest 
since 2008, and highest at home since 2003.

	 WACO, TEXAS (Oct. 5, 2013) - No. 16/17 Baylor 
scored a touchdown on nine of its first 10 
possessions and never looked back in defeating 
West Virginia, 73-42, at Floyd Casey Stadium.
	 West Virginia didn’t have a bad offensive day 
in terms of numbers, but the Mountaineers just 
couldn’t keep pace with the speedy Bears.
	 A rolling Baylor offense scored 28 points in the 
first quarter and 28 more in the second on its 
way to 56 first-half points and 617 total yards.
	 The Bears finished with two 100-yard rushers 
and one 100-yard receiver, while accumulating 
38 first downs.
	 Antwan Goodley hauled in a 61-yard touch-
down pass from Bryce Petty on the game’s third 
play from scrimmage for a quick 7-0 Baylor lead.
	 West Virginia answered back, when Karl 
Joseph recovered a muffed punt in the end zone 
to tie the game at the 12:32 mark of the first 
quarter.
	 However, the anticipated track meet never 
ensued, as Baylor added a two-yard touchdown 
run by Petty, a 47-yard scoring strike from Petty 
to Tevin Reese and an 80-yard rush from Lache 
Seastrunk for a 28-7 first-quarter advantage.
	 Glasco Martin added two touchdown runs of 
two yards in the second quarter to extend Bay-
lor’s lead to 42-7 and give the Bears a string of 35 
unanswered points. 
	 West Virginia finally answered at the 5:49 mark, 
when Clint Trickett hit Kevin White for a 39-yard 
scoring toss that covered 75 yards in four plays.
	 However, Baylor finished out the quarter with 
touchdown runs from Seastrunk (19 yards) and 
Shock Linwood (13 yards) to give the Bears a 
commanding 56-14 lead at the half.
	 Second-half action saw the Mountaineers out-
score Baylor, 28-17, but it was too little, too late.
	 The Mountaineers took the second-half kickoff 
and marched 75 yards in four plays, ending with 
a 39-yard Charles Sims touchdown run.
	 Leading 56-21, Baylor added the next two 
scores in the third to take a 66-21 advantage into 
the final quarter. Devin Chafin’s one-yard scoring 
run came before a 36-yard field goal from Aaron 
Jones at the 5:20 mark to close out the scoring in

	 West Virginia scored three times in the fourth 
quarter, the first coming with 10:48 remaining 
in the game, when Ronald Carswell caught a 43-
yard pass from Paul Millard. White came back on 
WVU’s next possession and notched his second 
touchdown in the game, by hauling in a one-
yard pass from Millard.	
	 Baylor ended its scoring for the night with 5:41 
left, as backup quarterback Seth Russell rushed 

in from seven-yards out. West Virginia added a 
score late, when cornerback Travis Bell intercept-
ed Russell and lateraled the ball to Cook, who 
returned it 32 yards for a touchdown to put the 
final total at 73-42.
	 Sims led the WVU rushing effort with 92 yards 
and a score. White had his best day as a Moun-
taineer with 130 yards on seven catches and two 
touchdowns. Cook led the defense with nine 
tackles, one sack, one interception and a touch-
down. Jared Barber and Doug Rigg combined for 
20 tackles.
	 Petty finished with 347 yards passing for 
Baylor, and Goodley was his favorite target with 
seven catches for 170 yards. Seastrunk finished 
with 172 yards on the ground and was joined 
in a strong rushing effort by Linwood with 126 
yards. The Bear defense was led by linebacker 
Bryce Hager with eight stops.
	 Final numbers showed West Virginia with 118 
yards on the ground and 276 passing for 394 
yards. Baylor finished with 468 yards rushing and 
396 passing for an impressive 864 yards of total 
offense.
	 The game marked the first trip for Mountain-
eer football to Waco, and the Baylor win evened 
the all-time series between the two schools at 
1-1.
