Against Kansas State, 
the Wildcats scored 28 unanswered second-half 
points to close out the game.
	 Using two quarterbacks, Jake Waters and 
Daniel Sams, the Wildcats threw just three 
incomplete passes in 21 attempts, while the KSU 
defense collected two sacks, six tackles for loss 
and one interception to slow the West Virginia 
offense.
	 Kansas State started the scoring with 3:57 left 
in the opening quarter, when Waters found Tyler 
Lockett for a 35-yard touchdown pass.
	 The Mountaineers were able to answer the 
score at the 10:05 mark of the second quarter, 
when quarterback Clint Trickett rushed in from 
six-yards out to complete a 47-yard drive. KSU 
blocked the ensuing extra-point attempt to hold 
on to a 7-6 advantage.
	 West Virginia kicker Josh Lambert erased the 
deficit at the 5:25 mark of the second quarter, 
with a 21-yard field goal that ended a 79-yard 
scoring drive. Highlighting the drive was a 50-
yard completion from Trickett to receiver Ronald 
Carswell.
	 Just before halftime, West Virginia faked a 
26-yard field goal attempt, but holder Michael 
Molinari was tackled short of a first down on his 
rushing attempt and the score remained 9-7 in 
favor of WVU at the intermission.
