(Oct. 4, 2014) - West 
Virginia secured win No. 3 of the 2014 season 
with a 33-14 Homecoming victory over Kansas.
	 The win upped the WVU record to 3-2 on the 
season and evened its Big 12 record at 1-1. 
Kansas played the game under interim head 
coach Clint Bowen, after former head coach 
Charlie Weiss was dismissed just six days 
earlier.
	 Kansas defeated West Virginia a year ago, 
and the Mountaineers knew it was important to 
get off to a fast start, and that’s just what they 
did by scoring 16 first quarter points.
	 The Mountaineers took the game’s first 
possession 40 yards, and came away with a 3-0 
lead on kicker Josh Lambert’s 42-yard field goal.
	 That was just the start for Lambert, as his 
leg would be used often. The sophomore kicker 
finished the day with 15 total points and added 
his second field goal at the 7:50 mark of the first, 
when he hit from 25-yards out. That field goal 
ended a nine-play, 59-yard drive.
	 Field goal No. 3 for Lambert came just over 
1:30 later, ending a five-play, 26-yard drive with 
a 43-yarder.
	 After another stop by the West Virginia 
defense, the Mountaineers got on the 
scoreboard with a touchdown with just 29 sec-
onds left in the first. Quarterback Clint Trickett 
connected on a 63-yard touchdown strike to 
receiver Kevin White, giving the Mountaineers 
a 16-0 lead. The touchdown to White was West 
Virginia’s second longest play from scrimmage 
in 2014. Trickett and White also hold the longest 
on the season at 68 yards, which went for a 
score against Oklahoma.
	 The Mountaineers had three scoring chances 
in the second quarter and converted on two. 
Lambert had a 47-yard attempt blocked, before 
tailback Rushel Shell scored on a one-yard 
scoring run that gave the Mountaineers a 23-0 
advantage, and culminating a 60-yard drive in 
just six plays. The key play was a 39-yard 
completion from Trickett to receiver Mario Alford.
	 As the half ended, Lambert kicked the 
second-longest field goal of his career, as his 
fourth in the first half was good from 53-yards 
out, giving West Virginia a 26-0 advantage at 
the intermission. Just one game earlier against 

Oklahoma, Lambert hit for his career-best of 54 
yards.
	 The West Virginia defense was strong in the 
first half, holding the Jayhawks to just 42 yards 
rushing and 42 passing for 84 total yards and 
seven punts.
	 Kansas got on the scoreboard at the 4:18 
mark of the third quarter by taking advantage of 
a fumbled punt to gain possession at the WVU 
18-yard line. Corey Avery’s four-yard rush cut 
the Jayhawk deficit to 26-7.
	 However, any momentum Kansas gained was 
lost just 14 seconds later, when Alford returned 
the ensuing kickoff 94 yards for a touchdown 
and a 33-7 WVU lead. It was Alford’s second 

kickoff return for a score of the season, and he 
became the first WVU player to pull off the feat 
since Tavon Austin in 2011. Alford also became 
just the fourth Mountaineer in school history to 
return two kickoffs for a score in a season.
	 The Jayhawks ended the game’s scoring with 
2:23 left, when Nick Harwell returned a punt 76 
yards for a touchdown.
	 White finished with six catches for 132 yards 
and a score. It marked the fifth straight 100-yard 
receiving performance for White and tied the 
school record held by Stedman Bailey. Trickett 
finished with 302 yards passing, while Shell 
turned in his first 100-yard rushing performance 
as a Mountaineer with 113 yards on 21 carries. 
	 The outstanding defensive play for WVU 
continued in the second half, as Kansas finished 
with just 176 total yards. Linebacker Nick 
Kwiatkoski led the effort with seven tackles and 
two TFLs
	 Avery led the Jayhawks with 58 yards rush-
ing, while Nigel King had four receptions for 52 
yards. Quarterbacks Michael Cummings and 
Montell Cozart split the playing time and 
totaled 111 yards on 13 completions. The Jay-
hawk defense was led by Isaiah Johnson with 
nine stops
	 Final totals showed West Virginia with a solid 
255 yards rushing and 302 passing for 557 
yards. Kansas’ 176 total yards broken down 
showed 111 passing and just 65 yards on the 
ground against a stingy Mountaineer defense 
that forced the Jayhawks to punt a WVU oppo-
nent record 14 times.
	 With the win, West Virginia improved to 3-1 
all-time against the Jayhawks and 2-1 in Big 12 
play.

(Sept. 3, 2016) - West 
Virginia opened the 2016 season with a solid 26-11 
victory the SEC’s Missouri, in front of 60,125 fans 
at Milan Puskar Stadium.
	  A beautiful Labor Day Saturday, with an 81 de-
gree temperature, provided the setting for the start 
of the 125th year of West Virginia football. Festiv-
ities for the day included the retirement of Bruce 
Bosley’s No. 77, recognition of WVU’s five Olympic 
medalists from the 2016 Rio games, including 
Gold medalist Ginny Thrasher and the wearing of a 
special helmet logo celebrating the 125th year. 
	 The Mountaineers wasted little time in setting 
the tone for the game and sending the home folks 
away happy. Racking up 10 first-quarter points and 
the game’s first 13 points, West Virginia grabbed 
the lead and never reliniqushed it.
	 At the 5:41 mark of the first quarter, redshirt 
junior Mike Molina kicked the first field goal of his 
career, a 19-yarder that started the scoring for the 
season, giving WVU a 3-0 lead.
	 Before the end of the quarter, senior tailback 
Rushel Shell III finished off a nine-play 88-yard 
drive with a 23-yard run, giving WVU its first touch-
down of 2016 and a 10-0 advantage.
	 In the second quarter, Molina added his second 
field goal, this time from 26 yards, to give West 
Virginia a 13-0 cushion. Missouri did strike before 
the half ended as Tucker McCann’s 24-yard field 
goal finished off a nine-play, 68-yard drive and pro-
vided the Tigers their first points of the season.
	 Leading 13-3 at the half, West Virginia started 
the third quarter strong and essentially put the 
game away by outscoring the Tigers 10-0 in the 
quarter.
	 The opening possession of the third quarter saw 
the Mountaineers turn in an eight-play, 70-yard 
scoring drive, which was finished off by tailback 
Justin Crawford’s first career touchdown from one-
yard away.
	 Later in the quarter, Molina was good on his 
third field goal, as his 21-yarder ended a 67-yard 
drive and upped West Virginia’s advantage to 23-3 
heading into the fourth.
	 Missouri outscored the Mountaineers in the 
fourth quarter by scoring eight points in the game’s 
final two minutes, but it was far too little and too 
late. 
		

