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2008 Season Review

In life, there is always one constant - nothing
stays the same — things change. Changes are
made, routines are different and people have
to adapt. Transition is tough in all walks of
life. This was the case with the West Virginia
University football team. A new head coach and
coaching staff made 2008 a transition year for
the Mountaineers.

Heading into the season, the Mountaineers
lost three offensive playmakers to the NFL, and
the defense lost eight starters, including Reed
Williams, who after having shoulder surgery
tried to play but was forced to sit out.

The offensive line returned in tact from the
previous season, and Pat White, a preseason
Playboy All-American returned, so expectations
were running high from the fan base.

Transitions are sometimes tougher in athletics
where routines are the norm. Faced with
making a transition to a new coaching staff,
the Mountaineers handled the challenge with a
positive attitude.

The 19 seniors were the true heroes of this
team. They led, counseled, advised and left as

the all-time winningest class in school history.

The Bill Stewart era officially got underway
on Aug. 30 against Villanova. A sellout crowd
watched as No. 8-ranked West Virginia left no
doubt as to the game’s outcome jumping on the
Wildcats early. By throwing a career best five
touchdown passes, White led the Mountaineers
to the 48-21 victory.

Wide receiver Alric Arnett’s first two career
catches went for touchdowns, as did Will
Johnson’s first career catch. Nine different
Mountaineers on defense played in their first
collegiate game, and WVU got the season and
the Stewart era officially started the right way —
with a victory.

Things didn’t go quite as well in game two as
a senior-laden East Carolina squad was ready
to ambush the Mountaineers. A fumble here
and a missed tackled there, and the Pirates
ended a seven game losing streak to the
Mountaineers, winning 24-3.

West Virginia needed to regroup before a
Thursday night non-conference contest at
Colorado in game three. Early miscues allowed
the Buffs to jump out to a 14-0 lead, but behind
White, the Mountaineers neutralized the deficit.

White ran for 148 yards and two touchdowns,
and Noel Devine added 133 yards to lead the
Mountaineers ground game that amassed
311 yards. As in other cases throughout his
career, White put the Mountaineers on his back,
scoring two touchdowns to tie the game at 14-
14 in the third quarter.

The game stayed tied throughout the
remainder of the second half, forcing an
overtime session. The Mountaineers had the
first possession, but Pat McAfee’s 23-yard
field goal hit the upright to turn the ball over to
the Buffaloes. Colorado kicker Alric Goodman
sealed the 17-14 win, hitting a 25-yarder to end
the game.

The loss did not erase the tremendous effort
put forth by the Mountaineer defense as the unit
kept the Buffs scoreless for more than three
and a half quarters of action. Quinton Andrews
led all tacklers with 15 stops.

Despite the loss, the coaching staff saw
great improvement from game two to three.
That night in the locker room with the coaches
and players hurting from a tough defeat, the
Mountaineers bonded and came together and
were ready to face the rest of the season.

It was time to head back home and get back
on the winning track against Marshall. The
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Mountaineers
proceeded to run
off five-straight
wins, including
winning the
entire month of
October to run
their record to
6-2 overall and
3-0in the BIG
EAST.

The WVU
defense was
spectacular,
holding the Herd
to just three
points. Dating
back to the
Colorado game
with the return
of Williams, the
WVU defense

had gone seven
guarters without giving up a touchdown.

On offense, Devine accounted for 125 yards
rushing in West Virginia's second-straight 300-
yard rushing performance, White completed
17-0f-21 for 130 yards and two touchdowns and
with McAfee’s 55-yard punting average in the
game, the Mountaineers put together a solid
victory.

Receiver Jock Sanders finished with a
career-best eight catches for 60 yards and a
touchdown, Arnett had five catches for 54 yards
and Dorrell Jalloh finished with two catches
for 32 yards and a touchdown. Defensively,
Williams led all tacklers with 11 tackles,
including two for loss.

The victory over Marshall came at the right
time as West Virginia evened its record at 2-2,
before starting BIG EAST play. In the league
opener, the Rutgers Scarlet Knights came to
Morgantown looking to break a 14-game losing
streak to the Mountaineers, and the Knights
also were looking for their first win ever in
Morgantown.

West Virginia took a 17-3 lead in the second
guarter on tight end Tyler Urban'’s first career
catch, a 14-yard touchdown catch by Sanders
and a 40-yard McAfee field goal.

When the dust settled, it was West Virginia
that defeated Rutgers for the 14"-straight time.
Led by White and Jarrett Brown on offense,
along with a strong defensive effort that held
the Scarlet Knights to just 72 rushing yards, the
Mountaineers started the BIG EAST season on
the winning side.

White completed 12-of-17 passes for 137
yards and two touchdowns and ran for 59
yards. Devine ran for 55 yards and Brown ran
for 44 yards and a touchdown.

Linebacker Anthony Leonard received his
first career start, taking over the middle for the
injured Williams. He led the WVU defense with
nine tackles, including a tackle for loss.

In game six, West Virginia had to avoid a
letdown. The Mountaineers were looking for a
seventh-straight win over Syracuse.

With White sitting the game out with an
injury, it was up to an injured Brown to lead the
offense, and for the Mountaineer defense to
keep the Orange in check.

Syracuse used a 16-play drive on its
opening possession to take an early 3-0 lead
on a 26-yard field goal from Morgantown
native Patrick Shadle. That lead lasted until
the second quarter when Sanders caught a
12-yard touchdown from Brown, giving the
Mountaineers a 7-3 lead.

The Orange wouldn’t go away as they drew
within one, 7-6, just before halftime on a second
Shadle field goal from 53-yards away.

Neither team scored in the third quarter, and
West Virginia extended its lead to 10-6 on a 12-
play drive at the beginning of the fourth quarter
on a 33-yard field goal from McAfee. Syracuse
came back again as it drove 59 yards down
the field and was in the red zone, threatening
for the go-ahead score. However, once again
the defense held its ground and stymied the
Orange, holding them on fourth down.

Then on WVU’s next possession, Devine’s
third down 92-yard burst sealed the win. It was
the second longest touchdown run in school
and stadium history. The Mountaineer defense
bent but did not break, allowing Syracuse only
six points. With so many injuries going into the
game, it was important to get the win, and the
Mountaineers stood at 4-2 overall and 2-0 in
the BIG EAST.

Game seven brought the final non-conference
game of the regular season to Morgantown as
the Auburn Tigers from the SEC visited Milan
Puskar Stadium. A fall Thursday night and a
national television audience set the stage for
the showdown.

Auburn took advantage of two early
interceptions to claim a 17-3 advantage.

When the Tigers went for the jugular and
recovered an onsides kick in the second
guarter, it was the Mountaineer defense that
turned the tide and sent the visitors to the
sidelines in three downs. That defensive stand
turned the momentum and from there, the
Mountaineer offense took off.

West Virginia scored 31 unanswered points
behind a career-high 207 yards rushing from
Devine and three touchdowns passing from

White to claim the program'’s fifth-straight win
over an SEC opponent. Jalloh came up big
with four catches for 53 yards, including two
touchdowns and Arnett finished with a 44-yard
touchdown reception.

The WVU defense held the Tigers scoreless
in the second half behind a career-high 16
tackles from Leonard, and it was West Virginia’s
best all-around performance to date.

With non-conference play finished, the five
remaining games allowed the Mountaineers to
focus on BIG EAST play. At 5-2 overall and 2-0
in the league, game eight brought a road trip to
Connecticut.

Despite falling behind early, the Mountaineers
maintained their poise and played with passion.

The Mountaineer defense recorded its fifth
second half shutout of the season, forcing key
UConn turnovers and held the Huskie offense
to 285 yards of total offense. Running back
Donald Brown, the nation’s leading rusher, was
held to 82 yards for the game.

In turn, the offense exploded in the second
half, scoring 21 third-quarter points, and 28
unanswered, to down Connecticut and remain
undefeated against the Huskies overall and at
Rentschler Field. The victory broke UConn’s 11-
game home winning streak.

White ran for 109 yards and two touchdowns
and completed 11-o0f-18 passes for 121
yards and another touchdown to lead the
WVU offense. Sanders accounted for three
touchdowns for the game, running for 45 yards
and two touchdowns and three receptions for
21 yards and a touchdown.

Lankster led the Mountaineer defense with
12 tackles, including a tackle for loss, and Ivy
finished with 10 tackles, a pass breakup and an
interception.

With the road win, West Virginia took
command of the BIG EAST race. Four games
were left, and the Mountaineers controlled their
own destiny. However, all four games would be
tough battles with the league’s best teams.

In game nine, the Mountaineers returned
home for a night game against Cincinnati,
who was looking for revenge against the
Mountaineers, and a classic defensive battle
ensued.

Cincinnati showed that they meant business
early when Mardy Gilyard returned the opening
kickoff 100 yards, giving the Bearcats an early
7-0 lead. Then a Jake Rogers field goal gave
UC a 10-0 lead.

West Virginia responded, cutting the
Cincinnati lead to three points, scoring a
touchdown on its next drive as White completed
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a 19-yard strike to Arnett.

