About Coach Stew
	 Never lacking vim, vigor or an outgoing 
personality, Bill Stewart hit the ground running 
when he was named interim head coach three 
weeks prior to the 2008 Tostitos Fiesta Bowl, 
preparing and rallying a team, a coaching staff, a 
school and a state.
	 And after guiding the Mountaineers to a 
remarkable 48-28 victory against Oklahoma, and 
arguably the most memorable win in the school’s 
history, especially under the circumstances, Stewart 
was named West Virginia University’s 32nd head 
football coach on January 3, 2008, a day after the 
impressive victory.
	 In his first full season as head coach, Stewart was 
just one of four first-year coaches in the nation to
lead his team to a bowl game in 2008. He is the 
first WVU coach to win two bowl games in the 
same calendar year and became just the second 
West Virginia coach to lead the Mountaineers to 
nine wins in his first year on the sideline. He also 
is the third WVU mentor to take a team to a bowl 
game in his first season.
	 A New Martinsville, W.Va., native, Stewart is no 
stranger to Morgantown, the state of West Virginia 
or to the college football world as his coaching 
experiences have been vast and varied.
	 Prior to being named head coach, he spent 
eight years on the West Virginia staff under WVU 
coaches Don Nehlen and Rich Rodriguez, working 
with the Mountaineer tight ends, and serving as 
Associate Head Coach in 2007 after spending the 
prior seven seasons coaching the quarterbacks.

With West Virginia’s 
27-3 victory over Marshall, the Mountaineers 
avoided three-straight losses for the first time 
since 2004.
	 The Mountaineers lost two straight road games 
(ECU, Colorado) for the first time since 2003 when 
they dropped a 34-7 contest at Maryland, fol-
lowed by a 22-20 loss at Miami. Until the ECU and 
Colorado defeats this season, the 2003 season 
also marked the last time the Mountaineers lost 
two straight non-conference games after losing

The rushing game totaled 2,729 
yards, an average of 5.3 yards per play and 15 touchdowns. The passing attack totaled 1,956 yards, 22 
touchdowns and an average of 9.7 yards per completion.
	 Combine the two and the Mountaineers turned in 4,685 yards of total offense and 37 offensive 
touchdowns for an average of 5.7 yards per play, and an average of 24.5 points per game.
	 Deeper analysis showed that the Mountaineer offense gained 134 first downs by the run and 86 via 
the pass. On average, West Virginia totaled 209.9 yards per game on the ground, 150.5 per game pass-
ing and 360.4 yards of total offense.

Devine Just as Fine the Second Time
	 4Sophomore Noel Devine was the starting tailback in 2008 after having a remarkable true fresh-
man campaign a year ago. He rushed for a career-best 207 yards on just 17 carries with a touchdown 
in WVU’s 34-17 win over Auburn. Six of those runs went for 20 yards or more. He had 188 yards on 
just 18 carries in the 17-6 win over Syracuse this season, which included the second-longest rushing 
touchdown (92) in school history. Over the two-game span, he rushed for 395 yards, fifth-most in a 
two-game period in school history.

The St. Petersburg, Fla., slot receiver scored three touchdowns in the second half’s opening stanza – 
two on the ground and one off the arm of Pat White. Sanders ended the day with 45 rushing yards 
and three receptions for 21 yards. 
	 On the strength of Devine’s career-high 207-yard rushing game, the pair combined for 273 all-pur-
pose yards against the Auburn Tigers. 
	 Devine’s career-night was breath-taking, as the team’s top rusher (1289 yards) broke-free on 17 rushes 
for a 12.2-per carry average, including a game-high 32-yard jolt. 
	 Both Devine and Sanders scored a touchdown in the Mountaineers’ victory over Syracuse. Sanders 
put WVU ahead of the Orange for good in the second quarter, taking a team-high 12-yard reception for 
the score. The score was Sanders’ fifth.
	 Devine put the SU game out of reach in the fourth quarter, going a career-long 92 yards into the 
north end zone for the Mountaineers’ second TD. The run was the second longest rushing touchdown 
in WVU and Puskar Stadium history, second only to Pat Randolph’s 96-yard scoring run against North-
ern Illinois in 1986. Devine and Sanders combined for more than 100 all-purpose yards (199 yards) for 
the sixth-straight game. 
	  At Colorado, Devine had his first +100-yard rushing game of the 2008 season, collecting 133 yards on 
26 carries for an average of 5.1 yards per rush. He also led all receivers with three catches for 11 yards. 
Sanders ran seven times for 30 yards, an average of 4.3 yards per run.
	 The duo combined for 228 all-purpose yards in the 2008 season-opening win over Villanova. 

Jock of All Trades
	 Jock Sanders proved that his season spent at slot was a productive one, as he caught five passes 
for 70 yards, including a career best 41-yard reception, in the bowl victory over UNC. Sanders concluded 
his first season as a Mountaineer receiver with a team-best 53 catches for 462 yards and seven touch-
downs.
	 Sanders earned his first start of the season at tailback in the USF win. The sophomore gained 24 
yards on six carries. Sanders was more productive at slot, catching five passes for 38 yards, including a 
team best 26-yard reception in the fourth quarter.
	 Sanders was the only Mountaineer to score in four of the seven home games this season. He 
finished with five touchdowns at Milan Puskar Stadium and leads all WVU scorers with 54 points at the 
conclusion of the season. He netted a season-best 29-yard run in the second quarter in the 19-15 loss 
at Pitt. The quick dash came during the Mountaineers’ first scoring drive of the contest.
	 Sanders was back to being a man of all trades in the 35-21 victory at Louisville, as he caught a 25-
yard touchdown pass, and ran three times for 14 yards. The score was Sanders’ ninth TD of the season. 
	 Eight games into this season, Sanders had a career day at Connecticut, scoring on back-to-back-to-
back red zone plays for a total of 18 third-quarter points. 
	 Sanders opened his scoring onslaught with a six-yard pass from Pat White, the game’s only touch-
down reception. Almost four minutes later, Sanders was scooting into the end zone again, taking his 
second-consecutive rush three yards for six points. Finally, following a Scooter Berry fumble recovery, 
Sanders was again adding to the Mountaineers’ point total, taking the ball from three yards out across 
the goal line. The shifty slotback ended the day with three touchdowns, 45 yards in the air and 21 on 
the ground.
	 Sanders showed why the coaches had good reason to convert him from running back, as the St. 
Petersburg, Fla., native finished the season opener against Villanova with a team-best eight catches for 
62 yards and two touchdowns, the firsts of his career. Sanders was also explosive on kick returns, field-
ing two for 54 yards, and rushing, ending the day with two carries for 28 yards and 144 all-purpose 
yards.

	 Thirteen Mountaineers registered at least one catch during the 2008 season.
	 Sophomore slot receiver Jock Sanders stands at the top of the list with 53 receptions for 462 yards 
and an 8.7-yards average per catch. His 4.1 receptions per game average was the sixth-best mark in the 
BIG EAST Conference.
	 White connected with seven different receivers in the bowl win for a season-best 26 completions. 
Alric Arnett completed his break-out season with seven catches for 93 yards and two touchdowns in 
the victory.
	 Tight end Tyler Urban and White showed off their uncanny connection in the opening drive of the 
USF win, as Urban caught his second pass of the season for his second TD. 
	 White made the most of his 11 passes in WVU’s 35-21 victory at Louisville. White’s six completions went 
for 122 yards and two touchdowns. White’s most-prolific pass of the day came on a 52 yard connection 
with Alric Arnett in the second quarter. The completion was a game best and a season high for both 
Arnett and White.
	 With their run game held in check by the Bearcat defense, the Mountaineers turned to White’s im-
proved passing game to push them back into the contest against Cincinnati. White threw for 129 yards, 
the most yards in any quarter this season, and one touchdown in the fourth quarter to propel WVU 
towards overtime.
	 White’s passing potential took center-stage in the Thursday night victory over Auburn, as the strong-
armed slinger used the long-bomb threat to create space for the Mountaineer running game.