Game 1: West Virginia 26, Missouri 11

	 Molina struck for the fourth time at the 7:26 mark 
with his longest field goal, 33 yards, to up the WVU 
margin to 26-3. The Tigers scored their first 
touchdown of 2016 with 1:49 left, as quarterback 
Drew Lock found receiver Chris Black for an 
eight-yard scoring toss. Lock then connected with 
receiver J’Mon Moore  for the two-point conversion 
to end the scoring at 26-11 in favor of the Moun-
taineers.
	 WVU’s Skyler Howard finished with 253 yards 
passing, while Crawford made the most of his 
debut with 101 yards rushing and one score, 
averaging 4.8 yards per carry. Shell added 90 

yards rushing and one touchdown, giving the 
Mountaineers a strong one-two combination in the 
running game
	 Receiver Daikiel Shorts turned in the first 
100-yard receiving game of his career, and was 
Howard’s favorite target with eight receptions for 
131 yards with a long catch of 29 yards.
	 The Mountaineer defense received eight tackles 
each from Antonio Crawford and Justin Arndt to 
pace the unit. 
	 Lock totalled 280 yards passing for Missouri 
and the Tigers had two 100-yard receivers. Moore 
caught eight passes for 104 yards, while Black add-
ed 102 yards on six receptions. Leading the Tiger 
defense was Michael Scherer with 10 stops.
	 Final numbers showed West Virginia with 241 
yards rushing and 253 passing to total 494 yards 
of offense. Missouri turned in 180 yards on the 
ground to go along with 282 passing for 462 yards 
of offense.
	 Seven Mountaineers earned their first career 
start in the game and a whopping 21 players saw 
action for the first time in a West Virginia Uniform.

	 In an effort to run out the fourth quarter clock, 
the Mountaineers turned in a 75-yard fourth quarter 
drive, which saw Shell add his second touchdown 
in the game.  Between Shell and McKoy, WVU 
rushed the ball 10-straight times en-route to the 
end zone.
	 Howard turned in more than 400 yards of total 
offense with 318 yards passing and 89 yards 
rushing. Shorts reached 100 yards receiving on just 
three catches, while Shell finished with 104 yards 
rushing, just ahead of McKoy’s 99 rushing yards. 
	 Defensively, five Mountaineers turned in five 
tackles each, and the unit accumulated four sacks, 
eight tackles for a loss of 60 yards and one inter-
ception
	 For Texas Tech, Mahomes finished with 305 
yards passing, while Giles hauled in 136 yards 
receiving. The Red Raider defense was led by 
Jah’Shawn Johnson with 10 tackles.
	 Final totals showed West Virginia with 332 yards 
rushing and 318 passing for a balanced 650 yards 
of total offense. Texas Tech finished with 34 yards 
on the ground and 345 through the air for a final 
total of 379 yard of offense.
	 The win gave West Virginia its third straight 
victory over Texas Tech and raised its season re-
cord to 5-0 overall and 2-0 in Big 12 play. The Red 
Raiders fell to 3-3 overall and 1-2 in league play. 
Overall, the Mountaineers now lead the all-time 
series against the Red Raiders by a 4-2 count.

Howard and another great defensive effort to defeat 
TCU, 34-10, in front of 61,780 fans at Milan Puskar

	 The game was West Virginia’s most complete of 
the season. Howard completed 70 percent of his 
passes and threw touchdown passes of 10, 22, 11 
and 16 yards in leading the Mountaineer offense. 
The WVU special teams forced two fumbles, with 
one leading to a touchdown, while the defense 
held the Horned Frogs scoreless in the second half 
and well below their more than 40-point scoring 
average.
	 On the game’s opening kickoff, Marvin Gross Jr. 
forced a fumble by TCU’s Deante Gray, which was 
recovered by Nana Kyeremeh to start the momen-
tum and put the home crowd into a frenzy. 
	 Starting at the TCU 17-yard line, it took only 
three plays for Howard to find receiver Daikiel 
Shorts Jr. for a 10-yard scoring strike. 
	 The fumble and subsequent touchdown were 
important, because West Virginia won the coin 
toss and elected to defer to the second half. With 
the Mountaineers getting the ball to start the third 
quarter, along with forcing a fumble on the opening 
kickoff, it basically took a drive and scoring chance 
away from the Horned Frogs and they never recov-
ered.

	 The scoring drive took 15 plays and saw the 
Mountaineers convert on three third-down 
opportunities to open up the 14-point cushion.
	 West Virginia found the end zone for the fourth 
and final time with 1:02 left in the third quarter. 
Howard’s fourth TD stike was a 16-yard completion 
to Ka’Raun White, putting the finishing touches on 
an 11-play drive.