Cincinnati marched the ball down the
field once again and upped its lead to 13-7
on a second field goal by Rogers, this time
from 31-yards out. Midway through the
second quarter, the Bearcats scored another
touchdown by quarterback Tony Pike on a four-
yard scamper, giving UC a 20-7 lead.

Throughout the third and most of the fourth
guarters, things looked bleak as both defenses
flexed their muscles and the offenses were
shut down. The Mountaineers started a drive
midway through the fourth quarter and drove
down to the UC two-yard line and was turned
away as White was intercepted on fourth down.

Starting deep in its’ own territory and looking
to run out the clock and preserve the victory,
Cincinnati ran around and took a safety.

With 1:06 left on the clock, WVU went to
work. White completed a 15-yard pass to
Sanders, then a 23-yard pass to Jalloh, before
a roughing the passer penalty took WVU down
to the 12-yard line. A 14-yard pass to Sanders
and then a three-yard pass to Jalloh completed
the touchdown drive, and White ran in the two-
point conversion to pull the Mountaineers within
three of the lead with 19 seconds left.

McAfee then became the hero as his on-side
kick was recovered by Ivy on the WVU 44-yard
line. A 21-yard pass to Jalloh down the sideline
set up McAfee for the game-tying 52-yard field
goal to send the game into overtime.

West Virginia’s 13-point comeback in
1:11 was one for the ages, but it fell short in
overtime. The defense pitched its sixth second
half shutout of the season. Pat McAfee’s 52-
yard kick was clutch under extreme pressure,
but while the comeback showed tremendous
heart, Cincinnati still prevailed.

Game 10 provided a road trip to Louisville
where both teams were in need of a victory.
The Mountaineer offense finished with 498
yards of total offense, including a season-high
376 on the ground. White and Devine, once
again, took charge and led West Virginia to an
important victory.

With his 200-yards rushing, White became
the NCAA's all-time rushing leader among
quarterbacks, and his five touchdowns
responsible for (three rushing, two passing) in
the game moved him past Donovan McNabb
as the BIG EAST's all-time leader in career
touchdowns responsible for. He also notched
his school-record fourth 200-yard rushing game
of his career.

Devine’s 154-yards rushing against Louisville
pushed him over the 1,000-yard mark for the
year and gave West Virginia a 1,000-yard
rusher in 12 of the last 13 seasons.

The defense had three sacks and forced a
season high five turnovers, including three
interceptions. Leonard led the WVU defense
with nine tackles, including seven solo stops
and an interception that he returned 36 yards.

The final road game of the regular season
took place at Heinz Field, which was the
backdrop for one of college football’'s oldest
rivalries.

Pitt rode LeSean McCoy'’s back for 183 yards
rushing and two touchdowns, along with Bill
Stull's one passing touchdown to defeat the
Mountaineers for the second-straight year in a
close 19-15 come-from-behind victory.

Pitt took its first possession and marched
down the field, putting up a 7-0 lead on Bill
Stull's 30-yard pass to Derek Kinder. The
Mountaineers put their first points on the board
with a McAfee 20 yard field goal with 4:27 left in
the first half to cut the Pitt lead to 7-3.

West Virginia scored the next 12 points from
that point until the beginning of the fourth
quarter to take a 15-7 lead with 11:53 left in the
game.

Two McAfee field goals from 26 and 40 yards
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and a patented White scramble and score from
54 yards had the fans happy with their team.

However, Pitt and McCoy had other plans.
After White was intercepted deep in Pitt territory
with 9:41 left in the game, McCoy made two
runs to complete the touchdown drive. The
two-point conversion failed leaving Pitt down by
two with 8:07 left.

West Virginia’s drive started on its 23-yard
line. After a nine-yard run by Mark Rodgers on
first down and a no gain from White on second
down. The ball was handed off the Devine on
third down who ran it two yards for the apparent
first down. However, the yellow flag indicated
holding and the drive was thwarted, giving
the ball back to Pitt with 5:10 left in the game.
The Panthers once again turned to its horse,
McCoy, who scored the go-ahead touchdown
10 plays later.

West Virginia had one last shot with 52
seconds left, and reached the 18-yard line
before time ran out.

There was one game left, and it was the final
home game of the season, which meant the
final home game for 19 Mountaineer seniors.

USF was the opponent on a frigid Dec. 6
evening. A national television audience tuned in
to a sea of white in honor of Pat White and his
fellow seniors’ final home performance.

The Mountaineers took the early 7-0 lead in
the first quarter as they marched the opening
possession down the field in 11 plays and
completed the touchdown drive. White found
Urban for his second career touchdown from
12-yards out.

USF tied the game at 7-7 on its first
possession of the second quarter when
guarterback Matt Grothe scrambled from six-
yards out to score the touchdown.

The Mountaineer defense came up big right
before halftime when Glover intercepted Grothe
deep in WVU territory to stop a Bulls scoring
threat. A 45-yard McAfee field goal gave WVU a
10-7 halftime lead.

West Virginia started the second half just
like it ended the first half. Lankster intercepted
Grothe at the USF 41-yard line and returned
it eight yards. McAfee hit his second field goal
of the game, from 42 yards out, giving WVU a
13-7 lead, the final outcome of the game.

Both defenses took over from there. At the
beginning of the fourth quarter, West Virginia
drove down to the USF 22-yard line before
the Bulls forced a turnover. With 5:36 left in
the game, USF drove the field and had a first
down at the WVU 14-yard line before the game
ended.

As the seniors left the field for the final
time, an emotional outpouring of respect from
Mountaineer fans to these 19 seniors capped
off the perfect evening. And one of the school’s
all-time greatest was the last to leave the field.

To ensure this shining moment, the West
Virginia defense came up big again as it did
all season long. The unit pitched its seventh
second half shutout of the season as the
Mountaineers defeated the Bulls to finish the
regular season at 8-4 overall and 5-2 in the BIG
EAST.

West Virginia was awarded with its seventh
straight bowl with an invitation to play in the
Meineke Car Care Bowl in Charlotte, N.C., on
Dec., 27.

The opponent would be North Carolina. A
sell-out crowd of 73,712 fans from both teams
packed Bank of America Stadium, and the two
teams did not disappoint.

There was a total of 35 points scored in the
first quarter alone, and it was quickly apparent
that one of the best college bowl games of the
season was right there in Charlotte.

The Mountaineers marched down the field
and posted a 7-0 lead on an 18-yard run by
Devine. Three plays later, the game was tied
when TJ Yates completed a 73-yard pass play
to Hakeem Nicks that went through the hands
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of Lankster for a touchdown.

Five plays later, the fireworks show continued
as White threw a 44-yard pass that was caught
one-handed catch by Arnett, giving WVU the
14-7 advantage. Not to be outdone, UNC pulled
off a trick play when Cooter Arnold threw a
66-yard pass to Nicks for 66 yards, his second
touchdown to tie the game.

White then threw a 35-yard over the shoulder
pass to Bradley Starks, giving the Mountaineers
a 21-14 lead with two minutes left in the first
quarter.

At the start of the second quarter, UNC had
a first down on the WVU two-yard line and was
turned away after going for it on fourth down.
On the next play, Devine was caught in the
end zone and tackled for a safety, cutting the
Mountaineer lead to 21-16.

North Carolina took its turn. A 25-yard
touchdown pass to Nicks gave the Heels a 23-
21 lead with 10 minutes left until halftime.

On WVU's next possession, the Mountaineers
drove 16 plays and was operating from the
UNC nine-yard line when White was intercepted
in the end zone just before the half.

The Mountaineers regrouped. WVU had the
ball to start the second half, settling for a 25-
yard field goal by McAfee to retake the lead,
24-23.

Not to be outdone, North Carolina drove the
field 62 yards, and Yates scored a touchdown
from four-yards out to give the Tar Heels a 30-
24 lead with 4:29 left in the third quarter.

At the start of the fourth quarter, White was
sacked on fourth down to stop a Mountaineer
drive with 8:54 left in the game and things didn’t
look good for WVU.

Two plays later, the Mountaineer defense
rose up once again, as Robert Sands forced
Shaun Draughn to fumble the ball, and J.T.
Thomas recovered. It was time for Pat White to
pull off his magic one last time.

White completed a 41-yard pass to Sanders,
then ran for nine yards before completing a 20-
yard pass to Arnett for the winning score, 31-30,
with 7:14 left in the game.

On UNC's final drive, Pat Lazear’s
interception iced the game for the
Mountaineers, and White’s final WVU play of
his career was the victory kneel.

His 332 yards passing were a career high
and a bowl record. He accounted for 387 yards
of total offense and three touchdowns. Aside
from being awarded his third-straight bowl MVP
honor, he became the first starting quarterback
in college football history to go 4-0 in bowl
games.

There truly is only one Pat White and West
Virginia fans withessed WVU's greatest
player for four years now. He will be missed
by all West Virginia football fans, but for
those honored to see him perform for the
Mountaineers, his final performance, like so
many in the past, was a classic.

In 2008, West Virginia football finished at 9-4
and No. 23 in the final national rankings. Since
2002, WVU football has been ranked a total of
64 weeks, including 31 weeks in the Top 10.