Rush, Rush, Score!
	 4Noel Devine’s game-opening rushing touchdown in the UNC victory was both the sophomore’s 
fourth rush TD of the season and the team’s 15th. The Mountaineers relied on their rush game this 
season, gaining 2,729 yards on the ground through 13 games. 
	 Pat White scored the Mountaineers’ 14th rushing touchdown as he reversed field and made use of 
his blockers in a 54-yard touchdown run during the third quarter of the 19-15 loss at Pittsburgh. The run 
produced WVU’s only TD of the game. White finished with eight rushing touchdowns on the season 
and 974 yards for an 81.2 per game average.
	 White scored a season-best three rushing touchdowns in the 35-21 victory at Louisville. The Daphne, 
Ala., native gained 200 yards on 21 carries in the win, averaging 9.5 yards per carry. White became only 
the second Mountaineer to score three touchdowns in one game this season, as Jock Sanders scored 
three in the third quarter at Connecticut. The last Mountaineer to rush for three touchdowns was Steve 
Slaton in WVU’s 31-3 victory at Rutgers on Oct. 27, 2007. White last rushed for at least three touchdowns 
twice in 2006, as he netted four rushing touchdowns in a 41-17 win against Syracuse on Oct. 14, and a 
44-34 loss at Louisville on Nov. 2. 
	 The Mountaineers scored four rushing touchdowns in their 35-13 victory at Connecticut, their most 
productive rush-scoring game of the season.
	 White and Sanders each accounted for two of the scores. White put the Mountaineers on the board 
first, chipping away at the Huskies’ 10-0 lead with a 24-yard scamper down the sideline for six points. 
After putting the Mountaineers ahead for good in the third quarter with a six-yard touchdown recep-
tion, Sanders exploited UConn’s defensive rush, scoring consecutive three yard rushing touchdowns for 
12 additional points. The two TDs were Sanders’ first rushing scores of the season, matching his season 
total from one year ago. Fittingly, White concluded the Mountaineers’ second-half comeback with a 36-
yard run late in the fourth quarter.

	 Devine capped off his career-high 207-yard rushing game with a 30-yard scamper in the closing 
minutes of WVU’s 34-17 victory over Auburn. The score was Devine’s third rushing TD of the season, and 
the Mountaineers’ sixth of the season.
	 Devine tallied his second TD with a 92-yard jolt down the sideline in WVU’s win over Syracuse. It was 
his career-long, and the second-longest rushing touchdown in WVU and Milan Puskar Stadium history. 
	 The Mountaineers scored their first two rushing touchdowns of the 2008 season in the 17-14 over-
time loss at Colorado.

rushing team, WVU again tacked on the yards 
this season.

Noel Devine led all Moun-
taineers with 1,289 total yards and a 99.2-per 
game average, the third-best average in the BIG 
EAST Conference and 22nd-best NCAA average.
	 The Mountaineers out-rushed 11 of their 13 
opponents this season – Villanova (149-133 yards), 
East Carolina (179-143 yards), Colorado (311-187 
yards), Marshall (319-39 yards), Rutgers (175-72 
yards), Syracuse (216-139 yards), Auburn (271-149 
yards), UConn (216-119 yards), Cincinnati (98-82 
yards), Louisville (376-198 yards) and North Caro-

	 Devine led the Mountaineers’ ground-attack 
against the Tar Heels, registering 61 rushing yards 
and an 18-yard scamper for the game’s first TD. 
Pat White added 55 yards, marking the third-
straight game the QB combined with a team-
mate to rush for over 100 yards.
	 White (40 yards) and Devine (90 yards) com-
bined for 130 rushing yards in the USF win. 
	 The multi-threat quarterback and Jock Sanders 
combined for over 100 rushing yards at Pitt. White 
had a team-best 93 yards, including a 54-yard 
touchdown, the Mountaineers’ only touchdown of 
the contest. Sanders gained 37 yards.
	 For only the third time this season, WVU 
gained over 300 yards on the ground, rushing for 
376 yards at Louisville. The Mountaineers were 
impressive, only losing three yards. White led all 
rushers with 200 yards, as he became the all-
time leading rusher in NCAA history among quar-
terbacks, passing Missouri’s Brad Smith with 4,292 
career rushing yards.

Pass-Protect or Run-Block, O-line Gets Job Done
	 4Having started all 13 games this season, senior left tackle Ryan Stanchek brought his career-total 
starts to 47, giving him the second most career starts in Mountaineer history. Combined, the WVU 
offensive line - All-Americans Stanchek and Greg Isdaner (LG), All-BIG EAST performers Jake Figner (RG), 
and Selvish Capers (RT) and Eric Jobe (C) – have 144 career starts. Add injured senior center Mike Dent 
(21) and the total jumps to 165, making this one of the most trusted position corps on the WVU squad.
	 The unit was exceptionally strong in the bowl win, giving Pat White time to complete 26 passes for 
three touchdowns and 332 yards.
	 With 200 rushing yards in the 35-21 victory at Louisville, White became the all-time rusher amongst 
NCAA quarterbacks, no doubt in part to the stellar protection and blocking of the WVU offensive line. 
WVU netted a season best 376 rushing yards against the Cardinals, including a program-best 70 yard 
non-scoring run from sophomore Noel Devine. White also scored three rush touchdowns.
	 The Mountaineers were relatively quiet on the ground against the Cincinnati Bearcats, only gaining 
98 yards on their feet. Yet, the line proved steady and adapted to the replacement of Dent at center 
with Jobe.

Villanova, putting 12 points on the board off of 
two Pat White passes. He followed with one score 
against Marshall, a career-long catch of 25-yard 
reception from Jarrett Brown. Sanders continued 
his opening season scoring marathon with a 
14-yard reception from White in the 24-17 victory 
over Rutgers and a 12-yard reception from Brown 
in the Syracuse win.

The duo did it again at Louisville, as White gained 200 yards for three scores, and Devine 
went for 154 yards on 13 carries.
	 At the conclusion of the regular season, Devine led the team with 1,228 rushing yards, while White 
ranked second with 919 yards.

	 Jalloh was Mr. Clutch for the Mountaineers in their 26-23 OT loss to Cincinnati, gaining 54 yards on 
four catches, including a 3-yard TD with 19 seconds remaining in regulation, and a 21-yard reception fol-
lowing a successful onside kick that enabled kicker Pat McAfee to connect on the game tying 52-yard 
field goal as time expired.
	 Jalloh stole the show in WVU’s 34-17 victory over Auburn, catching two touchdowns, including the 
go-ahead score for 12 points.

	 4Over the last four years, many have thought that the presence of a tight end on the Mountain-
eer roster was just a myth.

	 Urban made his first WVU reception a memorable one, as he caught a 25-yard Pat White pass in the 
end zone for the first score in the Rutgers win. He became the third Mountaineer this season to turn 
his first WVU catch into six points.
	 Urban is the first WVU tight end since 2005 to catch a touchdown pass. Michael Villagrana had a 
two-yard touchdown reception against Virginia Tech on Oct. 1, 2005.