Stewart was just one of three first year head
coaches in the nation to lead his team to a bowl
victory, and became just the third WVU coach in
history to take the Mountaineers to a bowl in his
first season. Stewart is just the second coach in
WVU history to lead his squad to nine wins in
season number one.

A total of 10 players received all-conference
honors to lead the BIG EAST for the third-
straight season, and offensive lineman Ryan
Stanchek along with kicker Pat McAfee took
home all-American honors.

For McAfee, he was named a semifinalist for
the Lou Groza national kicking award and one
of three finalists for the prestigious Ray Guy
national punting award. He ended his WVU
career as one of the best punters and kickers in
college football as well as the school’s all-time
leading scorer.

The 2008 seniors went out as the all-time
winningest class in WVU history with a 42-9
record. The seniors were a part of four-straight
bowl victories and countless weeks ranked in
the Top 25. West Virginia football has the eighth
best record in college football over the last
three seasons, and sixth best in the last four
years.

Stanchek and defensive lineman Doug
Slavonic earned academic acclaim, and
receiver Tito Gonzales was named a member of
the college football coaches association good
works team.

And finally White ended his career, not only
with a college football record four bowl victories,
but as the all-time NCAA quarterback rushing
leader. He set 19 WVU, BIG EAST and NCAA
record, and his 34-8 record as WVU's starting
quarterback may never be challenged.

The transition was handled effectively. The
foundation of West Virginia football continues
to be strong, and now it will move forward in
search of another BIG EAST championship.
The winning ways continued in 2008 because a
group of men bonded as a family.

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2009 Season Review

Bill Stewart's record after two years as the
head coach of West Virginia is the second-best
mark among all WVU head coaches who have
coached during the long and storied history of
Mountaineer football.

Each of his two seasons, he has totaled nine
wins and led his program to a second-place
finish in the BIG EAST Conference, a Top 25
national ranking and a bowl! appearance.

The Mountaineers are one of seven programs
nationally to win nine or more games five years
in a row, and one of 11 schools nationally to win
eight or more contests eight-straight years.

However, the difference between the 2008
and 2009 seasons was the Gator Bowl
appearance — the sixth New Year’'s Bowl in the
past seven years. A feat only four programs
nationally can claim.

WVU'’s No. 16 BCS ranking at the end of the
regular season marked the fifth time since 2002
that the Mountaineers have been ranked in the
final BCS standings.

Another mark that stands out about Stewart’s
teams is academic success. Sixteen student-
athletes graduated in December 2009, led
by two-time ESPN The Magazine Academic
All-American and National Football Foundation
National Scholar Athlete Reed Williams.
Williams also became the third Mountaineer
football player to earn BIG EAST Scholar
Athlete of the Year honors in the past five years.

West Virginia’s nine victories came against
Liberty, East Carolina, Colorado, Syracuse,
Marshall, Connecticut, Louisville, Pitt and
Rutgers. The four losses were at Auburn, at
USF, at Cincinnati and against Florida State in
the Konica Minolta Gator Bowl.

Heading into the 2009 season, Stewart and
his coaching staff had the unfortunate task of
replacing one of the greatest, if not the greatest,
player to ever don the Gold and Blue, Pat
White, who left as the best multi-threat signal
caller in NCAA history.

He also set the national record as the only
guarterback to start all four bowl games and win
all four during his career.

The task of replacing White was given to
redshirt senior Jarrett Brown, who had waited
patiently for his turn to become the Mountaineer
field general.

Brown took the responsibility and turned in a
fine final season, leading the Mountaineers to a
successful campaign.

He completed 187-0f-296 passes for 2,144
yards and 11 touchdowns, marking the first
Mountaineer quarterback to throw for 2,000 or
more yards since Marc Bulger in 1998. Brown
also was the team’s second-leading rusher with
466 yards and six touchdowns.

Noel Devine, a unanimous first team all-

BIG EAST Conference selection, led the

Mountaineer ground game with 1,465 yards, his
career high for yards in a season. He averaged
6.1 yards per carry and scored 13 touchdowns.

Jock Sanders and Alric Arnett led the
receiving corps with 72 and 43 catches,
respectively, and each scored three
touchdowns.

Three of the top four tacklers on the team
were linebackers. Pat Lazear led with 78
tackles, J.T. Thomas, a first team all-conference
honoree, had 76 and Williams, a second
team all-conference pick, finished with 68.
Defensive back Brandon Hogan, a first team

/

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all-conference selection and honorable-mention
All-America selection, finished with 74 tackles.

Defensive lineman Julian Miller led the
defense in sacks (9), which was fourth in the
BIG EAST and his 14 tackles for loss tied for
No. 6 in the league. Safety Robert Sands, a first
team all-conference team member, led the BIG
EAST in interceptions (5) and passes defended
(13). Hogan led the league in pass breakups
(12).

Kicker Tyler Bitancurt, a first team all-
conference honoree, connected on 13-o0f-15
field goal attempts and hit 41-of-42 extra point
tries. Punter Scott Kozlowski, a third-team
All-America honoree, averaged 44.4 yards
per punt, hit 17 kicks of 50 yards or more and
placed 17 inside the opponent’s 20-yard line.

WVU started the season 2-0, posting back-
to-back wins over Liberty (33-20) and East
Carolina (35-20).

Against Liberty, Devine ran for 112 yards and
a score, Sanders finished with eight catches for
95 yards and Ryan Clarke rushed for his first
career score.

The Mountaineers avenged their setback to
the Pirates from the year before, registering 509
yards of total offense, scoring 35 points and
holding ECU to 175 total yards in the win.

Brown finished with a career-high 407 yards
of total offense, including a career-high 334
yards passing on 24-0f-31 attempts to lead the
Mountaineers in the ECU win.

Sanders once again had a career day,
finishing with nine catches for 99 yards, and
Kozlowski booted a career-high 48.2 yard
average with his season long of 63 yards.

Hogan led all tacklers with 11 stops and two
pass breakups, and Ovid Goulbourne collected
two sacks.

The Mountaineers traveled to the Deep South
for their first road challenge of the season
against SEC-foe Auburn. Six turnovers by
WVU hurt its cause, giving the Tigers the 41-30
victory.

As he did the year before against Auburn,
Devine ran on the Tiger defense for 128 yards
and three touchdowns. And for the third week,
Sanders posted career marks, finishing with 12
receptions for 115 yards and a touchdown.

For the second-straight week, WVU posted
509 yards of total offense and 31 points, but the
turnovers proved too much to overcome.

The Mountaineers ran off four-straight wins,
over Colorado (35-24), Syracuse (34-13),
Marshall (24-7) and Connecticut (28-24) to
push their record to 6-1 on the season and work

/

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their way into the national rankings.

In front of a national television Thursday night
ESPN audience, WVU avenged last year’s
overtime loss to the Buffaloes.

Behind the career-high 220 yards and
a touchdown by Devine, and two more
touchdowns by Clarke, the Mountaineers
averaged 6.1 yards per carry in the win.

Brown finished 12-of-19 passing for 148
yards and threw touchdowns to Bradley Starks
and Sanders. Williams led WVU with nine
tackles and three pass breakups and Lazear
and Sands each registered eight stops. Miller
collected a sack and Glover, Sands and
Thomas each had an interception.

West Virginia played one of its best games
of the season at Syracuse to open BIG EAST
play. Brown completed 22-0f-30 passes for 244
yards and a touchdown, Devine rushed for 91
yards and a touchdown, and Sanders finished
with nine catches for 67 yards.

Devine finished with 103 yards and two
touchdowns to lead WVU against Marshall in
the “Friends of Coal Bow!”. Brown sustained
a game-ending concussion early in the game
and true freshman Geno Smith came off the
bench to lead the offense in the victory. He
completed 15-0f-21 passes for 147 yards and a
touchdown.

The defense was stellar, holding Marshall to
seven points and finishing with a sack, seven
tackles for loss, two forced fumbles and had
two interceptions.

One of the toughest and most emotional
games of the year was against Connecticut,
as the Huskies were honoring the memory of
their fallen teammate, Jasper Howard, who was
murdered the week before.

Devine’s 178 yards, and most importantly
his 56-yard touchdown run with 2:10 left in
the game, led WVU to the win. Tavon Austin
returned the opening kickoff 98 yards for
a touchdown, Brown ran five yards for a
touchdown in the second quarter and Tyler
Urban caught a one-yard pass in the third
guarter to account for WVU scores.

Down by four and back to the West Virginia
12-yard line late in the fourth quarter, UConn’s
Marcus Easley grabbed a pass from Cody
Endres over the middle and ran 88 yards for a
touchdown to give the Huskies the three-point
lead.

After Devine’s long scoring run, UConn
marched down to the WVU 35-yard line, before
defensive lineman Chris Neild intercepted
Endres to secure the win.

The trip to USF gave the Mountaineers plenty
to think about for the remainder of the season.
The 30-19 loss in Tampa made WVU bond
together as a team and provided the needed
momentum for the Mountaineers to win three
of the final four games to close the regular
season.