Winning QBs Run Deep at WVU
	 4Quarterback Jarrett Brown, the projected starting quarterback for the 2009 season, recorded his 
second career win against Syracuse this year, pushing his record as the starting slinger to 2-0. Both 
of Brown’s victories have come against BIG EAST teams, as the West Palm Beach, Fla., native led the 
Mountaineers to a 41-39 triple-overtime win against No. 13 Rutgers on Dec. 2, 2006. 
	 With Pat White owning a career 17-6 BIG EAST record, WVU had QBs at the No. 1 and No. 2 depth-
chart positions with one or more conference wins this season. 

Gonzales Makes Good, Nationally Recognized
	 Senior wide receiver Tito Gonzales was named to the Allstate American Football Coaches Associa-
tion Good Works Team on Oct. 1.
	 One of only 22 recognized college players nationwide, the Tampa, Fla., native was the fourth Moun-
taineer to earn the honor since the award’s conception in 1992. He joins former linebacker Mike Booth 
(1993), former defensive back David Mayfield (1994) and former offensive lineman Eric DeGroh (1995.)
	 The 11-man teams honor players that embody the true spirit of “teamwork” and “giving back” through 
selfless contributions and commendable acts of kindness.
	 Gonzales has served a vital role in the community. He has spoken to several youth groups at 
churches, taught Bible school at several churches, was the keynote speaker for the football team for the 
FBI Center in Clarksburg, W.Va., and was a speaker for the Fellowship of Christian Athletes at the Nokia 
Sugar Bowl (2006), the Toyota Gator Bowl (2007) and the Tostitos Fiesta Bowl (2008). 
	 Known as a selfless leader by his teammates and coaches, Gonzales was awarded with the Coach’s 
Contribution Award after the 2007 season. He graduated with a bachelor’s degree in physical education 
in Dec. 2007, and is currently working on a master’s degree in special education.

	 White was also lethal on the ground, gaining 
974 yards and eight touchdowns. White averages 
81.2 yards on his feet per game.
	 Named after the man many refer to as the 
greatest quarterback ever to play the game of 
football, the prestigious Golden Arm Award is pre-
sented annually to the nation’s top senior college 
quarterback by the Johnny Unitas Golden Arm 
Educational Foundation, Inc. and Transamerica,  
a leading provider of innovative business and 
personal financial services.

Pairs
	 Jock Sanders, Alric Arnett and Dorrell Jalloh 
each had a pair of touchdown receptions in a  
game this season. Pat White had two or more 
rushing touchdowns in three games in 2008 
(Colorado 2, Connecticut 2, Louisville 3).
	 Sanders and Arnett both recorded a pair 
against Villanova on Aug. 30, while Jalloh took his 
couple against Auburn on Oct. 23 and Arnett had 
two more against UNC in the Meineke Car Care 
Bowl.
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Two-Headed Monster
	 4Pat White and Jarrett Brown proved this sea-
son that the combination of two quarterbacks is 
both lethal to opposing teams and fun to watch, 
as the duo took to the field together against 
Rutgers for the second-straight contest.
	 White and Brown combined for 158 passing 
yards and no interceptions. The two-headed 
quarterback threat also combined for all three of 
WVU’s touchdowns against the Scarlet Knights. 
White went 12-17-0 for 137 yards and two touch-
downs, while Brown went 2-2-0 for 21 yards. 
	 Additionally, White (59 yards) and Brown (44 
yards) combined for over 100 rushing yards, with 
Brown putting the Mountaineers ahead 24-10 in 
the third quarter with a one-yard rush.

	 4Noel Devine’s back-to-back career games 
against Syracuse and Auburn were the spark the 
WVU offense needed in mid-October.
	 The sophomore tailback totaled 188 rushing 
yards against Syracuse, which pale in compari-
son to his 207 yards gained in the victory over 
Auburn. The two totals gave Devine 395 yards 
in two consecutive games, the fifth-best total in 
Mountaineer history.
	 Avon Cobourne stands atop the list with 453 
yards. Amos Zereoue follows (417 yards), while 
Steve Slaton stands at third (407 yards) and Pat 
White is two yards (397 yards) ahead of Devine.

Alric Alright
	 4Redshirt-junior wide receiver Alric Arnett introduced himself to the Mountaineer faithful in a big 
way this year, finishing the season first on the team with 466 receiving yards off of 35 catches, the 
second-best mark on the squad. He’s tops in receiving average, going 35.8 yards per catch. 
	 Arnett closed the season much the same way he opened it, catching two Pat White passes for TDs 
in the win over UNC, including a one handed highlight-reel catch in the first quarter and the go-ahead, 
20-yard fourth-quarter score. The Belle Glade, Fla., native finished the bowl win with seven catches for 
93 yards. 
	 Arnett made his only catch of the day at Louisville count, as he connected with White in the second 
quarter for a career-best 52-yard reception, not only the game’s longest catch, but also season-highs 
for both Arnett and White. 
	 He caught his fourth TD of the year, a 19-yard bullet from White, in the first quarter against UC. The 
score was the only points for WVU until the team recorded a safety with 1:11 to go in regulation.
	 Arnett caught his third TD as a Mountaineer at both an opportune, and crucial, moment. Down 17-3 
to Auburn in the second quarter, Arnett broke free down field and connected with White for a 44-yard 
score. The TD sparked a WVU 31-0 score streak that shut the door on the visiting Tigers.
	 Arnett opened his debut Mountaineer season in spectacular form, catching four passes for two 
touchdowns and 70 yards in WVU’s season-opening win over Villanova. 
	 White’s first-ever pass to Arnett, a 24-yard opening-drive bullet, was caught for the Mountaineers’ first 
score of the season. The duo hooked up for WVU’s third score, with Arnett raking in a 34-yard touch-
down pass in the second quarter. The completion was White’s longest of the day. The first White-Arnett 
transaction was on a slant-route; the Mountaineers’ first score in the 2007 season-opener also came 
on a slant-route, a 19-yard pass from White to wide receiver Dorrell Jalloh. 
	 Former West Virginia wide receiver Chris Henry was the last Mountaineer to make his first career 
reception also his first touchdown, as he took a 37-yard pass from quarterback Rasheed Marshall in for 
six in WVU’s 48-7 victory over East Carolina on Sept. 6, 2003.

Passing the Time at Home
	 4The Mountaineers set the tone for their home schedule with the first win of the season, as Pat 
White came out and threw for five touchdowns. WVU continued to display its improved passing game 
throughout the year, as the team totaled 16 passing touchdowns and 1123 yards at home this season.
	 White finished his final game in Morgantown going 14-23 for 141 yards and one touchdown to Tyler 
Urban in the win over USF. The TD was White’s 18th passing score of the season.	
	 Facing a stingy Cincinnati defense, West Virginia was forced to throw the ball in its 26-23 OT loss to 
the Bearcats. White willed the Mountaineers to overtime, as he gained 129 yards through the air in the 
fourth quarter, including 76 yards in the last 1:11 of regulation. White concluded the game going 20-38-1 
for 219 yards and two touchdowns.
	 The Mountaineers came out slinging against Auburn, with White throwing five passes in the open-
ing drive, connecting on three for 28 yards. Even with two interceptions, the senior leader guided his 
team to victory, connecting with five receivers for 13 catches, three touchdowns and 174 yards.