A 17-9 victory over Louisville at home started
the month of November. The Mountaineer
defense made its statement that day, holding
the Cardinals without a touchdown. A rushing
touchdown by Austin, a receiving touchdown
by Sanders and a field goal by Bitancurt was all
the offense West Virginia needed to secure the
victory.

The Mountaineers traveled to league-leader
Cincinnati to try to avenge its three-point loss at
home from the year before.

Down by seven points at the start of the fourth
guarter, WVU took the ball down the field to
the Cincinnati 24-yard line but a missed fourth-
down attempt gave the Bearcats the ball back
and took away the Mountaineers chance to tie
the game.

Once again, WVU cut the UC lead to three
with a late Brown to Starks touchdown with :39
seconds left in the game but couldn’t come up
with the on-sides kick and lost by a slim margin
once again.

Devine finished with 88 yards, Clarke
collected 60 yards and a touchdown and Brown
ran for 34 yards and a touchdown.

The defense had an excellent performance,
holding UC far under its season offensive
average, forcing Cincinnati to lose its first
fumble of the season and also collected an
interception.

Bitancurt became the hero of the 102nd
Backyard Brawl against No. 8-ranked Pitt,
when he kicked four field goals, including a 43-
yard game winner with no time left to give the
Mountaineers the 19-16 win.

The game was a defensive stalemate until
Devine busted an 88-yard run over the left side,
giving West Virginia a 13-6 lead at the end of
the third quarter. Bitancurt added one of his
four field goals to start the fourth quarter, giving
WVU a 10-point lead.

However, the momentum switched to the
Panthers as Dan Hutchins kicked his third field
goal of the game with 7:37 left, and quarterback
Bill Stull unloaded a 50-yard pass to Jonathan
Baldwin with 2:54 remaining to tie the game at
16-16.

Not wanting to drop a third-straight game
to the Panthers, Brown led the Mountaineers
down the field on the game-winning drive. A
one-yard run by Clarke on fourth down set up
the field goal by Bitancurt for the victory.

Cornerback Keith Tandy led WVU with 10
tackles, including seven solo stops and an
interception. Hogan finished with eight tackles
and two pass breakups and Sands had
seven tackles, three pass breakups and an
interception.

In early December, West Virginia and Rutgers
fought through a cold, rainy and snowy game to
close out the regular season for both squads.

The Mountaineers marched their first drive
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down the field in five plays and took the early
7-0 lead a little less than two minutes into
the game. After the defense held the Scarlet
Knights to a field goal, Clarke scored on a
one-yard plunge at the end of the first quarter,
and Sidney Glover ran a pick six from 24-yards
out, giving WVU a 21-3 lead early in the third
quarter.

Rutgers ran the ensuing kickoff 91 yards for
a touchdown and then a second field goal cut
the West Virginia lead to seven at the end of
the third quarter. Bitancurt tacked on a 41-yard
field goal halfway through the fourth quarter,
giving WVU a 10-point lead, before Rutgers
completed a 62-yard pass play 13 seconds later
to cut the lead to three, 24-21, but that was as
close as the Scarlet Knights would come.

Thomas intercepted a Tom Savage pass on
fourth down with less than three minutes left
in the game, before WVU ran out the clock to
secure the win. A key play of the drive was a
12-yard run by Brown, who stiff-armed a would-
be tackler on third down with under two minutes
left in the contest.

The Mountaineers were jubilant in the locker
room as they finished with their ninth win of the
season and accepted an invitation by the bowl's

executive committee to play in the Gator Bowl
onJan. 1.

West Virginia faced an emotional Florida
State squad and fan base, who was playing
as its legendary coach Bobby Bowden was
coaching in his final game.

The Mountaineers jumped out to a 14-3 early
lead behind the running of Devine and Brown,
silencing the crowd for a while. However, the
Seminoles and the crowd roared back, as FSU
scored 10 points in each of the second, third
and fourth quarters to take command of the
game and win the historic event, 33-21.

Devine led the WVU ground game with 168
yards and a touchdown, while Brown ran for
43 yards and a touchdown and Clarke finished
with 12 yards and a touchdown. Brown injured
his ankle in the second quarter and was out for
the remainder of the game. Smith came in relief
of Brown and finished the game.

Sands led the Mountaineer defense with
13 tackles, including nine solo stops and two
tackles for loss. Williams, in his final game,
registered 11 stops, including eight solo stops
and a tackle for loss.

The 2009 season will go down as a
successful campaign. The Mountaineers won
nine games in the post Pat White era, and
proved they could remain a fixture among the
top teams in the nation.

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2010 Season Review

The West Virginia football program has shown
consistency during Bill Stewart's head coaching
tenure.

In 2010, the Mountaineers finished with a
third straight nine-win season and posted a 5-2
mark in the BIG EAST.

However, Connecticut, Pitt and West Virginia
finished with identical league marks and each
claimed a piece of the league title.

That marked the sixth conference title won
by West Virginia, most by any school in the
league.

WVU earned its ninth straight bowl invitation,
making a trip to the Champs Sports Bowl
against NC State in Orlando, Fla.

West Virginia’s nine victories came against
Coastal Carolina, Marshall, Maryland, UNLYV,
USF, Cincinnati, Louisville, Pitt and Rutgers.

When summing up the Mountaineers' 2010
campaign success, it can be attributed to two
things: the arm and leadership of sophomore
guarterback Geno Smith and a physical, hard-
nosed defense.

Smith, the third different starting WVU
guarterback in as many years, threw for almost
2,800 yards, completed almost 65 percent of
his passes and tossed 24 touchdown strikes.

He was second in single-season pass
completions and touchdown passes and fourth
in total offense. His 24 touchdowns marked the
third time in school history that a passer threw
for 20 or more touchdowns in a season.

Senior running back Noel Devine finished his
outstanding career as the school leader in all-
purpose yardage (5,761), No. 3 in career
rushing yards (4,315) and 31 total touchdowns.

Senior wide receiver Jock Sanders finished
as the school's career reception leader with 206
catches for 1,980 yards and 14 touchdowns.

The defense was the only one in the nation
to not give up more than 23 points in a single
game the entire season.

It held its opponents to 13.5 points a game,
third-best nationally and was third in total
defense, giving up an average of 261.1 yards
per game.

The Mountaineers were No. 2 nationally in
rushing defense (86.5) and No. 11 in pass
defense (174.6).

WVU was second in the nation in third-down

efficiency defense and sacks (45), No. 6 in
most amount of three-and-outs and No. 26 in
tackles for loss.

Eleven players were named to the all-BIG
EAST teams, led by first-teamers defensive
lineman Chris Neild, cornerback Keith Tandy
and safety Robert Sands.

Five All-America honors were given to
Mountaineer players, led by Sands, who was
named a first-teamer by The Sporting News.
Tandy was named a second team member on
one team and a third-teamer on another, and
Neild was named a third team honoree.

Devine, Sidney Glover, Brandon Hogan,
Neild, Sanders and J.T. Thomas were invited to
senior all-star games and Devine, Hogan, Neild,
Sands, Sanders and Thomas also were invited
to attend the NFL Scouting Combine.

Defensive coordinator Jeff Casteel was
named the BIG EAST defensive coordinator
of the year by rivals.com, coach Bill Kirelawich
was hamed national defensive line coach of
the year by FootballScoop and Mike Kerin was

Bruce Irvin
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named the football operations director of the
year by FootballScoop.

West Virginia opened its season with three
straight wins over Coastal Carolina (31-0), at
Marshall (24-21 OT) and against Maryland (31-
17).

WVU's shutout of the Chanticleers was the
first blanking of an opponent since Cincinnati in
2005.

In his first career start, Smith completed
20-0f-27 for 216 yards and two touchdowns.
Devine ran for 111 yards and a touchdown and
Sanders finished with eight catches for 71 yards
and a touchdown to lead the team offensively.

In his first career start, Terence Garvin led
WVU with 10 tackles, and Sands collected 1.5
tackles for loss.

Game two saw the Mountaineers hit the road
for the annual "Friends of Coal Bow!" against in-
state opponent Marshall.

The Thundering Herd shut down the
Mountaineers for the first three quarters. With
its back against the wall down 21-6 at the
beginning of the fourth quarter, Smith led West
Virginia on a comeback for the ages.

The Herd had first and goal at the WVU six-
yard line and was ready to put the final nail in
the coffin, when Jorge Wright forced Marshall
running back Tron Martinez to fumble.

West Virginia began its comeback with 8:28
left in the game, driving 96 yards in nine plays
to cut the Thundering Herd lead to eight, 21-13,
with 5:12 remaining.

After the defense held Marshall again, the
offense started its final drive on the two-yard
line and 3:09 left in the game.

Fifteen plays later, including a fourth down
conversion, Smith found tight end Will Johnson
running along the back of the end zone for the
tying touchdown. Sanders caught the game-
tying two-point conversion to knot the game at
21-21 and send it into overtime.

Tyler Bitancurt hit a 20-yard field goal, and
Marshall kicker Tyler Warner missed a 39-yard
field goal to give WVU the victory.

Smith completed 32-0f-45 passes for 316
yards and a touchdown, Devine ran for 112
yards and a touchdown and had 10 catches for
62 yards. Linebacker Najee Goode led WVU
with 10 tackles, including two for loss.