	 Brown threw his big body around against Marshall, gaining 78 yards off of eight rushes for a 9.8 
average. The West Palm Beach, Fla., native converted three third downs, two on double-digit rushing 
gains while White was the slinger, proving that having two winning quarterbacks on the field together 
is always a good combination.
	 Gadget plays were pushed to the side once White left the game in the third quarter, and Brown 
was inserted as the quarterback. Brown finished the day going 5-7-1 for 44 yards. He also caught his 
first career pass, though the play resulted in negative yardage (-1). Brown finished his busy day with 77 
all-purpose yards.

Alric Arnett
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Rodgers on Rookie-Season Roll
	 4Freshman Mark Rodgers showed signs this season of having a bright future with the Mountain-
eers. At year’s end, the rookie running back ranks fourth on the team in all-purpose yards (541) and fifth 
on the team in rushing yards (80). 
	 Rodgers produced needed yards for the Mountaineers at Pitt, gaining 11 yards on three carries, and 
returning three kickoffs for an additional 61 yards. He concluded the day with a team-best 72 all-pur-
pose yards.
	 Rodgers had his most productive all-purpose day at UConn, finishing with a game-best 113 yards, 
including 102 yards on kick returns. The rookie also took three carries for 11 yards.
	 Rodgers saved his most prolific run for the bright lights, as he took his only carry against Auburn 14 
yards when starter Noel Devine was sidelined in the third quarter. Additionally, the Lawndale, Calif., 
native returned one kickoff for 17 yards, ending the game with 31 all-purpose yards.

Sanders Scores at Will
	 4Sophomore slotback Jock Sanders had a day of firsts in the Mountaineers’ win at Connecticut. 
Sanders scored his first touchdown of the season away from the friendly confines of Milan Puskar 
Stadium (a six-yard reception), his first rushing touchdown of the year (a three-yard carry) and his first 
career three-score game – Sanders’ final TD was also a three-yard carry.
	 All three of Sanders’ scores came in the go-ahead third quarter. He was the only Mountaineer to 
score three times in one game this season, and the first to do so since Steve Slaton scored on three 
rushes in Game 8 of the 2007 season, a 31-3 win at Rutgers.
	 Sanders’ two rushing TDs against UConn matched his season total from last year. He ended the 
season with a team best nine TDs for 54 points.

	 West Virginia scored 29-of-41 times (70.7 percent) when inside its opponent’s red zone, scoring 168 
points: 24 points against Villanova, three at East Carolina, seven at Colorado, 17 against Marshall and 
Rutgers, 10 against Syracuse and Auburn, a season-high 28 at UConn, 15 against Cincinnati, seven at 
Louisville, six at Pitt, seven against USF and 17 against UNC in the Meineke Car Care Bowl.
	  The scoring consists of eight rushing touchdowns and 12 passing touchdowns for a total of 20 
touchdowns and nine field goals. The 12 failed attempts were the end of both halves against Marshall, 
an interception against Auburn, a loss of downs at Colorado, an interception and loss of downs against 
Cincinnati,  a missed field goal, a loss of downs, a fumble and an end of half at Louisville, a loss of downs 
at Pitt and an interception against UNC.

	 West Virginia is No. 1 in the BIG EAST and No. 1 nationally in red zone defense.

	 4The Mountaineer offense could do no wrong 
in the first quarter against UNC, scoring on all 
three possessions for 21 points. 
	 Noel Devine opened the scoring onslaught 
with an 18-yard scamper in to the endzone. Pat 
White then took over and poured on the points, 
connecting with Alric Arnett for a 44-yard TD, and 
Bradley Starks for a 35-yard score. It was the third 
time this season the Mountaineers scored at 
least 20 points in one quarter.
	 Following a failure to score on nine goal-
line plays in the first half’s closing minutes at 
Louisville, WVU regrouped at halftime and scored 
14 unanswered points and 21 overall in the third 
quarter of the Mountaineers’ 35-21 win.

	 Starting the final two games of the regular 
season, Miller turned in a career best four tackles 
in the effort at Pitt. To go along with his 21 
tackles in 2008, Miller collected a team second-
best 3.5 sacks for a loss of 35 yards in his initial 
campaign, which ranks him in a tie for No. 21 in 
the BIG EAST in that category.

	 Linebacker Mortty Ivy turned in a strong senior season and led the team in tackles with 90, which 
ranked him No. 6 in the BIG EAST.

	 With teammate Reed Williams out for the season with a shoulder injury, Ivy was the heart and soul 
of the defense. It’s was his unit and he responded.
	 He finished his career with four tackles and one TFL against North Carolina. Playing in front of the 
hometown fans at Pitt, Ivy contributed seven stops and one pass deflection.
	 At Louisville, he turned in four tackles, but more important were his two pass deflections that ended 
Louisville passing plays.

	 He has an infectious smile and his strong play on the football field is contagious too. Linebacker 
J.T. Thomas made an impact on the Mountaineer defense in his first season as a starter.  
	 Despite only playing two plays at Colorado after suffering a concussion, Thomas finished fourth on 
the team in tackles with 65 to go along with a team-leading 10 TFLs for a loss of 46 yards. 
	 Against Cincinnati, Thomas led the defensive effort with a team-high 11 tackles and two TFL for a 
loss of eight yards. His 11 stops against the Bearcats were a career-best.
Thomas led the defensive effort at East Carolina with 10 tackles and one TFL for a loss of eight yards. 
In the final BIG EAST statistics, Thomas finished No. 27 in the league in tackles.

Scootin’ Along
	 Returning sophomore starter Scooter Berry anchored the defensive line in 2008. Berry was a 
rivals.com and collegefootballnews.com freshman All-American in 2007 after recording 27 tackles, 4.5 
TFL and three fumble recoveries. 
	 Berry turned in a season high five tackles in the BIG EAST opening win over Rutgers. He recorded 
one sack and another TFL for minus three yards and his late game pass deflection stopped a Rutgers 
drive and sealed the win for West Virginia.

	 	The Mountaineer defense held North Carolina to only 93 yards rushing, marking the fourth oppo-
nent (Marshall, Rutgers, Cincinnati, UNC) that the unit held under 100 yards rushing in 2008. Key stops 
and a big interception by linebacker Pat Lazear keyed the defensive effort.
	 Against USF, the West Virginia defense held the Bulls to just seven points and recorded its seventh 
second-half shutout of the season. Aided by two key interceptions, the defensive effort was led by 
cornerback Brandon Hogan and Lazear with nine tackles each.
	 At Pitt, a short-handed West Virginia defense held the Panthers scoreless in the third quarter, and 
collected six TFL, two interceptions, two sacks, four pass breakups and recovered one fumble in holding 
the Panthers to 19 points, which was 10 points below their season average. Ellis Lankster led the unit 
with nine tackles, one TFL and one pass breakup.