The annual border war between Maryland
and West Virginia didn't disappoint the home
faithful as the Mountaineers came out early and

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left no doubt.

Smith completed 19-0f-29 passes for 268
yards and four touchdowns, Devine ran for 131
yards and Tavon Austin finished with seven
catches for 106 yards and two touchdowns to
lead the WVU offense. Stedman Bailey finished
with four catches for 60 yards, including two
touchdowns.

The defense had a stellar effort against the
Terps, holding their ground game to minus-10
yards and the offense to 227 total yards. The
Mountaineers collected eight sacks, nine
tackles for loss, two forced fumbles and four
pass breakups.

Newcomer Bruce Irvin led the WVU defense
with three sacks, and Scooter Berry finished
with two. Anthony Leonard led with eight
tackles.

WVU returned to the road to face LSU, one of
the top teams in the Southeastern Conference
and the nation.

The Mountaineer defense grabbed two
interceptions and held the Tigers to 230 total
yards, including 80 passing yards,
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A big blow to the offense came early in the
game when Devine was hit out of bounds,
sustaining a toe injury that he didn't recover
from until late in the season.

Down 17-0 midway through the second
guarter, Smith guided WVU back into the game,
throwing two touchown passes to close the LSU
lead to three points, 17-14, midway through the
third quarter.

Smith threw a touchdown pass to Bailey,
before haltime and then a second one to
Sanders at the beginning of the third quarter.

The Tigers tacked on an early fourth-quarter
field goal to push their lead to 20-14, the final
outcome.

West Virginia had three drives in the fourth
guarter to try and take the lead, but LSU's
defense held its ground and stopped the WVU
offense each time, giving the Mountaineers
their first loss of the season.

Sands led West Virginia with nine tackles,
including five solo stops and a tackle for loss.
Neild finished with six tackles, including a sack
and Tandy and Eain Smith each finished with
an interception.

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West Virginia came home and regrouped,
running offf wins against UNLV (49-10) and
USF (20-6) to push its record to 5-1 and 1-0 in
the BIG EAST.

The Mountaineers stormed out to a 21-point
lead and never looked back, posting a 35-0
halftime lead against UNLV.

Devine rushed for 84 yards on three carries,
an average of 28.0 yards per run and two
touchdowns.

Smith completed 12-0f-16 passes for 220
yards and three touchdowns. Brad Starks
finished with 100 yards receiving and three
touchdowns. The three touchdowns marked the
third time in school history that a Mountaineer
scored three receiving touchdowns and the first
time it happened since 1977.

The defense held the Rebels to 10 points,
276 total yards, including 96 yards rushing and
registered three sacks and nine tackles for loss.

Tandy had two interceptions, and Pat
Miller, Terence Garvin and Glover led WVU with
seven tackles each.

In front of a national television Thursday night
ESPN audience, WVU avenged last year’s loss
against USF, as the Mountaineer defense was
stellar against the Bulls, holding them to one
field goal in each half.

WVU registered five sacks, 10 tackles for loss
and three interceptions, Tandy finished with 10
tackles, a forced fumble and an interception
and Goode registered two sacks.

Sands had a key interception in the second
guarter and returned it to the USF seven-yard
line. On the next play, Smith hit Sanders with
a pass, who in turn lateraled it back to Devine
who ran in for the touchdown.

Smith led the Mountaineers, completing
24-0f-31 passes for 219 yards and two
touchdowns. Devine and Starks each had a
receiving touchdowns and Sanders finished
with 10 receptions to lead all receivers.

Turnovers plaqued the Mountaineers for a
two-game stretch, as WVU dropped games to
Syracuse (19-14) and at Connecticut, (16-13 in
overtime).

The WVU defense continued its trend, holding
the Orange to 246 yards, including 63 passing
yards.

Devine rushed for a season-high 122 yards,
averaged 5.1 yards per play and tied with
Austin for the team lead in receptions with five.

The game headed in the wrong direction from
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the beginning, as Smith threw the first of his
three picks on the third play.

Even with the mistake, the Mountaineers held
a 14-10 lead at the end of the first quarter and
appeared ready to tack on more points.

WVU had a first down at the Syracuse
six-yard line, when Smith threw his second
interception of the game.

The Orange scored on three Ross Krautman
field goals to take the five point-lead at halftime,
19-14. The final field goal came with :37
seconds left in the half, set up by Smith's third
interception.

Both defenses held the entire second half as
neither team scored, giving the Orange the first
win over West Virginia since 2001.

Six days later at Connecticut, WVU jumped to
a 10-0 first quarter lead, but UConn used four
Mountaineer fumbles to defeat West Virginia.

Starks put the Mountaineers on the board
with a 53-yard run, and Bitancurt added a
field goal to give WVU a 10-0 lead in the first

quarter.

A Dave Teggart 39-yard field goal at the end

of the first half, and a Jordan Todman 24-yard
run midway through the third quarter tied the
game at 10-10.

WVU once again took the lead, 13-10, at the
end of the third quarter on a second Bitancurt
field goal.

Another West Virginia turnover gave the ball
back to Connecticut, who tied the game five
plays later at 13-13 on a 26-yard field goal by
Teggart, early in the fourth quarter.

Both teams battled throughout the remainder
of regulation but neither team could score so
the game went to overtime.

West Virginia got the ball first and marched
down to the one-yard line when the fourth
fumble proved costly.

The Mountaineers scored a touchdown on
its first run, but it was called back because
of holding. WVU fumbled on the second play
but recovered and retained possession. West
Virginia ran for 15 more yards in next three
plays down to the one-yard line.

UConn took over possession and in five plays
kicked the winning field goal from 27-yards to
pull off the upset.

WVU had four games left to complete its
regular season and had its proverbial backs
against the wall and no room for error.

As was done the year before, the
Mountaineers played its best football of the
season, winning all four games and earning a
share of the regular-season title.

Behind 245 rushing yards and four passing
touchdowns by Smith, WVU broke a two-year
drought against Clncinnati, winning 37-10.
That win enabled the Mountaineers to be bowl
elgibile for the ninth straight year.

Devine collected 77 yards and a touchdown,
and Shawne Alston ran for 75 yards to lead
the ground attack. Smith completed 15-0f-25
passes for 174 yards and four touchdowns.
Sanders led the WVU receivers with six catches
for 95 yards and two touchdowns. Austin was
on the other end of two touchdown passes.

The defense was stalwart once again,
holding the Bearcats to 281 yards, including 60
yards rushing. WVU finished with five sacks,
eight tackles for loss, two interceptions, two
fumble recoveries and six pass breakups.

West Virginia then faced a much-improved
Louisville squad on the road and escaped with
a 17-10 win.

After the Cardinal defense stopped the
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Mountaineers on their first drive, UofL drove the
ball down the field in eight plays and took the
early 3-0 lead.

WVU regained the lead, 7-3, on its next drive
behind 22 yards rushing by Devine and a 25
yard catch by Austin.

In the second quarter, Smith was sacked
deep in Mountaineer territory and fumbled the
ball in the end zone, where it was recovered
by Daniel Brown for the Cardinal touchdown,
giving Louisville the 10-7 lead.

WVU wasted little time moving the ball down
the field to take the 14-10 halftime lead. A J.D.
Woods reception for 13 yards and a 48-yard run
by Devine set up the Mountaineer touchdown.

West Virginia pushed its lead to 17-10, the
final outcome, in its first drive of the second
half. The Mountaineers used mostly running
plays to march down the field in 10 plays and
kicked a 43-yard Bitancurt field goal.

Once again, the defense halted the Cardinals
and kept them off balance and away from the
end zone to perserve the victory.

The Mountaineers held the Cardinals to 171

total yards, including 26 yards rushing and 145
yards passing. They collected four sacks, eight
tackles for loss, two pass breakups and an
interception.

Leonard led the WVU defense with seven
solo tackles, and Miller finished with six tackles,
including two tackles for loss. Irvin finshed with
two sacks, and Garvin and Smith each had one.

West Virginia traveled to Pittsburgh the day
after Thanksgiving for the annual Backyard
Brawl. The Mountaineers had an outstanding
performance on both sides of the ball and
downed the rival Panthers, 35-10.

The defense once again didn't disappoint,
as it held Pitt to 78 yards rushing. WVU
finished with two sacks, three tackles for
loss, five forced fumbles, three recoveries, an
interception and six pass breakups.

Brandon Hogan intercepted quarterback Tino
Sunseri on the first Pitt drive and returned it 53
yards to the Panther two-yard line. Big Ryan
Clarke barrelled in to give the Mountaineers the
early 7-0 lead.

Pitt tied the game late in the first quarter,
when Sunseri hit Devin Street for an eight-yard

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touchdown.

After the Mountaineers recovered a Pitt
fumble midway through the second stanza,
Smith hit Devine with a swing pass and 48
yards later was set up on the goal line looking
to re-take the lead.

Smith found Johnson in the back of the end
zone for the touchdown, giving WVU the 14-7
halftime lead.

The Mountaineers hit the biggest play of the
game on their opening drive of the second half,
as Smith threw a season-long 71-yard bomb to
Austin to give WVU a 21-7 lead.