After the 
Tigers scored on their first three possessions to take a 17-3 lead in the second quarter, the Mountaineer 
defense held the Tigers scoreless in the second half. After Auburn recovered an onsides kick, it was the 
WVU defense that turned the Tigers away on three downs to swing the momentum. Leading the way 
with a career-best 16 tackles was 	Leonard, and Auburn finished with 260 yards of total offense.
	 In BIG EAST win number two against Syracuse, the West Virginia defense came up big when it 
counted. The Mountaineers held Syracuse to just two field goals, and stopped the Orange on two 
fourth down attempts deep into WVU territory late in the game. The Mountaineers collected three 
sacks for 14 yards, one interception and used a bend but not break philosophy as the Orange controlled 
the clock for nearly 11 minutes more than WVU. Safety Quinton Andrews led the way with nine tackles 
followed by linebackers Ivy and Leonard with eight stops each. 
	 The Mountaineer defense held the Scarlet Knights to just 72 yards rushing and an average of just 
2.8 yards per rush. When Rutgers scored with just 31 seconds left in the first half, it marked the first 
touchdown the unit gave up in almost nine quarters spanning three games. Rutgers had one last 
chance to tie the game with 1:54 left to play, but the WVU defense stopped the Scarlet Knights on four 
plays to preserve the victory. Filling in for the injured Williams, Leonard led the effort with a career-
high nine tackles. Ivy and Sidney Glover followed with eight stops each in the 24-17 victory
	 Against Marshall, the Mountaineer defense was downright stingy, holding the Thundering Herd to 
just 39 yards rushing and 119 passing for only 158 yards of total offense. The Mountaineers recorded 
one sack, three TFL, forced two fumbles and recovered both of them, picked off one pass and broke up 
another three in the 27-3 victory. Leading the way was Williams with 11 tackles and two TFL. 
	 West Virginia turned in a strong defensive performance at Colorado when the Mountaineers held 
the high-powered CU offensive attack scoreless for the final 55 minutes of regulation. The unit basi-
cally gave up one scoring drive of 83 yards, as CU’s other score was set up by a Mountaineer turnover. 
Leading the unit in tackles was Andrews with 15 tackles and one TFL followed by Lankster and Ivy 
with 11 stops each. Williams returned and made his presence felt immediately on the defense. Williams 
finished with six tackles, one pass deflection and an interception that stopped a Colorado drive. 
	 In the loss at East Carolina, Thomas led the defensive effort with 10 tackles and one TFL. Ivy had 
nine tackles, one TFL, Andrews added nine tackles and John Holmes collected one sack and one TFL. 
The Mountaineers recorded three sacks and totaled six TFL for a loss of 30 yards.
	 Strong safety Boogie Allen led the Mountaineer defense with nine tackles in the season opening 
win against Villanova. Allen also added one tackle for loss as the Mountaineers collected a total of 
seven TFL for 44 yards against the Wildcats. Andrews and Lazear added seven tackles each in the vic-
tory. Thomas finished the day with six stops and collected two sacks and another TFL to total 15 yards 
in the win.

Brandon Hogan

Hogan’s Heroes 
	 4He played offense in 2007 as a true fresh-
man and finished with 12 catches for 67 yards, 
but the talent of Brandon Hogan was needed on 
defense in 2008.
	 His nine tackles were a team-high in the final 
home win against USF, and the week before at 
Pitt, he once again was strong from his second-
ary position with six tackles, one sack, and one 
interception that he returned 11 yards to set up a 
West Virginia field goal.
	 He was second on the team in tackles against 
Cincinnati with nine stops and two pass deflec-
tions. He came up big at Connecticut where he 
recorded two interceptions for an impressive 50 
return yards. His first pick set up a Mountaineer 
score, and he also added a fumble recovery in 
the victory. 
	 Can he be a receiver – certainly, but in 2008, 
Hogan proved he can be a strong cornerback too 
and finished sixth on the team in total tackles 
with 60. 

Almost Nine Quarters = No Touchdowns
	 4In game three at Colorado, the Buffaloes 
scored their second touchdown set up by a Moun-
taineer turnover just over the 10 minute mark of 
the first quarter. Since that point, the Mountain-
eer defense went almost nine quarters, spanning 
three games, without giving up a touchdown.
	 When Rutgers quarterback Mike Teel scored 
with just 31 seconds left in the second quarter, 
the WVU defense fell those 31 seconds short of 
taking their non-touchdown streak to nine quar-
ters or 145 minutes of action against Colorado, 
Marshall and Rutgers.
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Lankster is Versatile
	 4Cornerback Ellis Lankster contributed to the 2008 Mountaineers in a number of ways. He made 
an impact on the defensive secondary and finished third on the team in tackles with 68, which ranked 
him No. 22 in the BIG EAST. He recorded three interceptions in 2008, which tied him for sixth in the 
BIG EAST
	 He finished his career with five tackles against North Carolina. He led the team in tackles at Pitt with 
nine, and collected one TFL for a loss of three yards to go along with one pass deflection.
	 He also led the defense in the BIG EAST road win at Connecticut by collecting a season and career 
high 12 tackles to go along with one TFL. The Mountaineer defense held the Huskies to 95 yards under 
their season average in total offense.
	 Against Rutgers, he returned four punts for 53 yards (13.25 avg.) and one kickoff for 31 yards. At 
Colorado, Lankster was second on the team in tackles with 11 and shined on special teams, where he 
returned three punts for 64 yards, with a long return of 36 yards.
	 Nationally, Lankster finished No. 51 in punt returns and No. 5 in the BIG EAST, averaging 8.6 yards 
per return.

	 4In the final NCAA and BIG EAST defensive statistics, individually Mortty Ivy ranked No. 6 in the 
BIG EAST in tackles. Quinton Andrews was No. 14 in league tackles, Sidney Glover was No. 18, Anthony 
Leonard No. 21, Ellis Lankster No. 22, J.T. Thomas No. 27 and Brandon Hogan No. 27. 
	 Hogan finished No. 5 in league interceptions, while Ivy and Lankster tied for No. 6 in the BIG EAST in 
interceptions, and No. 96 nationally. John Holmes was No. 3 in the BIG EAST in forced fumbles.  
	 As a team, West Virginia finished first in BIG EAST scoring defense, No. 11 nationally; No. 6 in BE total 
defense, No. 36 nationally; No. 6 in BE rushing defense, No. 41 nationally; No. 5 in BE passing defense, 
No. 47 nationally; No. 2 in BE pass efficiency defense, No. 16 nationally; No. 2 in BE interceptions, No. 21 
nationally; No. 5 in BE sacks, No. 58 nationally; No. 6 in BE tackles for loss, No. 90 nationally; and No. 1 
in BE red zone defense, No. 1 nationally.

	 4With key veterans lost to graduation, returning starter Quinton Andrews anchored a new-look 
secondary for the Mountaineers in 2008. Andrews finished second on the team in tackles with 77. He 
averaged 6.0 tackles per game, which ranked him No. 14 in the BIG EAST.
	 He led the defensive effort in the BIG EAST win over Syracuse with a game high nine tackles. 
Andrews was all over the field in the Colorado game. He led the defensive surge that held Colorado 
scoreless for the final 55 minutes of regulation by totaling 15 tackles and one TFL in the effort. 
	 At Pitt, his big play of the game came as the first half was coming to a close, as he intercepted a 
Pitt pass in the end zone to thwart a Panther score right before halftime.
	 The junior was the true veteran of the defensive backfield at the bandit safety position 2008 after 
finishing fifth on the team in tackles in 2007 with 51.