Pitt scored a field goal in the second half to
cut the West Virginia lead to 21-10.

The next drive, WVU extended its lead to
28-10, as the Mountaineers ran nine straight
times, before Smith found Austin for al2-yard
touchdown along the side of the end zone.

The Mountaineers finished off their big day
with another score to open the fourth quarter.
Smith connected with Sanders for a 38-yard
pass play, and then hit him for 13 more yards,
before Clarke barrelled in from two yards out to
give WVU a 35-10 lead.

Smith finished the game, completing 9-of-12
passes for 212 yards and three touchdowns.
Alston ran for a game-high 71 yards, Sanders
finished with four catches for 70 yards and
Austin had two touchdowns catches for 83
yards.

Tandy led all tacklers for the game with nine
stops, including eight unassisted stops. Hogan
finished with six tackles, including five solo
stops, forced and recovered a fumble, had a
53-yard interception return and a pass breakup.

In early December, West Virginia and Rutgers
fought through cold conditions to close out the
regular season for both squads.

The Mountaineers sent their seniors out the
right way, defeating the Scarlet Knights, 35-14,
marking the 16th straight defeat of Rutgers.

West Virginia took the early 14-0 lead in its
first two drives with a 19-yard pass from Smith
to Austin midway through the first quarter and
followed that with a one-yard run by Clarke at
the beginning of the second stanza.

Rutgers mounted a 12-play drive to dent the
scoreboard at the end of first half to cut the
WVU lead to 14-7.

West Virginia scored a touchdown midway
through the third quarter on Clarke's second
scoring run of the game, and Austin scored on

/ Brantwon Bowser \
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a 46-yard run for his second touchdown, giving
WVU a 28-7 lead at the beginning of the fourth
quarter.

Clarke scored his third touchdown of the
game to close out the Mountaineers scoring
with 4:32 left. Rutgers scored on a 44-yard
pass play with two minutes left in the game to
provide the final outcome.

Once again, the Mountaineer defense was
outstanding, holding the Scarlet Knights to 203
total yards, including 63 rushing yards. WVU
collected six sacks, 10 tackles for loss, a fumble
recovery and three pass breakups.

Miller finished with a game-high three sacks
and Irvin had two. Glover led in tackles with
eight, including six solo stops and had 1.5
tackles for loss.

Smith connected on 23-0f-28 passes for 352
yards and a touchdown. He also ran for 44
yards.

Austin led all receivers with six catches for
121 yards and a touchdown and had a team-
high 46 yards rushing and a touchdown.
Sanders finished with six catches for 81 yards.
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The Mountaineers earned their ninth straight
bowl bid against NC State in the Champs
Sports Bowl in Orlando, Fla., marking the third
straight ACC opponent that WVU would face in
its bowl game.

As in West Virginia's other three losses in
2010, fumbles and missed opportunities once
again played a key role in the outcome. The
Mountaineers lost four fumbles, threw one
interception and missed two field goals.

Smith threw for 196 yards on 22-0f-39
passing and a touchdown and ran for a team-
high 59 yards. Devine, in his last game as a
Mountaineer ran for 50 yards and an average
of 6.2 yards per carry. Sanders, also in his
last game of his WVU career, finished with
five catches for 58 yards and Austin had five
catches for 30 yards.

NC State opened the scoring with a first
guarter touchdown, taking the 7-0 lead. Mostly
using the pass, the Wolfpack drove 86 yards
in 10 plays and scored on a 16-yard pass from
Russell Wilson to Mustafa Greene.

In the second quarter, West Virginia forced
a Wolfpack fumble deep in their own territory

and drove it down to the NC State 26-yard line
before missing the first field goal of the game.

The defense held, and then the offense tied
the game with an eight-play 64-yard drive that
finished with an acrobatic 32-yard touchdown
reception by Stedman Bailey.

After a 46-yard kickoff return, NC State ran
out the clock before halftime, driving the ball 20
yards and kicking a 45-yard field goal, giving
the Wolfpack the 10-7 lead.

NC State tacked on two more field goals in
the third quarter from 38 and 40 yards to take a
16-7 lead. The Mountaineers fumbled the ball,
NC State drove down and kicked a field goal,
WVU turned it over on downs, the Wolfpack
would kick another field goal.

The fourth quarter was disasterous for West
Virginia, as it fumbled on its first drive, threw an
interception on the second drive, missed a 42-
yard field goal on its third drive, fumbled a punt
return and then fumbled on its final drive.

NC State added an insurance touchdown late
in the game. WVU fumbled the ball on a punt
on its seven-yard line, before the Wolfpack
drove to paydirt three plays later to provide the
final outcome.

WVU finished the 2010 season, winning nine
games and a share of the BIG EAST title, with
a new starting quarterback, and boasting a
defense that was one of the best in the school
history.

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2011 Season Review

“Adversity doesn’t build character, it reveals
it” — a statement that has been used numerous
times to describe the manner in which victory is
achieved against adverse conditions.

But never has a statement been more true
about one group than it was about the 2011
West Virginia football program.

The Mountaineers were faced with a
tremendous amount of adversity throughout
the season. It presented itself early and often,
in different ways and at the most inopportune
times.

However, by season’s end, WVU overcame
the adversity, and its character was revealed.
The final result was filled with sunshine,
oranges and championships.

Turn the clock back to the spring, a new
offense had to be installed, and the defense
had to replace eight starters off of one the
school’s best units. Josh Jenkins, a two-year
starter on the offensive line, suffered a knee
injury during the spring game and was out for
the season.

Dana Holgorsen, who was brought to
Morgantown in December 2010, to serve
as offensive coordinator for a year, before
becoming the head coach, took over the top
post six months earlier than planned.

Taking over the reins of the Mountaineer
football program was thrust on him in early

June, at one of the worst times. He had to
organize a plan for the season, along with the
responsibility of trying to heal a torn-apart fan
base in less than two months.

Not one to make excuses, Holgorsen took
on the challenge. He spread his philosophy that
no one person was bigger than the team; and
through hard work, dedication, teamwork and
fulfilling your responsibility on and off the field,
the West Virginia football program will continue
to achieve success.

The Mountaineers started the season with a
promising 3-0 start, and once again, adversity
showed itself in each of those games.

In the Marshall contest, lightning caused
several long delays and finally forced the game
to be called in the fourth quarter, giving the
Mountaineers the 34-13 victory.

Geno Smith completed 26 passes to nine
different receivers for 249 yards and two
touchdowns. Najee Goode finished with a
game-high seven tackles.

In the third quarter, West Virginia had
just taken a 27-13 lead off of Tavon Austin’s
100-yard kickoff return, when the first delay
occurred, halting play for three hours and
three minutes. When play resumed, WVU held
Marshall on three plays, and then marched
down the field once again to increase its lead to
34-13. Lightening halted the game for a second
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Keith Tandy

time, this time for one hour and 19 minutes,
when the game was finally called at 10:24 p.m.

Norfolk State came to town for game two
and showed that because they competed
at the FCS level didn't mean they would be
intimidated. The Spartans raced out to a 6-0
lead at the beginning of the second quarter and
came back to hold a 12-10 lead at the half.

After a lackluster 143-yard halftime
performance, West Virginia exploded in the
second half for 45 points and 446 yards to
win the game, 55-12. Smith had a stellar
performance throwing for 371 yards and four
touchdowns. Senior transfer Devon Brown
collected 109 yards on four catches and Austin
hauled in a team-high six passes for 82 yards
and a touchdown. Ivan McCartney also finished
with a score. Darwin Cook finished with a
game-high 11 tackles, marking his first double-
figure tackle performance of his career.

West Virginia travelled to Maryland for its
first road test of the season in the annual border
war. The Terps took the early 3-0 lead in the
first quarter, before the Mountaineers ran off
24-straight points to take a commanding 24-3

lead in the second quarter. The highlight of the
run was Terence Garvin’s 37-yard interception
return for a touchdown at the end of the first-
quarter.

Even though Maryland came back with a
touchdown with 2:32 left till the half, cutting its
deficit to 14 points, WVU marched down the
field and kicked a second field goal to stake a
17-point halftime lead.

Stedman Bailey caught a 34-yard touchdown
pass from Smith to open the third quarter, giv-
ing WVU a 24-point lead and looked like it was
going to cruise to an easy win. The Terps had
other ideas as it ran off three straight touch-
downs to cut the Mountaineer lead to three
points, 34-31, and completely take the momen-
tum.

A 14-play drive, eating up 5:47 on the clock
led to the third Bitancurt field goal to stem the
tide and force Maryland to go the length of the
field in order to win the game. The Terps started
their drive with 4:36 left in the game drove
to the WVU 36, before Eain Smith saved the
game with a timely interception.

The Mountaineers were paced by a trio of
wide receivers who went down in the WVU re-
cord book, marking the first time three receivers
finished with 100 or more yards. Austin finished
with 11 catches for 122 yards, Bailey had eight
catches for 113 yards and a touchdown and
McCartney had 101 yards on eight catches.
Smith completed 36 passes for 388 yards and a
touchdown.