Anthony’s Army
	 4When Reed Williams was declared out for the season prior to the Rutgers game due to shoulder 
injuries, the middle of the Mountaineer defense was left to linebacker Anthony Leonard. In trying to 
fill the huge shoes vacated on the defense by Williams, the redshirt sophomore from McKeesport, Pa.,  
responded in ways that would make even Williams proud. 
	 He led the defensive effort at Louisville with nine tackles and one key interception that he returned 
36 yards to set up a second half score.
	 His performance against Auburn was simply outstanding. He had a team and game high 16 tackles 
against the Tigers as the Mountaineer defense held the Tigers scoreless in the second half. His 16 
stops against Auburn marked a career high for Leonard.
	 His eight tackles and one sack against Syracuse placed him second on the team in tackles in that 
BIG EAST victory. In his first start as a Mountaineer against Rutgers, he responded with a then career-
high nine tackles and one TFL in the victory. 
	 Since taking over for Williams, Leonard has responded with 52 tackles, one TFL, one interception and 
one sack. Despite missing the Pitt and USF games with an ankle injury, his 59 tackles on the season 
ranked him No. 7 on the team and No. 21 in the league.

Lazear Steps Up
	 4Sophomore linebacker Pat Lazear stepped up in the Meineke Car Care Bowl, finishing with three 
tackles and a 13-yard interception return that sealed the win for the Mountaineers. He also assisted 
Scooter Berry to stop the Tar Heel quarterback on a fourth-down play to stop UNC from scoring deep in 
WVU territory in the second quarter.
	 Against USF in the regular season finale, he was second on the team with nine total tackles, includ-
ing five solo and four assisted tackles in the win over USF. 
	 The Bethesda, Md., native completed the season with 30 total tackles, one tackle for a loss of three 
yards and an interception returned for 13 yards.

Second-Half Success
	 4In 2008, the Mountaineer defense proved 
that it could make adjustments at the half. 
The unit held opponents scoreless in second 
half quarters seven times in 2008 as Colorado, 
Marshall, Syracuse, Auburn, Connecticut, Cincinnati 
and USF did not score in the second half against 
the Mountaineer defense.
	 Before the streak was broken at Louisville, the 
West Virginia defense had gone eight straight 
second-half quarters (Syracuse, Auburn, Connecti-
cut and Cincinnati) without giving up a score and 
11 of 12 second half quarters were shutouts during 
the streak. Before Louisville, the last team to 
score a second half point on the 2008 Mountain-
eer defense was Rutgers back on October 4.
	 Take out Colorado’s overtime field goal, which 
did not occur in regulation, and the shutout 
streak extended to 12 of the last 13 second half 
quarters were shutouts recorded by the Moun-
taineer defense. 
	 If you wanted to date back to the East Carolina 
game, the Pirates scored a touchdown in the 
third quarter and were held scoreless in the 
fourth, which made 13 of 14 second half quarters 
scoreless for WVU opponents before Louisville 
scored a touchdown in both the third and fourth 
quarter.
	 Aside from holding seven opponents scoreless 
in the second half, the West Virginia defense 
gave up only nine touchdowns and 61 total points 
in second half regulation play all year. 
	 Only three teams, East Carolina, Louisville and 
North Carolina, scored in the third quarter against 
the Mountaineer defense in 2008. West Virginia 
outscored its opponents 101-21 in the third quarter 
during the 2008 season. 
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Defensive Newcomers
	 4The 2008 Mountaineer defense was young after an outstanding 2007 season which saw the 
unit ranked in the Top 20 in just about every major NCAA defensive category. The proof though is in 
the numbers as to just how young the 2008 defense was. 
	 The West Virginia depth chart for the Meineke Car Care Bowl consisted of eight sophomores and 
three freshmen totaling 11 or half of the 22 spots being held down by sophomores or freshmen.
Newcomers that have made an impact include safety Sidney Glover with 61 tackles on the season, 
including 10 at Colorado, nine against Auburn and six at Louisville. Glover finished No. 5 on the team in 
tackles and No. 18 in the BIG EAST.  
	 In the season opener against Villanova, nine players recorded their first tackle and saw action on 
defense for the first time. Leading the way was linebacker Najee Goode with four tackles, followed by 
Eain Smith and Julian Miller with three tackles each. 
	 Smith went on to start at safety and saw significant playing time at the position. He came in at No. 
10 on the team in tackles with 38. Miller was strong at Louisville with three tackles, two sacks for a loss 
of 18 yards, one fumble recovery and one pass deflection. He followed that up with four tackles at Pitt. 
In his first season of action, Miller showed 21 tackles and 3.5 sacks for a loss of 35 yards and three pass 
break ups along the defensive line.

Kicking His Way To The Top
	 4In the Meineke Car Care Bowl against North Carolina on Dec. 27, senior Pat McAfee tallied seven 
points (four extra points and one field goal).
	 The Plum, Pa., native finished the season with 87 points, the most on the team, and 384 for his ca-
reer, the highest career total on the WVU roster. McAfee also finishes his tenure as the program leader 
in kick scoring and has more points than any position player in Mountaineer history.
	 In the BIG EAST all-time career scoring, McAfee holds sole possession of second place. 
	 Rutgers’ Jeremy Ito (2004-07), holds the all-time lead with 400 career points, 16 points more than 
McAfee’s current total.
	 In BIG EAST all-time career total points scored by kicking, McAfee also owns second place. Much like 
the scoring amongst all players, McAfee finished only behind Ito.
	 McAfee started the season off with 297 points – good enough for ninth place in scoring amongst all 
position players and seventh place in total points scored by kicking.

He 
kicked off 64 times and registered 3,865 yards for an average of 60.4 yards per kickoff. Eight resulted 
in a touchback. His best game was against Syracuse when he averaged 67.0 yards a kickoff on four 
kicks. Against Colorado, he averaged 69.3 yards on three kickoffs and averaged 66.2 yards per kickoff 
on eight kicks against Villanova. 

Ray Guy Award Finalist
	 	Senior Pat McAfee was named one of three finalists for the 2008 Ray Guy Award on Nov. 27. The 
award identifies the nation’s top collegiate punter, and was given to Oklahoma State’s Matt Fodge. 	
	 There were 53 punters in the early stages of the season. Emphasis was placed on net average, per-
centage of punts inside the 20-yard line, average return yardage and percentage not returned. Utah’s 
Louie Sakoda was the third finalist.
	 For the season, Sakoda sent 56 punts for 2,357 yards, an average of 42.1 yards per boot. He placed 
24 of his kicks inside the 20-yard line. Fodge punted 36 times this year for an average of 42.9 yards 
per kick. He amassed 1,544 yards, placing 17 kicks inside the 20-yard line.
	 Last year, Georgia Tech’s Durant Brooks won the prestigious award.

Lou Groza Award Semifinalist
	 While Pat McAfee excelled in the kicking game, the senior also became one of the nation’s best 
and most trusted place-kickers. On Oct. 31, The Palm Beach County Sports Commission named McAfee 
and 19 other place-kickers as semifinalists for the 2008 Lou Groza Collegiate Place-Kicker Award.
	 Florida State’s Graham Ganno won the award in 2008. McAfee hit 17-for-20 this year in field goals. 
He was 5-for-6 on kicks 40 or more yards, 2-for-2 on kicks 50 or more yards and 36-for-36 on extra 
point attempts.

Making His Point
	 4After WVU scored its first touchdown of the game against Auburn on Oct. 23, senior Pat McAfee 
kicked the extra point through the uprights for the 191st time of his career, giving him the all-time BIG 
EAST lead in extra points made. He entered the game tied with Carter Warley of Virginia Tech (2000-
03). McAfee later would add three more PATs in that game and finished with a career total of 210.
	 Already atop the program record for extra point attempts, the Plum, Pa., native also broke the BIG 
EAST PAT kicks attempted record of 195 (by Syracuse’s Nate Trout 1996-99 and Carter Warley 2000-03) 
when he made good on the extra point with 2:26 left in the game against Auburn.
	 On the season, he was 36-of-36 on point after attempts. For his career, he went 210-of-212.