Three WVU defensive players collected
double-figure tackles, Goode with 13, Pat Miller
with 11 and Keith Tandy with 10.

Attention then turned to No. 2-ranked LSU
as it was the Tigers turn to come to town, and
ESPN GameDay came to Morgantown for the
first time, making the atmosphere even more
electric. The excitement of the Mountaineer
faithful was at an all-time high as the sellout
crowd waited all week for the game to kickoff.

Unfortunately, adversity paid a visit once
again, as WVU knew it was going to have to
play a superb game to unseat the highly-ranked
Tigers. The Mountaineers posted 241 yards of
total offense in the first half but was down 20
points because of costly mistakes.

LSU missed a field goal to start the third
quarter, then six plays later, West Virginia cut
the Tigers’ lead to 13, when Smith completed a
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12-yard strike to Tyler Urban. After the Moun-
taineer defense held LSU for two more drives,
the offense drove down the field, keyed by a
72-yard pass play from Smith to Austin. Four
plays later, WVU pulled within six points of LSU,
when Dustin Garrison rushed in from one-yard
out, cutting the LSU lead to 27-21 and clearly
taking the momentum.

The Tigers took the momentum right back,
as Morris Clairborne took the ensuing kickoff
and raced 99 yards to the end zone, pushing
the LSU lead to 13 points at the end of the third
quarter. LSU scored twice more to put the game
out of reach and hand WVU its first loss of the
season.

West Virginia put up 533 yards of total of-
fense against the vaunted Tiger defense. Smith
completed a school record 38-0f-65 passes for
463 yards and two touchdowns. Austin col-
lected 11 catches for 187 yards, and Bailey
finished with eight receptions for 115 yards and
a touchdown. Garrison, in his first real action of
the season, finished with 10 carries for 46 yards
and a touchdown. Linebackers Doug Rigg and
Goode paced the WVU defense with nine and

eight tackles, respectively.

The Mountaineers responded to the loss with
two home wins, 55-10, over Bowling Green,
and opened BIG EAST play with a 43-16 win
over Connecticut.

Against Bowling Green, Garrison put up a
career and national season high rushing total
of 291 yards and two touchdowns, and Shawne
Alston, in his first action of the season after
coming back from a neck injury, finished with
two touchdowns. Smith threw for three scores,
and Bailey finished with a school-record third
straight 100-yard plus receiving performance of
the season.

Jewone Snow, in his first career start, finished
with a team-high nine tackles. Tandy collected a
game-high two interceptions and had two pass
breakups.

Against Connecticut, the Mountaineers held
a slim 10-9 halftime lead, once again being held
in check, fumbling once, punting twice and los-
ing a possession on downs.

With West Virginia holding a one-point lead
in the third quarter, UConn was driving deep in
WVU territory, when Pat Miller forced quarter-
back Johnny McEntee to fumble the ball. The
ball bounced to Snow, who rumbled down the
field 83 yards to set up a Smith to Austin touch-
down on the next play.

WVU put the game out of reach in the sec-
ond half, outscoring the Huskies, 33-7, includ-
ing a 23-0 advantage in the third quarter.

Smith put on a show, throwing for 450 yards
and four touchdowns. Bailey added to his
school record with his fourth 100-yard plus re-
ceiving effort, finishing with 178 yards on seven
catches and scored two touchdowns. McCart-
ney collected his career-high with 131 yards
on six catches. Garrison ran for 80 yards and
scored a touchdown.

The Mountaineer defense collected a season
high five sacks, led by Bruce Irvin, who col-
lected 1.5 for the game. Eain Smith and Cook
led the team with eight tackles.

West Virginia travelled to Syracuse in week
seven, looking to avenge last year's home
loss to the Orange. In front of a national ESPN
Friday night audience, the Mountaineers let
adversity get the best of them on that night in a
big way.

Syracuse came out the aggressor, blitzing
the Mountaineers from the minute they got off
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the bus. The Orange took an early 14-3 lead in
the second quarter and looked like they were
going to run away with it. The Mountaineers
fought their way back, as Smith threw a pass
down the sideline, and Bailey fought off a Syra-
cuse defender to make the grab and run it into
the end zone for the 64-yard score.

When it looked like the Mountaineers were
gaining some momentum, Syracuse distanced
themselves once again, when Dorian Graham
took the ensuing kickoff and ran it 98 yards for
a touchdown, giving them a 21-9 halftime lead.

The Mountaineers regrouped and scored
out of halftime, cutting the Orange lead once
again to five points, 21-16, on a one-yard run
by Alston.

Three straight passing touchdowns from
Ryan Nassib gave the Orange a 42-16 lead at
the early part of the fourth quarter. WVU scored
a late touchdown but dropped the game, by
26 points, 49-23, when the final horn sounded.
Snow finished with a game-high eight tackles,
including six solo stops.

Smith threw for 338 yards and two touch-
downs, and Bailey ran his school-record 100-

yard plus receiving performances to five with
his seven catch, 130 yard and one touchdown
effort. Tandy and Eain Smith each contributed
seven stops.

With its back against the wall and know-
ing it had to win to stay in the championship
hunt, West Virginia hit the road for the second
straight game to face a Rutgers squad that was
hungry for a win against the Mountaineers.

Once again, as with each game so far, the
Mountaineers faced adversity. A blizzard was
spreading up the east coast with a wintry mix
of freezing rain and snow that made the field
conditions treacherous.

With those weather conditions, most would
think that scoring would be at a premium. This
game was like a track meet, both sides combin-
ing for 52 first half points.

Rutgers took the early 3-0 lead, before
Alston broke through the line and like a bus
with a set of winter treads, rumbled down the
field for 52 yards to give WVU the 7-3 lead. Not
to be outdone, the Scarlet Knights scored their
first touchdown of the game three plays later to
take a 10-7 lead. West Virginia gave its answer
on the first play of the drive with Austin taking
a reverse handoff 80 yards for a touchdown to
give the Mountaineers a 14-10 advantage.

The scoring went back and forth once again
with Rutgers’ Mark Harrison making a 45-yard
pass reception, before Alston rumbled in for a
two-yard score, his second touchdown of the
game, giving WVU a four-point lead, 21-17.
Two Jawan Jamison touchdown runs gave the
Scarlet Knights a 10-point halftime lead.

The Mountaineers fought adversity once
again, outscoring Rutgers, 20-0 in the second
half to win the game, 41-31. Smith’s two touch-
down passes to Bailey and Austin, and his first
career rushing touchdown led WVU to the win.

Alston ran for a career-high 110 yards and
two touchdowns, and Smith threw for 218
yards and two touchdowns. Cook collected his
second double-figure tackle performance of
his career with 11, Eain Smith and Snow each
finished with eight tackles, Julian Miller had two
fumble recoveries and Brodrick Jenkins had two
interceptions in his first collegiate start.

West Virginia knew Louisville’s visit was go-
ing to be a tough, hard-fought game, but was
going to be a key contest for both teams in the
conference championship battle.

The game started fast as both teams traded
touchdowns three times to leave the game tied
at 21-21 at the half. Mistakes were starting to
cost West Virginia as a shanked punt with less
than two minutes left in the first half gave Louis-
ville field position that they took advantage of in
tying the game.

The Mountaineers’ mistakes continued
throughout the third quarter with a missed field
goal, a fumble that led to a Louisville field goal
and a drive that ended on downs. Then WVU
was attempting a 23-yard field goal at the be-
ginning of the fourth quarter that was blocked
and returned 82 yards for a touchdown to com-
pletely change the face of the game, giving the
Cardinals a 10-point lead.

West Virginia once again fought adversity,
stopping Louisville on its next drive and scoring
with 8:53 left in the game on an Alston seven-
yard run to pull within three points.

The Cardinals then sealed the game with a
13-play drive that ate up 7:11 on the clock and
ended with a second Brown touchdown, giving
Louisville a 10-point cushion once again with
1:42 left in the game. WVU scored a touchdown

with less than a minute left but it wasn’t enough
as Louisville won the game, 38-35.

Smith completed 31-0f-44 passes for 410
yards and three touchdowns, and Bailey collect-
ed his sixth 100-yard receiving performance of
the season, finishing with eight catches for 118
yards and two touchdowns. Austin had seven
receptions for 90 yards and a touchdown, while
Alston ran for two scores. Cook finished with a
team-high 10 tackles, including six solo stops,
and Bruce Irvin finished with two sacks and
three tackles for loss.

It was down to a three-game season for
WVU. The Mountaineers knew with two losses
already that they had to run the table if they had
any hopes of winning the league. Each game
presented its own adversity that WVU had to
overcome.

The Mountaineers travelled to Cincinnati for
game 10. The Bearcats made their statement in
their first drive, taking the early 7-0 lead in just
three plays. Isaiah Pead burst through the line
and ran 40 yards to the end zone. Four plays
later, the Mountaineers answered with Smith
once again finding one of his favorite targets,
Bailey for a 59-yard scoring strike.

West Virginia controlled the second quarter,
denting the scoreboard for 10 points to take a
17-7 halftime lead. Bitancurt nailed a 28-yard
field goal, and Julian Miller recovered a Zach
Collaros fumble in the end zone for a touch-
down.