Field Goal Phenom
	 Pat McAfee hit career field goal 58 in the 
Mountaineers’ bowl game against North Carolina 
on Dec. 27.
	 Amongst the NCAA active career leaders in field 
goals made at the end of the 2008 season, McAfee 
finished in fourth, trailing Penn State’s Kevin Kelly, 
who had 78 made field goals, Wake Forest’s Sam 
Swank, who made 71 field goals and Missouri’s Jeff 
Wolfert, who tallied 59 made field goals.
	 Against Pitt on Nov. 28, McAfee hit career field 
goal number 53 to move ahead of Charlie Baumann 
(52; 1985-88) and tied him for second place all-time 
in the WVU annals. McAfee’s 54th career field goal 
put him ahead of Jay Taylor (53; 1996-99) and into 
sole possession of second place for made field goals 
at WVU.
	 Paul Woodside, who played at West Virginia 
from 1981-84, holds the record with 74 career field 
goals.

Holding Opponents in Check
	 The Mountaineers’ punt return unit was 
dominant this year, holding opponents to just 121 
yards on 23 punt returns, an average of 5.26 yards 
per return. The mark pitted WVU at No. 13 nationally. 
The Mountaineers were only 0.02 yards short of 
taking possession of 12th place.
	 The longest return of the season an opponent 
had against the punt defense unit was 18 
yards, which Pitt accomplished on Nov. 28. The 
Mountaineers also held opponents to less than a 
10-yard long in six games this year.
	 In 2007, the Mountaineers held opponents to 5.3 
yards per return on 21 punt returns.

Ellusive Ellis Makes Them Count 
	 Senior Ellis Lankster wasn’t returning punts at 
West Virginia until this season. Through 13 games 
and 20 returns, he averaged 8.6 yards per punt 
return, a mark that ranked him fifth in the BIG EAST 
and 51st in the nation. His 171 yards were fifth most 
in the league.
	 Lankster returned the first kickoff of his career 
on Oct. 4 against Rutgers, going 31 yards on the 
play.
	 On Sept. 18, Lankster took over the BIG EAST 
individual game high for punt return average with 
21.3 yards per return (three returns for 64 yards). 
The Whistler, Ala., native also was tied for second 
on the BIG EAST individual single-game high list 
with four punt returns (Oct. 4).

	 4Senior Pat McAfee, whose career long field goal entering the season was 51 yards, bettered that 
the first game of the season against Villanova when he booted one through the uprights from 52 
yards out. He matched that feat on Nov. 8 when he connected on a 52-yarder to tie the contest and 
send it into overtime.
	 McAfee was one of just 39 players in 2008 to connect on a field goal of 52 yards or longer and was 
only one of seven players (Florida State’s Graham Gano, LSU’s Colt David, Idaho’s Tino Amancio, Cincin-
nati’s Jake Rogers, Duke’s Joe Surgan and Alabama’s Leigh Tiffin) to do it more than once.
	 McAfee put three field goals of at least 50 yards through the uprights in his career and was only 
one of two players in program history to accomplish the feat (Paul Woodside made good on four at-
tempts of at least 50 yards).

	 4Senior Pat McAfee owned a net average of 40.50 yards per punt this season, ranking him second 
in the nation. He trailed Cincinnati’s Kevin Huber by 0.98 net yards per punt. This year, McAfee landed 
25 kicks inside the 20-yard line, and 20 of his punts totaled 50 yards or more.

Returnman Rodgers
	 4Freshman kick returner Mark Rodgers had a career-high day against Connecticut on Nov. 1. On 
four returns, the Lawndale, Calif., native ran for 102 yards, including one spurt that lasted 44 yards; both 
marks are career highs.

He 
intercepted a Young pass and returned it 29 
yards for a touchdown, giving the Mountaineers a 
commanding 48-14 advantage.
	 Villanova closed out the scoring with just two 
seconds left in the game, when the Wildcats 
scored their third touchdown on a Christopher 
Whitney one-yard plunge to put the final score at 
48-21, giving Stewart his first career WVU home 
win.
	 Aside from White’s totals, tailback Noel Devine 
totaled 63 yards rushing and another 37 passing 

for 100 yards of total offense. Sanders led the 
Mountaineer receivers with eight catches for 62 
yards, followed by Arnett, who finished the day 
with four receptions for 70 yards. Boogie Allen 
led the Mountaineer defense with nine tackles, 
followed by Quinton Andrews and Pat Lazear 
with seven.
	 For Villanova, Young ended his day with 218 
yards passing, while Ball collected 55 yards on 
the ground, and Brandyn Harvey caught five 
passes for 85 yards. The Wildcat defense was 
paced by Darrel Young with nine tackles. 
	 West Virginia finished with 149 yards rushing 
and 205 yards passing to total 354 yards of total 
offense. Villanova finished with 133 yards on the 
ground and 266 through the air for 399 yards of 
total offense.
	 The win gave Stewart a 2-0 mark as head man 
of the Mountaineers, and upped WVU’s series 
edge over Villanova to 6-1 in the first meeting 
between the two teams since 1977.

	 East Carolina broke a seven-game losing streak 
to No. 8 West Virginia by defeating the Moun-
taineers for the first time since 1999 with a 24-3 
victory at Dowdy-Ficklen Stadium.
	 The loss broke West Virginia’s 14-game non-
conference winning streak and eight-game road 
non-conference winning streak.
	 Behind the fourth-largest crowd in East Carolina 
history (43,610), the Pirates took advantage of two 
costly Mountaineer turnovers in the first half to 
set the momentum and control the game.
	 The Pirates took the game’s opening drive 80 
yards for the first score in the contest. On the 11th 
play, tailback Jon Williams burst in from five yards 
away for the 7-0 ECU lead.

	 West Virginia did get on the board at the 4:19

	 After a missed East Carolina field goal, West 
Virginia tried to close the gap once more before 
halftime, but a Jock Sanders fumble gave the 
Pirates excellent field possession on the WVU 
35, and they converted. Just three plays later, 
quarterback Patrick Pinkney hit Alex Taylor for a 
13-yard scoring toss, and the Pirates took a 17-3 
lead into the locker room.
	 First half stats were revealing as the Pirates 
controlled the ball eight minutes more than the 
Mountaineers, ran 14 more plays and gained 86 
more yards.
	 Second half action was more of the same as 
the Mountaineers could not get anything going 
on offense, and East Carolina continued to control 
the ball.
	 West Virginia did manage long runs of 23 and 
34 yards from White and Noel Devine, but neither 
resulted in any points.
	 The Pirates upped their lead to 24-3 at the 
6:18 mark of the third quarter when Williams 

scored on a one-yard run for his second rushing 
touchdown in the game, That drive took 12 plays,  
lasted 6:18 and sealed the upset win for East 
Carolina.
	 White finished with 97 yards rushing and 72 
passing to total 169 yards of offense. Devine 
rushed for 94 yards, and J.T. Thomas led the 
defense with 10 tackles.
	 Pinkney was impressive for East Carolina, 
connecting on 22-of-28 passes for 236 yards. Van 
Eskridge led the Pirate defense with 10 tackles.
	 Final totals showed West Virginia with 179 
yards rushing and 72 passing for 251 yards of 
total offense. East Carolina passed for 243 yards 
and rushed for 143 to finish with 386 yards of to-
tal offense.