Cincinnati stormed back in the second half,
scoring a touchdown at the end of the third
quarter and one more at the beginning of the
fourth to take a 21-17 lead with 13:20 left in the
game.

Again the Mountaineers responded with a
12-play drive, taking a three-point lead, 24-21.
Pass completions from Smith to Willie Milhouse
of 24 yards, 13 to Bailey and 23 to Austin were
the key plays in the drive to set up the one-yard
Alston rush for the go-ahead score.

The Bearcats had one last drive with 2:01
left to pull out the win. Within three plays, Cin-
cinnati was down to the WVU 21-yard line with
a first down and things weren't looking good.
The Mountaineer defense then responded,
holding UC to seven yards on three plays and
then sealed the win when Eain Smith shot up
through the middle and blocked Tony Miliano’s
31-yard field goal attempt with no time left.
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Smith threw for 372 yards and a touchdown,
Austin had a game-high nine catches for 126
yards and Bailey finished with 104 yards on
six receptions and a touchdown. Goode had
a team-high eight tackles, including five unas-
sisted, three tackles for loss and a sack. Irvin
finished with a sack, two tackles for loss, four
solo tackles and forced a fumble. Julian Miller
collected seven tackles, broke up a pass and
recovered a fumble.

Pitt came to town for the annual Backyard
Brawl and for Mountaineer senior night. Be-
sides being a rivalry game, both teams had a
lot riding on the outcome of the game.

WVU had its back against the wall from the
start, giving up two touchdowns in the first quar-
ter. The Mountaineers came back with a Smith
to Bailey 63-yard pass play to cut the lead in
half, only to give up another field goal to go into
halftime down by 10 points.

The Panthers took advantage of a WVU fum-
ble and added three points to their lead early in
the second half, building a 13-point lead, 20-7.
West Virginia responded on its next drive as
Alston scored on an eight-yard run, cutting the

Eain Smith

Pitt lead to six points.

Midway through the fourth quarter, the
Mountaineers used an 11-play drive to eat up
83 yards to capture the lead with Alston bar-
reling in from one-yard out to give WVU a slim
21-20 lead.

The Mountaineer defense dominated the
Panther offense in their last two drives to seal
the 21-20 victory. The Pitt offense was held to
23 yards on eight plays in the first drive, includ-
ing a tackle for no gain by Julian Miller on sec-
ond down and an Irvin sack of quarterback Tino
Sunseri on third down. In their final drive, the
Panthers were held to six yards on seven plays.
The West Virginia defense sacked Sunseri the
final three plays of the game, by Goode, Irvin
and Julian Miller, forcing a fumble on the final
play.

Smith completed 22-0f-31 passes for 244
yards and a touchdown, Austin finished with 10
catches for 102 yards and Bailey finished with
80 yards on three catches and a touchdown.
Garrison ran for 55 yards on 11 carries and
Alston finished with 34 yards and two touch-
downs. Garvin finished with a game-high 14
tackles, including nine unassisted, and Julian
Miller collected 12 tackles, nine solo and tied
the school record with four sacks. Irvin had two
sacks, and Snow finished with one.

USF was all that stood between the Moun-
taineers and at least a share of the conference
championship.

The Mountaineers took an early 10-0 lead
midway through the second quarter after Pat
Miller intercepted B.J. Daniels and returned it
52 yards for a touchdown. On its next drive,
USF cut the WVU lead to three when a 20-yard
pass from B.J. Daniels to Sterling Griffin that
was ruled incomplete was overturned by the
replay booth. A second field goal by WVU with
22 seconds left gave the Mountaineers a 13-7
halftime advantage.

West Virginia took a 10-point lead when Aus-
tin returned his second kickoff of the season 90
yards for a touchdown in the third quarter.

Then the momentum clearly swung in USF’s
favor as they scored 10 straight points to tie the
game at 20-20. A USF field goal at the end of
the third quarter and a Daniels rushing touch-
down opened up the fourth quarter highlighted
the Bulls scoring.

On the first play of West Virginia’s next
possession, JaQuez Jenkins stepped in front
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Najee Goode

of a Smith pass and returned the interception
24 yards for the go-ahead touchdown with just
under 10 minutes left in the game.

The Mountaineers saw their chance of a
BIG EAST title and the BCS bid withering away
with that interception return. However, as they
had done all season long, WVU fought the
adversity beginning with its next drive. A fourth
down completion to Bailey, then a fourth down
personal foul penalty on USF before Garrison
finished the drive with two straight runs for 21
yards, tying the game once again.

Then with 5:09 left in the game, USF started
with outstanding field position after a 51-yard
kickoff return. Three plays later, the Bulls had
first down on the WVU 28-yard line and was
looking like they were going to score the win-
ning points.

Then luck struck for WVU as Goode stood
Daniels up as he tried to run to the outside and
forced him to fumble, giving the Mountaineers
the ball back with three minutes left and the
chance to win the game and the share of the
championship.

Garrison rumbled for nine yards, then a
completion to J.D. Woods for 10 more, then
two more runs by Garrison for 3 and 10 yards.
Then Smith was sacked followed by two incom-
plete passes. Next came the biggest play of the
game as Smith found Bailey for 26 yards down
to the 16 yard line with only seconds remaining.
Bitancurt came on and calmly hit the game-

winning field goal from 28 yards to give West
Virginia its second-straight BIG EAST champi-
onship, sixth since 2003 and seventh overall.

Two days later, Cincinnati defeated Con-
necticut to provide a three-way tie for the con-
ference title. West Virginia won the tie breaker
and was awarded the BCS bid to face the ACC
Champion, Clemson, in the Orange Bowl.

As had been the case in West Virginia’s
other BCS bowl games, no one in the nation
except the state of West Virginia and a small
percentage of Mountaineer fans gave WVU
the vote of confidence to pull off an upset win
against Clemson.

And to add adversity to the mix once again,
starting safety Terence Garvin, one of the
team’s top defensive players, hurt his knee in
the USF game, had surgery and was out for the
bowl game. Dustin Garrison, the team’s start-
ing running back, injured his knee during the
first practice in Miami and was out for the bowl
game.

The game started out like a track meet. Both
team’s traded touchdowns and Clemson added
a field goal to take a three-point lead at the end
of the first quarter, 17-14. Austin scored the
second of his bowl record four receiving touch-
downs to start off the second quatrter, giving the
Mountaineers a 21-17 lead.

Then the game-changing play of the season
happened. With Clemson on the WVU goal line
ready to retake the lead, Andre Ellington was
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going down at the one-yard line, when Rigg
stripped the ball away. Cook saw the ball out,
picked it up and raced down the field 99 yards
for a touchdown, giving WVU a 28-17 lead.

That was a knockout punch to the head
in the title fight, as the Mountaineer offense
exploded from there en-route to a 70-33 victory,
setting the all-time bowl record for points in a
game.

West Virginia tied or set 18 WVU individual
or team bowl records, 28 individual, team or
combined Orange Bowl records, 18 BCS Bowl
records and 14 overall NCAA Bowl records.

Smith threw for a bowl-record 407 yards
and six touchdowns, ran another in for a bowl-
record seven total touchdowns responsible for.
Austin finished with bow! records for catches
(12) and touchdowns (4). Alston ran for 77
yards and two touchdowns, Bailey finished
with five catches for 82 yards and a touchdown
and Milhouse finished with 71 yards on three
catches and a touchdown. Eain Smith collected
13 tackles, including 12 solo stops and Irvin,
Goode and Will Clarke each finished with a
sack.

In the end West Virginia achieved its goal,
including a championship season with 10 wins,
captured their sixth BIG EAST title since 2003
and seventh overall, won the Orange Bowl to
run its BCS record to 3-0 and was heralded as

the top program in the East.

Holgorsen was named the first year coach of
the year award winner by the Football Writers
Association and was one of seven coaches to
lead his program to a BCS game in his first year
as a head coach and one of three who won the
game.

Ten players earned All-BIG EAST hon-
ors, and three players were named to seven
All-America teams. West Virginia was one of
the only two schools in the nation to have a
quarterback throw for 4,000 yards and have
two receivers finish with 1,000 or more yards.
Smith completed 346-0f-526 passes for 4,385
yards and 31 touchdowns. Austin finished with
a school-record 101 passes for 1,186 yards
and eight touchdowns, while Bailey caught 72
passes for a school-record 1,279 yards and tied
the school record with 12 touchdowns.

Smith tied or broke 34 school or confer-
ence game, season or career records, and the
receiving corps tied for broke 12 game, season
or career WVU or conference marks.

Goode led the Mountaineers with 87 tackles,
five sacks and 14 tackles for loss, while Cook
finished with 85 tackles, including 51 solo stops.
Irvin led the team with 8.5 sacks, 15 tackles
for loss and three forced fumbles, while Julian
Miller finished with six sacks and 11 tackles for
loss. Tandy led the team with four interceptions
and nine pass breakups.

Going into 2011, everyone talked about
WVU football for the wrong reasons. By the end
of the season, everyone was talking about the
excitement surrounding the program and the
promise of the Mountaineers’ future.