	 White turned in an outstanding performance 
with the fourth 200-yard rushing performance 
of his career, finishing with 200 yards on 21 car-
ries for an average of 9.5 yards per rush. White 
rushed for three touchdowns of 66, 43 and seven 
yards, while passing for another two, totaling 122 
yards passing.
	 In the outstanding performance, White became 
the NCAA all-time rushing leader among quarter-
backs (4,292), passing Brad Smith of Missouri. He 
also became the BIG EAST leader in career touch-
downs responsible for, passing Donovan McNabb 
of Syracuse. He had more than 300 yards of total 
offense for the seventh time in his career, and 
it marked his 18th performance of at least 100 
yards rushing. His five touchdowns responsible 
for tied his career best set earlier in the 2008 
season.
	 White had offensive help from tailback Noel 
Devine, who rushed for 154 yards on 13 carries. 
The outing put Devine over the 1,000-yard mark 
for the season, giving West Virginia its 21st 1,000-
yard rusher and 12th in the last 13 seasons.
	 Louisville opened up the scoring with 1:53 left 
in the first quarter, when Bilal Powell rushed in 
from one-yard away to cap a 97-yard drive.
	 It took the Mountaineers just 1:44 to answer, 
when White broke loose for 66 yards for WVU’s 
first score to tie the game.
	 Devine’s 79-yard run in the second quarter 
became WVU’s all-time longest non-touchdown 
run from scrimmage, putting the Mountaineers in 
scoring position. However, they could not convert, 
and the two teams went into the locker room 
tied at the half.
	 West Virginia received the ball to start the 
third quarter, and took its first lead seven plays 
later, when White hit Dorrell Jalloh for a 28-yard 
touchdown.
	 The Mountaineers upped their advantage to 
21-7, when the defense forced a fumble that was 
recovered by Ellis Lankster at the Cardinal 43-yard 
line. Two plays later, White broke loose and ran 
for 43 yards, giving WVU a 21-7 lead at the 11:28 
mark of the third quarter.
	 The Cardinals answered by taking advantage 
of a roughing the punter penalty to score their 
second touchdown when Brock Bolen powered in 
from five-yards out, cutting the deficit to 21-14.
	 After a WVU punt, the Mountaineer defense 
set up another score when linebacker An-
thony Leonard intercepted Hunter Cantwell and 
returned it 36 yards to the Louisville seven-yard 
line. One play later, White had his third rushing 

touchdown when he dashed in from seven yards 
away.
	 West Virginia put the game away at the 8:15 
mark of the fourth quarter when White hit re-
ceiver Jock Sanders for a 25-yard touchdown pass 
to give the Mountaineers a 35-14 lead. 
	 The Cardinals added a Cantwell touchdown 
pass to Josh Chichester later in the fourth to put 
the final score at 35-21.
	 While White and Devine led the offensive 
attack, the Mountaineer defense collected three 
interceptions, and was paced by Leonard with 
nine tackles.
	 Powell and Bolen combined for 150 yards rush-
ing for the Cardinals, and Cantwell threw for 276 
yards in the effort. The Louisville defense was led 
by Jon Dempsey with 10 tackles.
	 Final numbers showed West Virginia with an 
impressive 376 yards rushing and 122 passing for 
498 yards of total offense. Louisville’s final num-
bers stood at 198 yards rushing and 276 passing 
for 474 yards of total offense.
	 With the win, WVU improved to 32-7 with White 
as its starting quarterback and 21-5 in its last 26 
BIG EAST games.

	 West Virginia won its fourth straight bowl 
game in dramatic fashion with a 31-30 shootout 
victory over North Carolina in the Meineke Car 
Care Bowl in Charlotte.
	 Before a sell-out crowd of 73,712 fans, West 
Virginia standout quarterback Pat White played 
his last game in a Mountaineer uniform, and left 
with a performance that will go down as one of 
the great bowl outings in college football history.
	 White completed 26-of-32 passes for 332 yards 
and three touchdowns and rushed for 55 yards 
to total 387 yards of offense. 
	 With the starting performance, White became 
the first quarterback in NCAA history to win four 
bowl games as he won the Sugar, Gator, Fiesta 
and Meineke Car Care Bowls.
	 It didn’t take White and the Mountaineers long 
to get the shootout started as they scored on 
the game’s opening possession. Tailback Noel 
Devine’s 18-yard run ended an eight-play, 55-yard 
drive and gave West Virginia a 7-0 advantage.
	 North Carolina answered right back on its 
first possession, when quarterback T.J. Yates hit 
receiver Hakeem Nicks for a 73-yard touchdown to 
tie the game.
	 West Virginia came back just five-plays later, 
when White went to the air for the first of his 
three touchdown passes, and hit receiver Alric 
Arnett for a 44-yard strike, putting the Mountain-
eers up 14-7 with 5:11 left in the first.
	 The Tar Heels were not to be outdone and tied 
the game in just one offensive play when Nicks 
hauled in a 66-yard touchdown off a reverse pass 
from receiver Cooter Arnold.
	 Just before the wild first quarter ended, West 
Virginia went to the air again, and White found 
Bradley Starks over the middle for a 35-yard scor-
ing play, giving the Mountaineers a 21-14 edge 
heading into the second quarter. 
	 After the Mountaineer defense held Carolina 
on downs at the one-yard line, the WVU offense 
took over, but Devine was tackled in the  end 
zone for a safety and UNC closed the deficit to 
21-16.
	 North Carolina took its first lead, 23-21,  at the 
10:36 mark of the second quarter, when Yates 
found Nicks again for a 25-yard strike in the 
corner of the end zone, 
	 A Tar Heel interception in the end zone just 
before halftime ended another WVU scoring op-
portunity and preserved the UNC advantage.
	 On the opening possession of the third quarter, 
the WVU offense was on the move again and 
drove 65-yards in 11 plays, capped off by a 25-yard 
Pat McAfee field goal for a 24-23 Mountaineer 
lead.
	 The offensive firepower continued later in the 
third when North Carolina regained the lead, 30-
24, with a four-yard run from Yates in the right 
corner of the end zone,.
	 Midway through the fourth quarter, WVU’s 

fourth-down attempt on its own 44 was stopped, 
and UNC had all the momentum until the Moun-
taineer defense came up big, forcing a fumble 
as Robert Sands forced a fumble by UNC tailback 
Shaun Draugn that was recovered by J.T. Thomas 
at the WVU 30.
	 White completed a pass for 41 yards to Jock 
Sanders, then rushed for nine yards, before hit-
ting Arnett for a 20-yard scoring toss and a 31-30 
Mountaineer advantage with 7:14 left.
	 Both defenses traded stops, before UNC took 
over at its 26 with 3:15 left in the game. WVU’s 
Pat Lazear ended the game four-plays later 

when he intercepted Yates to seal the victory. 
	 Along with White’s great numbers, Arnett 
finished with 93 yards receiving and Nicks led 
the Tar Heels with 217 yards receiving and three 
scores.
	 West Virginia finished with 455 yards of total 
offense to UNC’s 370, and evened the short series 
with UNC at 1-1. The Mountaineers finished the 
season at 9-4 while the Tar Heels dropped to 8-5. 
Aside from being the holder of 16 WVU, BIG EAST 
and NCAA records, White finished with an impres-
sivee 34-8 record in four years as West Virginia’s 
starting quarterback.
