 A young team flying under the national radar 
in 2005, the West Virginia Mountaineers were 
able to put together one of the greatest seasons 
in school history for an outcome that was sweet 
as sugar.
 The unproven, inexperienced Mountaineers 
traveled to Syracuse for a season opening 
league game being led by the two headed 
quarterback duo of Adam Bednarik and Pat 
White, who had combined for a total previous 
collegiate game experience of one.
 The raucous Carrier Dome crowd, coupled 
with the home team’s excitement about new 
coach Greg Robinson, kept the score knotted 
at 0-0 through one quarter. After falling behind 
7-0 early in the second, the Mountaineer de-
fense took over as junior Eric Wicks picked off 
a Perry Patterson pass and returned it 31 yards 
for a touchdown.
 A Pat McAfee field goal in the third quar-
ter gave WVU a three-point advantage. The 
Mountaineer defense came up big again in the 
fourth as Ernest Hunter sacked Patterson for a 
safety and McAfee then finished the 15-7 vic-
tory with another field goal, the first time since 
1976 against Richmond that WVU won a game 
without scoring an offensive touchdown.
 The Mountaineers cruised to a 35-7 victory 
in the home opener against Wofford. The fleet 
feet of White accounted for 107 rushing yards 
and a touchdown. Bednarik chipped in 90 yards 
passing on a perfect 6-6 that included a 27 yard 
TD pass to sophomore Darius Reynaud. The 
defense held the Terriers to 154 yards of total 
offense and forced four turnovers.
 West Virginia had to quickly turn its attention 
to a road test against border rival Maryland. 
The Mountaineers had not won at Byrd Stadium 
since 1997 and a packed house of 52,413 tried 
to extend that streak.
 After a Jason Gwaltney touchdown kept WVU 
on top by a point through three quarters, the 
Mountaineers posted 24 fourth-quarter points en 
route to a 31-19 victory. Owen Schmitt punished 
Maryland defenders rushing for a team-high 80 
yards and a touchdown, while freshman Gwalt-
ney added a pair of scores on the ground. Six 
Mountaineers rushed for at least 40 yards and 
the offense found the way to finish long drives, 
recording touchdowns on drives of 97 and 73 
yards in the game.

 The next week could have easily become a 
trap as much improved East Carolina came to 
Morgantown, but the stingy Mountaineer de-
fense was up to the challenge. The quartet of 
Boo McLee, Jahmile Addae, Mike Lorello and 
Marc Magro accounted for 40 tackles and al-
lowed only 81 rushing yards on 42 attempts. 
 Bednarik took advantage of an East Carolina 
turnover and hit Reynaud for a 15-yard touch-
down pass. Antonio Lewis returned a punt 76 
yards for a second-quarter touchdown. A White 
to Brandon Myles 10 yard touchdown pass 
secured a 20-6 halftime lead and the defense 
held on for the 20-15 victory.
 The Mountaineers’ next opponent, No. 3 Vir-
ginia Tech, proved to be too much; the more 
experienced Hokies took advantage of two 
costly WVU fumbles for a 34-17 win before 
a sellout crowd in Morgantown.

Another telling sign for the 
future was that the Mountaineer scoring was 
done by a true freshman (McAfee), a redshirt 
freshman (Dorrell Jalloh) and a sophomore 
(Michael Villagrana), all signs that this young 
team was beginning to mature.
 The next road trip pitted the Mountaineers 
against a Rutgers team in the middle of its 
best season in 27 years. In rainy weather, the 
WVU special teams set the tempo when senior 
Thandi Smith blocked a first-quarter punt and 
collected it in the end zone. Later in the first, 
McLee recovered a fumble to give the offense 
the ball at the Rutgers 28, where Slaton made the 
Scarlet Knights pay with an 11-yard score. 
 A Bednarik 21-yard pass to Brandon Myles put 
the Mountaineers up 21-0, but Rutgers tried to 
make the game interesting with a pair of Brian 
Leonard touchdowns, while WVU could only 
add a field goal. 
 The WVU defense didn’t buckle, picking off 
three balls on the day, two snared by Dee Mc-
Cann; Mike Lorello added the other pick. The 
Mountaineer offense salted the game away in 
the fourth quarter with a 4:12 scoring drive for 
a 27-14 victory. Slaton continued to introduce 
himself with 139 rushing yards on 25 carries 
and a score.
 The Mountaineers knew 27 points would likely 
not be enough for their next game against No. 
19 Louisville, the BIG EAST preseason favorite. 
The Cardinals and their high-powered offense  
jumped out to a 17-0 lead by halftime, silencing 
the 59,797 in attendance for the Homecoming 
matchup.
 But the Mountaineer offense was not dead 
yet; WVU got on the board with 11:08 remain-
ing in the third off a 14-yard Slaton catch from 
Bednarik. Michael Bush fired back for the Car-
dinals with a four-yard TD run that made the 
score 24-7 starting the final quarter.
 As the sun slipped behind the hills of Mor-
gantown, the stadium lights illuminated one 
of the most dramatic quarters in Mountaineer 
football history. Bednarik went down with a foot 
sprain on the first drive of the fourth quarter; in 
came White for a huge 2nd-and-20 play. The 
Alabaman led a cool 66-yard drive that ended 
with a four yard Slaton touchdown to make the 
score 24-14.
 Coach Rodriguez rolled the dice with an on-
side kick; Thandi Smith recovered, giving  WVU 

the ball down 10 with 8:16 to play. After a 28-yard 
Slaton touchdown, the Cardinal offense went 
three-and-out to give the Mountaineers the ball 
with 3:41. Slaton and the Mountaineers went 40 
yards and scored the game-tying touchdown 
with just one minute remaining on the clock.
 West Virginia did not let off the gas pedal in 
overtime as the team scored three Slaton touch-
downs on just nine plays, taking advantage of 
Schmitt’s power and White’s composure; White 
found Dorrell Jalloh for a two-point play after the 
third Slaton score. A collective sigh was let out 
by the fans who remained when Brian Brohm 
was tackled by Wicks before he could score on 
UL’s two-point conversion in the third overtime, 
leaving WVU with the 46-44 win. Slaton ended 
the game with a school record six touchdowns 
and 188 yards rushing, winning national player 
of the week for his efforts.
 After a long layoff when the game at South 
Florida was postponed by impending Hurricane 
Wilma, the Mountaineers avoided a letdown two 
weeks later when they knocked off Connecticut 
45-13 at home before a Wednesday night na-
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tional television audience. A dominating effort 
from the defense stymied the Huskies, allowing 
them just 129 total yards and recording two 
turnovers.
 The steady one-two punch of Slaton and 
White did in Connecticut as WVU raced out 
to a 35-3 halftime lead. In his first career start, 
White rushed for a pair of 14-yard touchdowns 
and passed for another. He ended the game 
with 169 yards of total offense. Slaton finished 
with 71 yards on 17 carries and a TD.
 The next Wednesday,  West Virginia took 
care of business before an ESPN2 audience in 
a 38-0 road shutout at Cincinnati. White (111) 
and Slaton (129) both eclipsed the 100-yard 
rushing mark; Slaton’s rushing total was more 
than twice what the Bearcats could churn out 
as a team (62) against a Mountaineer defense 
that also forced four turnovers.
 All that stood between No. 12 WVU and its 
third consecutive share of the BIG EAST title was 
Pitt in the 98th edition of the Backyard Brawl on 
a polar-like Thanksgiving night in Morgantown. 
At halftime, the game appeared to be another 
tight classic as WVU held a slim 21-13 lead, 
until outscoring Pitt 24-0 in the second half. 
 White had a game for the ages, setting a WVU 
and BIG EAST quarterback rushing record with 
220 yards and a touchdown. Slaton was also 
stellar with 179 yards on the ground and three 
scores. But the icing on the cake was WVU’s 
final touchdown, where senior safety Jahmile 
Addae picked off Tyler Palko and went 40 yards 
for his first collegiate touchdown in his last home 
game. Senior Jeff Noechel also recorded his 
third career pick in the game.
 While the season finale at South Florida be-
came a bit anticlimactic after the No. 12 Moun-
taineers wrapped up the outright conference 
championship and BCS bid the week before, 
WVU was still playing for its first undefeated 
conference mark since 1993. WVU was settling 
for nothing less than a 10-1 record  in the 28-13 
win.
 With 177 of the team’s 305 yards on the 
ground, White became the first quarterback 
in WVU history to rush for 100 yards in three 
consecutive games. He posted two heartstop-
ping runs in the second half of 65 and 76 yards, 
WVU’s longest touchdowns of the season. The 
West Virginia defense was excellent again as it 
held USF star Andre Hall to just 75 yards; Ad-
dae, McCann and Larry Williams all recorded 
interceptions. 

 Representing the BIG EAST in the BCS, WVU 
faced No. 8 Georgia, champion of the SEC, in 
the Nokia Sugar Bowl, displaced that year to 
Atlanta’s Georgia Dome, virtually a home site 
for the Bulldogs. 
 Yet it was the Mountaineers who looked at 
ease, racing out to a 28-0 lead on the Bulldogs. 
Slaton, who finished with a Sugar Bowl record 
204 rushing yards and MVP honors, dashed 
52 yards on WVU’s first possession; he scored 
on an 18-yard run in the second quarter and 
another 52-yard TD in the fourth quarter.
 Pat White connected with Darius Reynaud on 
a 3-yard pass and Reynaud scored on a 13-yard 
reverse before Georgia began its comeback that 
made the score 31-21 at the half. The Bulldogs 
narrowed the gap to 38-35 with 5:13 remaining, 
but West Virginia maintained possession the 
rest of the game, punter Phil Brady gaining 10 
yards on a fake on 4th-and-6 to seal the victory. 
West Virginia finished fifth and sixth in the final 
polls, erasing skepticism nationwide about WVU 
and BIG EAST football.
 WVU dominated on both sides of the ball in 
2005. Nationally, the team ranked fourth in rush-
ing offense and Slaton, the BIG EAST rookie 
of the year, ranked third in scoring and 14th in 
rushing despite just playing in 10 games. Defen-
sively, the Mountaineers ranked eighth in total 
defense, 10th in scoring defense, 13th in rushing 
defense, 24th in pass efficiency defense and 
29th in pass defense at the end of the regular 
season. Rodriguez was selected by his peers 
as BIG EAST coach of the year for the second 
time in three seasons and 12 players earned 
all-conference honors.
 The 11-win season was just the third in WVU 
history and the undefeated BIG EAST slate im-
proved the Mountaineers’ record to 24-4 in their 
last 28 games. The Sugar Bowl matchup marked 
the fourth consecutive and school-record third 
consecutive New Year’s bowl appearance; the 
win over Georgia gave WVU a four-year mark 
of 36-14, best in school history.

2006 Season Review
 The 2006 football season was arguably the 
most anticipated in Mountaineer history, and 
West Virginia posted its first back-to-back 10-
win seasons with a 10-2 record and earned 
a berth in the Toyota Gator Bowl against 
Georgia Tech.
 Seven sellout crowds buzzing with 
high expectations welcomed Coach Rich 
Rodriguez and his players out of the tunnel at 
Mountaineer Field at Milan Puskar Stadium.
 No. 5 West Virginia carried its highest-
ever preseason ranking into Labor Day 
weekend as the 2006 slate got underway 
versus Marshall in the Friends of Coal Bowl in 
Morgantown.
 It took the nation’s most potent offense 
just seven plays to bring Mountaineer fans 
to their feet in celebration; WVU scored 
on its opening possession, the first of six 
touchdowns on the afternoon.
 Slaton, a legitimate Heisman Trophy 
candidate, racked up 203 yards and two 
touchdowns as WVU left the field with a 
42-10 pounding of their in-state neighbors. 
Combined with last year’s 204-yard Sugar 
Bowl record performance, Slaton became 
the first back in school history to post 
consecutive 200-yard games.
 The Mountaineers went deep into the 
depth chart in week two against I-AA Eastern 
Washington; No. 5 West Virginia wasted no 
time in taking care of the Eagles, 52-3.
WVU fans got their first look at redshirt 
freshman quarterback Jarrett Brown, who 
hit 11-of-15 for 129 yards and a touchdown, 
while adding 70 yards and a TD on the 
ground. Slaton and White played just a few 
offensive series to stay sharp as a clash with 
Maryland in primetime on ESPN loomed just 
five days later.
 The fifth-ranked Mountaineers took 
full advantage of the national television 
audience by blasting the Terps. A vocal 
crowd witnessed the 45-24 victory over a 
Maryland team that finished the season 8-4. 
The Mountaineers raced to a 28-0 lead in 
the first quarter, and Slaton had one of the 
flashiest games of his career, which included 
an electrifying 37-yard touchdown run in the 
first quarter where he completely reversed 
field and used a stutter step to blow by a 

shell-shocked tackler on his way to the end 
zone. The super sophomore scored two 
touchdowns and totaled 195 yards rushing, 
149 of those yards coming in the first quarter 
alone.
 West Virginia flexed its muscle on special 
teams as well. Darius Reynaud muffed a 
kickoff but corralled it and scampered 96 
yards to the house for the seventh longest 
kickoff return in school history.
 A close battle at East Carolina closed 
September. After WVU scored on its opening 
drive for the sixth consecutive game, East 
Carolina brought its crowd to life when 
Aundre Allison collected a short pass from 
James Pinkney and scored from 47 yards to 
tie the game at seven.
 With the Mountaineers leading 17-7, the 
Pirates trimmed the lead to a one-possession 
margin after kicker Robert Lee split the 
uprights to make the score 17-10 with 13:41 
remaining in the game. But WVU put to rest 
any talk of any upset on the next series when 
Reynaud took White’s screen pass and jetted 
60 yards away from the ECU defense for a 
touchdown. The game was another reminder 
how effective WVU’s passing game could 
be as White had a career high 216 yards 
passing and two touchdowns, while Reynaud 
finished with five grabs, 110 yards and a 
score. West Virginia moved to 4-0, posting its 
third straight undefeated September.
 Coming off a bye week, West Virginia’s 
final non-conference battle at Mississippi 
State was an intriguing matchup in a 
loud SEC environment. WVU intended to 
damage a Bulldog defense that gave up 
just 104 rushing yards per game. And the 
Mountaineers did just that, with 314 yards 
rushing on 44 carries to go with five rushing 
touchdowns. Slaton led with 185 yards.
 The Bulldogs hung around and trailed 
21-7 after three quarters of action, but WVU 
crossed the goal line three times in the fourth 
quarter, including a 50-yard punt return by 
Vaughn Rivers, to preserve a 42-14 road 
victory.
 A 41-17 pounding of Syracuse will not soon 
be forgotten thanks to White’s BIG EAST 
and WVU quarterback rushing record of 247 
yards. White’s record came on just 15 carries

- an astounding 16.5 yards per carry -  while 
Slaton had 163 yards his own.
 The Orange surprised WVU’s Homecoming 
crowd early with a long touchdown pass; that 
deficit marked the first time in 364 days that 
West Virginia had trailed in a game.
 White got warmed up with an exciting 
69-yard TD run in the opening quarter to tie 
the game at 7-7. The Mountaineers then ran 
away with a 17-14 halftime lead by scoring 
21 straight points on three White rushing 
touchdowns in the third quarter. Pat McAfee 
finished up WVU’s  scoring with a fourth-
quarter field goal.
 Six days later, West Virginia picked up a 
school record 14th-straight win and moved 
to 7-0 rolling over Connecticut, 37-11, on the 
road.
 After a McAfee 48-yard field goal put WVU 
up 23-3 in the third quarter, senior receiver 
Rayshawn Bolden put the game out of reach 
with a 52-yard touchdown grab from White, 
who had 156 yards passing. Slaton added an 
exclamation point to the win with a 56-yard 
touchdown run to go over the century mark. 
Slaton and White each gained more than100 
yards on the ground, with Slaton becoming 
the fastest player to get to 1,000 yards in 
Mountaineers history on just his 124th carry of 
the year.
 One of the most hyped games in BIG EAST 
history lived up to its billing November 2, 
when No. 3 West Virginia collided with No. 5 
Louisville in front of a record crowd at Papa 
John’s Stadium in Louisville. Eyes across 
the country were tuned in to ESPN to watch 
this BIG EAST mega-showdown culminating 
in the second highest TV rating for a college 
football game in ESPN network history. The 
Breeders’ Cup was in town that weekend, but 
the thoroughbreds from WVU and Louisville 
stole the spotlight.
 Patrick White carried the Mountaineers with 
an heroic effort of 222 yards passing and 125 
yards rushing for the ninth best total offense 
sum in school history. He ran for four TDs 
and led four touchdown drives of 80 yards or 
more.
 Trailing 3-0, Slaton gave the Cardinals a 
taste of the quick strike ability of the offense 
with a 42-yard touchdown run in the first 
quarter, but Louisville held a 16-14 edge over 
WVU at the half.
 But a critical third quarter stretch, 
combined with three lost fumbles, created 

a deficit that was too much to overcome for 
West Virginia. After Louisville fumbled in the 
red zone, the Mountaineers gave the ball 
right back with a Slaton fumble that was for 
a touchdown by Malik Jackson. The Cards 
struck again minutes later when Trent Guy 
returned a shanked WVU punt 40 yards for a 
touchdown to make the score 30-14. 
 With Slaton on the sideline with a numb 
arm, White led a 14-play, 92-yard touchdown 
drive on the next possession capped off 
with White’s 5-yard TD plunge. But it wasn’t 
enough as Louisville’s offense answered 
every Mountaineer touchdown in the fourth 
quarter and held on for a 44-34 upset. Gone 
were WVU’s nine-game road and nine-game 
conference win streaks.
 No. 10 WVU took care of business the next 
week at home against Cincinnati, 42-24. It 
was just another day at the office for Slaton, 
who ran 12 times for 148 yards and two 
scores against a defense known for stopping 
the run, while the WVU defense forced four 
Bearcat turnovers.
 The 99th edition of the Backyard Brawl at 
Heinz Field in Pittsburgh was a memorable 
one as eighth-ranked WVU not only 
disintegrated the Panthers, but a portion of 
the record book as well in front of an ESPN 
Thursday night national audience.
 Trailing 27-24 at the half, West Virginia’s 
offense continued to roll and the Mountaineer 
defense clamped down to shut out the 
Panthers in the second half for a 45-27 
victory
 The primary problems for the Pitt defense 
included Slaton, White and the combination 
of the two; WVU appeared unstoppable all 
night long due to the job of senior linemen 
Dan Mozes and Jeremy Sheffey in the 
trenches. 
 WVU posted stunning numbers on a 
Panther defense that spent a majority of the 
evening looking at the backs of Slaton’s and 
White’s jerseys. That dynamic duo became 
just the third set of teammates in NCAA 
history to each rush for 200 yards in a single 
game.
 White became just the ninth player in 
NCAA history to pass and run for 200 yards 
in a single game, while Slaton became the 
first Mountaineer ever to run for over 200 
yards to go with 100 yards receiving. The 
Mountaineers’ 641 yards of total offense 
were the most ever under Rodriguez, 
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starting a landslide of “chest bumps” as their 
teammates showed their enthusiasm.
 WVU’s shot at a fourth straight league title 
and BCS bowl appearance took a major blow 
when an underrated South Florida squad 
pulled off the biggest upset in USF history by 
bottling up WVU’s ground attack and forcing 
key turnovers to sneak out of Morgantown 
with a 24-19 win.
 USF held WVU to 132 yards rushing and 
got timely play from freshman quarterback 
Matt Grothe to finish the season 8-4. Grothe 
passed for 279 yards and ran for 47 as an 
eight-game WVU home win streak came to a 
close.
 White was hampered by a high-ankle 
sprain but still threw for 178 yards. Senior 
receiver Brandon Myles had six catches for 
95 yards and two touchdowns.
 With the league crown seeming like a 
longshot, No. 15 WVU’s main focus shifted to 
beating 13th-ranked Rutgers on Senior Night 
to spoil the Scarlet Knights’ opportunity to 
claim the BIG EAST championship.
 A crowd of 60, 299 watched WVU post 
a 41-39 triumph over Rutgers in a triple-
overtime classic at Mountaineer Field.
 Rutgers took the opening kickoff and 
marched down the field in under three 
minutes to go up 7-0 on a Ray Rice 16-yard 
touchdown shuffle. WVU’s scoring drives 
stalled, but McAfee knocked through a pair 
of field goals in the first half get West Virginia 
on the board at 10-6.
 Quarterback Jarrett Brown, a game-time 
starter after White’s injury worsened, got his 
offense in sync in the second half by scoring 
on the opening drive of the third quarter. 
Brown stretched the lead out to 20-10 when 
he took off on a 40-yard touchdown scamper, 
but Rutgers answered with a 72-yard bomb 
to Tim Brown to cut the lead back to three.
 Rutgers got two Jeremy Ito field goals in 
the fourth before Brown constructed the 
game-tying drive with under 3:55 remaining 
to get McAfee set up for a 32-yard field 
goal with 0:53 left, leaving the score 23-23. 
Rutgers had one last chance, but Ito’s 52-
yard field goal fell short to send the game 
into overtime.
 The teams exchanged field goals in the first 
overtime, then touchdowns in the second. 
West Virginia got the ball first in the third 
overtime; facing a third and long, Brown was 
flushed out of the pocket to his left before 

lofting a beautiful touch pass to Myles for a 
22-yard touchdown. Dorrell Jalloh reeled in 
the two-point conversion and WVU led 41-33 
before going on defense.
 With WVU on defense, Rutgers turned to 
Rice again, who provided their responding 
touchdown from 1-yard out. But on the two-
point try, a  pass to the back of the end zone 
was broken up by Vaughn Rivers to end the 
game.
 Brown threw for 244 yards and ran for 73 
yards while Slaton ran for 112 yards to pass 
Avon Cobourne as the school’s all-time 
single season leading rusher. Jalloh had four 
catches for 92 yards in the game.
 The Mountaineers finished the year ranked 
No. 12 and 13 in the polls with a 10-2 record, 
finishing second in a competitive BIG EAST 
conference. The Gator Bowl appearance is a 
school-record fifth straight postseason game 
for WVU, the fourth consecutive on New 
Year’s Day.
 Although favored, West Virginia entered the 
bowl matchup with Georgia Tech hampered 
by injuries to its top weapons. Tech held the 
upper hand through the first half, posting 
a 28-17 halftime lead, before White willed 
the Mountaineers to victory, overcoming an 
18-point deficit for WVU’s first Gator Bowl win
 Rushing for 145 yards and a score, while 
passing for 131 yards and two TDs, White, 
the game’s MVP, engineered three third-
quarter scores capped by TD passes to Tito 
Gonzales (57) and Myles (14) and a 15-yard 
keeper for the go-ahead points. Schmitt, who 
rushed for 109 yards and two scores, picked 
up for the absence of Slaton, who had only 
limited carries in the first quarter before his 
thigh bruise became too painful for him to 
continue. Key turnovers from John Holmes 
(fumble recovery) and Quinton Andrews 
(interception) were the highlights of a sturdy 
second-half effort by the Mountaineer 
defense in the 38-35 win.
 West Virginia finished in the Top 10 in 
both polls for the second straight season. 
Center Dan Mozes, the Rimington Trophy 
winner, and tailback Steve Slaton each 
earned consensus All-America honors. Nine 
Mountaineers, led by conference offensive 
player of the year Patrick White, were named 
to the all-BIG EAST teams.

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2007 Season Review
 In many ways, the 2007 football season was a 
trying time, but when it ended, it was viewed as 
one of the most successful years in Mountain-
eer history. 
 The season proved what can be accom-
plished by maintaining focus, despite what 
outside factors are occurring. From August to 
January, West Virginia football withstood several 
blows, but a resilient group of young men and 
an outstanding coaching staff kept the program 
moving forward. 
 Everywhere people looked and everything 
they read, it seemed like an entire nation was 
against them, but deep in their own world, the 
Mountaineers knew their capabilities. 
 From the minute the 2006 season ended with 
a second straight 11-win season, including the 
Gator Bowl victory against Georgia Tech, along 
with the prospect of 19 returning starters, the 
Mountaineers knew that the 2007 season could 
be a special one.
 Preseason buzz from the Mountain State to 
the far ends of the country was running wild 
with all of the national prognosticators predict-
ing the 2007 team’s outcome from its fourth 
BIG EAST Championship, to a top-five finish, to 
winning the national championship.
 A school-record number of season tickets 
were sold, every home game was filled to ca-
pacity and most of the road games were played 

in front of record crowds. 
 Offensively, Heisman Trophy contenders and 
two of the top offensive players in the school’s 
history, Steve Slaton and Patrick White, re-
turned after posting all-star sophomore sea-
sons, along with rugged fullback Owen Schmitt, 
pass-catching phenom Darius Reynaud and 
Ryan Stanchek and Greg Isdaner to anchor the 
offensive line.
 Defensively, eight starters returned, led by 
run-stopper Keilen Dykes, pass rusher Johnny 
Dingle, linebackers Marc Magro and Reed Wil-
liams and defensive backs Eric Wicks, Antonio 
Lewis, Larry Williams and Vaughn Rivers.
 The enthusiasm and anticipation grew with 
each passing week during the spring and sum-
mer until it was at an all-time high as the Moun-
taineers found themselves with a No. 3 pre-
season national ranking, the highest in school 
history. 
 Everyone predicted the offense would be as 
explosive as ever but most of the questions 
surrounded the defense, especially in the sec-
ondary, which ranked 109th in pass defense in 
2006.
 The offense once again was potent, ranking 
No. 3 in rushing offense, No. 9 in scoring of-
fense, No. 11 in passing efficiency and No. 15 
in scoring offense
 However, it was the defense who rose to the 
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challenge and showed the world that they could 
carry the flag for the Mountaineers as well. The 
stalwart WVU defense finished Top 10 nation-
ally in total defense (7), scoring defense (8) and 
turnover margin (9) and was ranked in the Top 
20 in pass defense (14) and rush defense (18).
 West Virginia opened the season with a 62-
24 win over Western Michigan. The game was 
close throughout the first half, but the Moun-
taineers outscored the Broncos, 34-10, in the 
second half to put the game out of reach. 
 WVU amassed 542 yards of total offense, 
including 316 yards rushing and held WMU to 
277 yards. White accounted for 97 yards rush-
ing and two touchdowns, threw for 192 yards 
and two more scores and Slaton collected 109 
yards and three touchdowns. The defense 
finished with three sacks, seven tackles for 
loss, two interceptions, forced and recovered a 
fumble and had eight pass breakups.
 In week two, the Mountaineers traveled to 
Huntington to participate in the “Friends of Coal 
Bowl II” against Marshall. The Thundering Herd 
gave WVU all it could handle for two quarters, 
before the bigger, stronger and faster Mountain-
eers wore them down, scoring 21 points in each 
of the third and fourth quarters to provide the 
25-point margin of victory.
 West Virginia amassed 511 yards of total of-

fense, including 362 yards rushing and held the 
Herd to 121 rushing yards. Slaton finished with 
146 yards rushing and two touchdowns, White 
collected 125 yards and a touchdown, com-
pleted 13-of-18 passes for 149 yards and two 
touchdowns and Reynaud registered 134 yards 
on nine catches and scored two touchdowns. 
The defense finished with four sacks, nine 
tackles for loss, forced two fumbles and broke 
up three passes. Williams had a game-high 15 
tackles, a forced fumble and two tackles for 
loss.
 WVU traveled for its second consecutive 
week to border-rival Maryland and left with its 
third win in as many weeks, 31-14, in front of 
an ESPN Thursday night national audience. 
The Mountaineers rode a strong rushing at-
tack, which amassed 353 yards and an oppor-
tunistic defense, which held the Terps to 269 
total yards, to register the victory. That was the 
statement game for the defense as it made the 
nation take notice that it was ready to give this 
team the support they needed for a prosperous 
season.
 The game was tied at seven in the first quar-
ter, before Slaton ran off three touchdowns 
during the second and third quarters, and Pat 
McAfee kicked a fourth-quarter field goal to give 
the Mountaineers a 31-7 lead. Slaton posted his 
third straight 100-yard game, finishing with 137 
yards and three touchdowns, while freshman 
standout Noel Devine showed what he could do 
on the national stage with 136 yards on just five 
carries, including a 76-yard run.
 West Virginia had one of its top performances 
of the season against East Carolina to run its 
record to 4-0. The Mountaineers collected 599 
yards of total offense, including 397 yards rush-
ing and the defense held the Pirates to only 160 
total yards.
 Slaton hit the 100-yard mark for the fourth 
game in a row, finishing with 110 yards and 
a touchdown. White tied a school record for 
completion percentage in the game, completing 
18-of-20 passes for 181 yards and two touch-
downs and ran for 42 yards and scored two 
more touchdowns. Freshman Brandon Hogan 
led all receivers with six receptions for 44 yards, 
and Reynaud scored two touchdowns. The de-
fense collected four sacks, six tackles for loss, 
two forced fumbles and an interception. Wicks 

Selvish CapersSelvish Capers
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and linebacker Mortty Ivy led the team with six 
tackles and a sack. Ivy also forced a fumble and 
finished with an interception.
 In front of a USF record crowd and national 
ESPN audience, six costly turnovers and a 
second-quarter injury to White cost the No. 5 
Mountaineers their first game of the season, 21-
13. Although WVU outgained USF, 437-274, the 
turnovers proved too much to overcome. 
 Jarrett Brown, who took over for the injured 
White, led all runners with 61 yards and threw 
for 149 yards and a touchdown. Receiver Dor-
rell Jalloh finished with five catches for 87 yards 
and Reynaud had five catches and a touch-
down.
 Even though it dropped to No. 12 nationally, 
West Virginia knew it wasn’t out of the con-
ference race yet so it regrouped and ran off 
six-straight wins, including three against ranked 
teams. With some help along the way, WVU 
moved up the polls all the way to No. 1, head-
ing into the final regular-season game.
 Starting with a date at Syracuse, the Moun-
taineers collected 486 yards of total offense and 
the defense held the Orange to 202 yards to 
earn the 55-14 win. The 55 points was the most 
points ever scored at Syracuse by an opponent. 
White finished with 89 yards and a touchdown 
and completed 12-of-15 passes for 148 yards 
and another touchdown. Reynaud led all receiv-
ers with six catches for 48 yards and a touch-
down. Schmitt scored two touchdowns, and 
Dykes intercepted a pass and rumbled 19 yards 
for a touchdown in the second quarter. McAfee 
also kicked two field goals.  

 West Virginia won its sixth game of the sea-
son with a 38-13 win over Mississippi State in its 
final non-conference game of the season. The 
Mountaineers raced out to a 31-0 lead by the 
beginning of the second quarter and cruised to 
the 25-point win, running their record to four-
straight wins over SEC squads. Slaton ran for 
127 yards and a touchdown and caught four 
passes for 36 yards. White finished with 89 
yards and a touchdown and threw for two more. 
Reynaud finished with three catches, including 
two for touchdowns. The WVU defense finished 
with three sacks, eight tackles for loss, two 
forced fumbles and five pass breakups.
 Heading into the Rutgers game, the Moun-
taineers knew everything was aligned for them 
to control the outcome of the BIG EAST Confer-
ence race. All they had to do was take it one 
game at a time and win out, and they would be 
the champions.
 In a rain-drenched game in front of an ABC 
audience, White finished with 156 yards rushing 
and a touchdown and 144 yards passing and 
a touchdown on 10-of-16 attempts, and Slaton 
collected three touchdowns and 73 yards rush-
ing to lead WVU to a 31-3 win over the No. 25 
Scarlet Knights. The Mountaineers took a 14-0 
lead until Rutgers hit a field goal with 4:39 left 
in the first half. WVU added a field goal before 
halftime and scored two Slaton touchdowns to 
provide the final outcome. Williams finished with 
13 tackles and Ivy collected 10. 
 Next up was the game that people had circled 
on their calendars as conference-rival Louis-
ville came calling at Morgantown, looking to 
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pull off the upset bid over the Mountaineers. 
After being down 31-14 with seven minutes left 
in the third quarter, the Cardinals mounted a 
huge comeback scoring 17 unanswered points, 
including hitting the game-tying field goal with 
3:05 left in the game. But White had other plans 
as he took the fourth play of the next drive and 
raced 50 yards for a touchdown with 1:36 left in 
the game and the defense held Louisville in its 
last series to pull out the victory.
 White ran for 147 yards and a touchdown 
and passed for 181 yards and two more touch-
downs to lead the offense. Slaton added 60 
more yards and a touchdown. Reynaud led the 
receiving corps with six catches for 79 yards 
and two touchdowns. Wicks picked up a Brian 
Brohm fumble in the third quarter and raced 
44 yards for a touchdown. Ivy led WVU with 
eight tackles and the defense finished with four 
sacks, seven tackles for loss, two forced fum-
bles, two interceptions and five pass breakups. 
McAfee had an outstanding game, averaging 
42 yards on six punts and placed three inside 
the opponent’s 20-yard line. 
 Then came the final road game of the season 
at No. 21 Cincinnati, a much-improved group 
from the year before. Behind a productive of-
fense and a stingy and opportunistic defense, 
West Virginia took a 28-10 lead over No. 21 
Cincinnati early in the fourth quarter. The Moun-

taineers allowed the Bearcats back into the 
game with two fourth-quarter fumbles which led 
to two unanswered touchdowns to pull within 
five points with two minutes left in the game. 
But, WVU held on and ran out the clock to finish 
with a 28-23 victory for its ninth win of the sea-
son. White collected 155 yards rushing and two 
touchdowns, and Slaton finished with 103 yards 
and a touchdown.
 The defense registered five sacks, nine tack-
les for loss, six pass breakups and two forced 
fumbles. Magro led West Virginia with eight 
tackles, two sacks, 2.5 tackles for loss and 
forced a fumble. Dingle had five solo tackles, 
one sack, four tackles for loss and a pass 
breakup.
 The conference championship was in reach 
for the Mountaineers. Their backs were against 
the wall since the loss at USF but time and time 
again, the old Gold and Blue took care of busi-
ness and won against UConn. 
 The excitement built throughout the week and 
was at an all-time high leading into the game. In 
front of a national television audience on ESPN, 
the Mountaineers proved their worth to the na-
tion and left no doubt they were the better team, 
soundly defeating the Huskies, 66-21.
 WVU amassed a season-high 624 yards, 
including 517 yards rushing and the defense 
finished with a season-high five sacks and 10 
tackles for loss and recovered three fumbles.
 The Huskies scored the first touchdown, tak-
ing an early 7-0 lead. WVU then responded with 
24-straight points, before UConn scored right 
before the half, giving the Mountaineers the 24-
14 lead.
 The second-half belonged to WVU. The 
Mountaineers scored 42-straight second-half 
points, holding a 66-14 lead midway through 
the fourth quarter. Six different WVU performers 
scored in the second half, including linebacker 
Williams, who recovered a fumble in the end 
zone.
 White rushed for a season-high 186 yards 
and two touchdowns, and Devine showed 
his ability once again, posting 118 yards and 
a touchdown. Slaton had two touchdowns, 
Jock Sanders and Ed Collington finished with 
a touchdown for a season-high seven rushing 
touchdowns for the game. White threw for 107 
yards and a touchdown, with 76 of the yards 
going to Reynaud, along with a touchdown.
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 With the BIG EAST Conference championship 
and BCS Bowl invite in hand, the Mountaineers 
were ranked No. 1 in the nation for the first time 
in the school’s history, and could set their sights 
on earning a trip to the BCS National Champi-
onship game.
 Unfortunately, Pitt had a different plan for the 
100th meeting in the “Backyard Brawl.” The 
Panthers saddled the Mountaineers with one 
of the worst losses in school history, 13-9, and 
knocked them out of the national championship 
picture. The Pitt defense held the potent WVU 
offense to 183 total yards, including just 104 
rushing yards.
 The Mountaineer defense was one bright spot 
for the game, holding the Pitt offense to 225 
total yards. The defense collected a sack, two 
interceptions and six tackles for loss.
 After the disappointment of losing the game 
the day before, West Virginia found out that its 
bowl fortunes would send them to the presti-
gious Tostitos Fiesta Bowl to face one of the 
best teams in the nation, No. 3 Oklahoma in 
Glendale, Ariz.
 The following week, the Mountaineers faced 
even more disappointment when head coach 
Rich Rodriguez left to take the head coaching 
job at Michigan.
 However, on the scene came interim head 
coach Bill Stewart, who guided the team 
through the bowl season. The coaching staff 
did an outstanding job of organizing the prac-
tices, keeping the team focused and prepared 
them for what seemed to be an insurmountable 
challenge against Big XII Oklahoma.
 No one gave the Mountaineers a chance to 
win except the proud people from the state of 
West Virginia. In fact, 84 percent of the nation 
said Oklahoma would win on ESPN.com, which 
served as a major motivating factor for the 
team.
 Behind the leadership of an outstanding 
senior class, along with their stout play on the 
field, West Virginia showed why it belonged 
among the nation’s elite and could make the 
claim that it was the best team in the coun-
try. The Mountaineers played one of the best 
games of the year offensively and defensively, 
wearing out the mighty Sooners by 20 points, 
48-28. 
 The Mountaineer offense gathered 525 yards 
of total offense, including 349 yards on the 

ground. The defense held the Sooners’ potent 
running attack to under 200 yards and finished 
with three sacks, seven tackles for loss, an 
interception and a forced fumble.
 White, the bowl’s offensive most valuable 
player, accounted for more than 300 yards 
of total offense, including 150 on the ground 
and 176 through the air with two touchdowns. 
Devine, subbing for Slaton, who tweaked a 
hamstring early in the game, finished with 108 
yards and two touchdowns and caught two re-
ceptions for 47 yards. Schmitt rumbled for a 57-
yard score, and Reynaud scored on a 30-yard 
reverse and a 21-yard reception. McAfee kicked 
two field goals and had an outstanding punting 
game, averaging 58.5 yards on four punts and 
put two inside the OU 20-yard line.
 Reed Williams, the bowl’s defensive MVP, 
finished with nine tackles, including seven solo 
tackles, a sack, two tackles for loss and forced 
a fumble. Ryan Mundy collected 11 tackles, 
Dingle had a sack and Lewis finished with a 
sack.
 The good news continued to roll into the next 
day when Stewart was named the 32nd head 
coach in the school’s history.
 Ten Mountaineers were named to the BIG 
EAST All-Conference teams. White was named 
Offensive Player of the Year for the second 
consecutive year and Greg Isdaner, Dykes and 
Wicks were named to the first team. Reynaud, 
Mike Dent, Slaton, McAfee, Dingle and Magro 
were selected to the second team.
 White finished No. 6 in the Heisman Trophy 
voting and was a semifinalist for the Maxwell 
Club, Walter Camp Football Foundation and 
Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Awards. Stanchek 
was named to five different All-American teams, 
while White, Dingle and Magro were also 
honored and Scooter Berry and Noel Devine 
were named to rivals.com freshman All-America 
team.
 No team in the nation had more success than 
West Virginia in 2007, and yet no team perse-
vered through more adversity. The 2008 Tostitos 
Fiesta Bowl victory was the shining moment 
that proved that no one should ever underesti-
mate the strength of a Mountaineer.

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2008 Season Review
 In life, there is always one constant - nothing 
stays the same – things change. Changes are 
made, routines are different and people have 
to adapt. Transition is tough in all walks of 
life. This was the case with the West Virginia 
University football team. A new head coach 
and coaching staff made 2008 a transition year 
for the Mountaineers.
 Heading into the season, the Mountaineers 
lost three offensive playmakers to the NFL, and 
the defense lost eight starters, including Reed 
Williams, who after having shoulder surgery 
tried to play but was forced to sit out. 
 The offensive line returned in tact from the 
previous season, and Pat White, a preseason 
Playboy All-American returned, so expectations 
were running high from the fan base.
 Transitions are sometimes tougher in 
athletics where routines are the norm. Faced 
with making a transition to a new coaching 
staff, the Mountaineers handled the challenge 
with a positive attitude. 
 The 19 seniors were the true heroes of this 
team. They led, counseled, advised and left as 

the all-time winningest class in school history.
 The Bill Stewart era officially got underway 
on Aug. 30 against Villanova. A sellout crowd 
watched as No. 8-ranked West Virginia left 
no doubt as to the game’s outcome jumping 
on the Wildcats early. By throwing a career 
best five touchdown passes, White led the 
Mountaineers to the 48-21 victory.
 Wide receiver Alric Arnett’s first two career 
catches went for touchdowns, as did Will 
Johnson’s first career catch. Nine different 
Mountaineers on defense played in their first 
collegiate game, and WVU got the season and 
the Stewart era officially started the right way – 
with a victory.
 Things didn’t go quite as well in game two as 
a senior-laden East Carolina squad was ready 
to ambush the Mountaineers. A fumble here 
and a missed tackled there, and the Pirates 
ended a seven game losing streak to the 
Mountaineers, winning 24-3.
 West Virginia needed to regroup before a 
Thursday night non-conference contest at 
Colorado in game three. Early miscues allowed 
the Buffs to jump out to a 14-0 lead, but behind 
White, the Mountaineers neutralized the deficit.
 White ran for 148 yards and two touchdowns, 
and Noel Devine added 133 yards to lead the 
Mountaineers ground game that amassed 311 
yards. As in other cases throughout his career, 
White put the Mountaineers on his back, 
scoring two touchdowns to tie the game at 14-
14 in the third quarter.
 The game stayed tied throughout the 
remainder of the second half, forcing an 
overtime session. The Mountaineers had the 
first possession, but Pat McAfee’s 23-yard field 
goal hit the upright to turn the ball over to the 
Buffaloes. Colorado kicker Alric Goodman 
sealed the 17-14 win, hitting a 25-yarder to end 
the game.
 The loss did not erase the tremendous effort 
put forth by the Mountaineer defense as the 
unit kept the Buffs scoreless for more than 
three and a half quarters of action. Quinton 
Andrews led all tacklers with 15 stops.
 Despite the loss, the coaching staff saw 
great improvement from game two to three. 
That night in the locker room with the coaches 
and players hurting from a tough defeat, the 
Mountaineers bonded and came together and 
were ready to face the rest of the season.
 It was time to head back home and get back 
on the winning track against Marshall. The 
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Mountaineers 
proceeded to run 
off five-straight 
wins, including 
winning the 
entire month of 
October to run 
their record to 
6-2 overall and 
3-0 in the BIG 
EAST.
 The WVU 
defense was 
spectacular, 
holding the Herd 
to just three 
points. Dating 
back to the 
Colorado game 
with the return 
of Williams, the 
WVU defense 
had gone seven 
quarters without giving up a touchdown.
 On offense, Devine accounted for 125 yards 
rushing in West Virginia’s second-straight 300-
yard rushing performance, White completed 
17-of-21 for 130 yards and two touchdowns 
and with McAfee’s 55-yard punting average 
in the game, the Mountaineers put together a 
solid victory. 
 Receiver Jock Sanders finished with a 
career-best eight catches for 60 yards and 
a touchdown, Arnett had five catches for 
54 yards and Dorrell Jalloh finished with 
two catches for 32 yards and a touchdown. 
Defensively, Williams led all tacklers with 11 
tackles, including two for loss.
 The victory over Marshall came at the right 
time as West Virginia evened its record at 2-2, 
before starting BIG EAST play. In the league 
opener, the Rutgers Scarlet Knights came to 
Morgantown looking to break a 14-game losing 
streak to the Mountaineers, and the Knights 
also were looking for their first win ever in 
Morgantown.
 West Virginia took a 17-3 lead in the second 
quarter on tight end Tyler Urban’s first career 
catch, a 14-yard touchdown catch by Sanders 
and a 40-yard McAfee field goal.
 When the dust settled, it was West Virginia 
that defeated Rutgers for the 14th-straight time. 
Led by White and Jarrett Brown on offense, 
along with a strong defensive effort that held 
the Scarlet Knights to just 72 rushing yards, the 
Mountaineers started the BIG EAST season on 
the winning side.

 White completed 12-of-17 passes for 137 
yards and two touchdowns and ran for 59 
yards. Devine ran for 55 yards and Brown ran 
for 44 yards and a touchdown.    
 Linebacker Anthony Leonard received his 
first career start, taking over the middle for the 
injured Williams. He led the WVU defense with 
nine tackles, including a tackle for loss. 
 In game six, West Virginia had to avoid a 
letdown. The Mountaineers were looking for a 
seventh-straight win over Syracuse. 
 With White sitting the game out with an 
injury, it was up to an injured Brown to lead the 
offense, and for the Mountaineer defense to 
keep the Orange in check.
 Syracuse used a 16-play drive on its 
opening possession to take an early 3-0 lead 
on a 26-yard field goal from Morgantown 
native Patrick Shadle. That lead lasted until 
the second quarter when Sanders caught a 
12-yard touchdown from Brown, giving the 
Mountaineers a 7-3 lead.
 The Orange wouldn’t go away as they drew 
within one, 7-6, just before halftime on a 
second Shadle field goal from 53-yards away.
 Neither team scored in the third quarter, and 
West Virginia extended its lead to 10-6 on a 12-
play drive at the beginning of the fourth quarter 
on a 33-yard field goal from McAfee. Syracuse 
came back again as it drove 59 yards down 
the field and was in the red zone, threatening 
for the go-ahead score. However, once again 
the defense held its ground and stymied the 
Orange, holding them on fourth down.
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 Then on WVU’s next possession, Devine’s 
third down 92-yard burst sealed the win. It was 
the second longest touchdown run in school 
and stadium history. The Mountaineer defense 
bent but did not break, allowing Syracuse only 
six points. With so many injuries going into the 
game, it was important to get the win, and the 
Mountaineers stood at 4-2 overall and 2-0 in 
the BIG EAST.
 Game seven brought the final non-
conference game of the regular season to 
Morgantown as the Auburn Tigers from the 
SEC visited Milan Puskar Stadium. A fall 
Thursday night and a national television 
audience set the stage for the showdown.
 Auburn took advantage of two early 
interceptions to claim a 17-3 advantage. 
 When the Tigers went for the jugular and 
recovered an onsides kick in the second 
quarter, it was the Mountaineer defense that 
turned the tide and sent the visitors to the 
sidelines in three downs. That defensive stand 
turned the momentum and from there, the 
Mountaineer offense took off.
 West Virginia scored 31 unanswered points 
behind a career-high 207 yards rushing from  
Devine and three touchdowns passing from 

White to claim the program’s fifth-straight win 
over an SEC opponent. Jalloh came up big 
with four catches for 53 yards, including two 
touchdowns and Arnett finished with a 44-yard 
touchdown reception.
 The WVU defense held the Tigers scoreless 
in the second half behind a career-high 
16 tackles from Leonard, and it was West 
Virginia’s best all-around performance to date.
 With non-conference play finished, the five 
remaining games allowed the Mountaineers to 
focus on BIG EAST play. At 5-2 overall and 2-0 
in the league, game eight brought a road trip to 
Connecticut. 
 Despite falling behind early, the Mountaineers 
maintained their poise and played with 
passion.
 The Mountaineer defense recorded its fifth 
second half shutout of the season, forcing key 
UConn turnovers and held the Huskie offense 
to 285 yards of total offense. Running back 
Donald Brown, the nation’s leading rusher, was 
held to 82 yards for the game.
 In turn, the offense exploded in the second 
half, scoring 21 third-quarter points, and 28 
unanswered, to down Connecticut and remain 
undefeated against the Huskies overall and at 
Rentschler Field. The victory broke UConn’s 
11-game home winning streak.
 White ran for 109 yards and two touchdowns 
and completed 11-of-18 passes for 121 
yards and another touchdown to lead the 
WVU offense. Sanders accounted for three 
touchdowns for the game, running for 45 yards 
and two touchdowns and three receptions for 
21 yards and a touchdown. 
 Lankster led the Mountaineer defense with 
12 tackles, including a tackle for loss, and Ivy 
finished with 10 tackles, a pass breakup and an 
interception. 
 With the road win, West Virginia took 
command of the BIG EAST race. Four games 
were left, and the Mountaineers controlled their 
own destiny. However, all four games would be 
tough battles with the league’s best teams.
 In game nine, the Mountaineers returned 
home for a night game against Cincinnati, 
who was looking for revenge against the 
Mountaineers, and a classic defensive battle 
ensued.
 Cincinnati showed that they meant business 
early when Mardy Gilyard returned the opening 
kickoff 100 yards, giving the Bearcats an early 
7-0 lead. Then a Jake Rogers field goal gave 
UC a 10-0 lead.
 West Virginia responded, cutting the 
Cincinnati lead to three points, scoring

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a touchdown on its next drive as White 
completed a 19-yard strike to Arnett. 
 Cincinnati marched the ball down the 
field once again and upped its lead to 13-7 
on a second field goal by Rogers, this time 
from 31-yards out. Midway through the 
second quarter, the Bearcats scored another 
touchdown by quarterback Tony Pike on a four-
yard scamper, giving UC a 20-7 lead.
 Throughout the third and most of the fourth 
quarters, things looked bleak as both defenses 
flexed their muscles and the offenses were 
shut down. The Mountaineers started a drive 
midway through the fourth quarter and drove 
down to the UC two-yard line and was turned 
away as White was intercepted on fourth down.
 Starting deep in its’ own territory and looking 
to run out the clock and preserve the victory, 
Cincinnati ran around and took a safety. 
 With 1:06 left on the clock, WVU went to 
work. White completed a 15-yard pass to 
Sanders, then a 23-yard pass to Jalloh, before 
a roughing the passer penalty took WVU down 
to the 12-yard line. A 14-yard pass to Sanders 
and then a three-yard pass to Jalloh completed 
the touchdown drive, and White ran in the 
two-point conversion to pull the Mountaineers 

within three of the lead with 19 seconds left.
 McAfee then became the hero as his on-side 
kick was recovered by Ivy on the WVU 44-yard 
line. A 21-yard pass to Jalloh down the sideline 
set up McAfee for the game-tying 52-yard field 
goal to send the game into overtime.
 West Virginia’s 13-point comeback in 
1:11 was one for the ages, but it fell short in 
overtime. The defense pitched its sixth second 
half shutout of the season. Pat McAfee’s 52-
yard kick was clutch under extreme pressure, 
but while the comeback showed tremendous 
heart, Cincinnati still prevailed.
 Game 10 provided a road trip to Louisville 
where both teams were in need of a victory. 
The Mountaineer offense finished with 498 
yards of total offense, including a season-high 
376 on the ground. White and Devine, once 
again, took charge and led West Virginia to an 
important victory. 
 With his 200-yards rushing, White became 
the NCAA’s all-time rushing leader among 
quarterbacks, and his five touchdowns 
responsible for (three rushing, two passing) in 
the game moved him past Donovan McNabb 
as the BIG EAST’s all-time leader in career 
touchdowns responsible for. He also notched 
his school-record fourth 200-yard rushing 
game of his career. 
 Devine’s 154-yards rushing against Louisville 
pushed him over the 1,000-yard mark for the 
year and gave West Virginia a 1,000-yard 
rusher in 12 of the last 13 seasons. 
 The defense had three sacks and forced a 
season high five turnovers, including three 
interceptions. Leonard led the WVU defense 
with nine tackles, including seven solo stops 
and an interception that he returned 36 yards.  
 The final road game of the regular season 
took place at Heinz Field, which was the 
backdrop for one of college football’s oldest 
rivalries.  
 Pitt rode LeSean McCoy’s back for 183 yards 
rushing and two touchdowns, along with Bill 
Stull’s one passing touchdown to defeat the 
Mountaineers for the second-straight year in a 
close 19-15 come-from-behind victory.
 Pitt took its first possession and marched 
down the field, putting up a 7-0 lead on Bill 
Stull’s 30-yard pass to Derek Kinder. The 
Mountaineers put their first points on the board 
with a McAfee 20 yard field goal with 4:27 left in 
the first half to cut the Pitt lead to 7-3.
 West Virginia scored the next 12 points from 
that point until the beginning of the fourth 
quarter to take a 15-7 lead with 11:53 left in the 
game.

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 Two McAfee field goals 
from 26 and 40 yards and 
a patented White scramble 
and score from 54 yards out 
had the WVU fans happy 
with their team.
 However, Pitt and McCoy 
had other plans. After White 
was intercepted deep in 
Pitt territory with 9:41 left 
in the game, McCoy made 
two runs  to complete the 
touchdown drive. The 
two-point conversion failed 
leaving Pitt down by two with 
8:07 left.
 West Virginia’s drive 
started on its 23-yard line. 
After a nine-yard run by Mark Rodgers on first 
down and a no gain from White on second 
down. The ball was handed off the Devine 
on third down who ran it two yards for the 
apparent first down. However, the yellow flag 
indicated holding and the drive was thwarted, 
giving the ball back to Pitt with 5:10 left in the 
game. The Panthers once again turned to 
its horse, McCoy, who scored the go-ahead 
touchdown 10 plays later.
 West Virginia had one last shot with 52 
seconds left, and reached the 18-yard line 
before time ran out.
 There was one game left, and it was the final 
home game of the season, which meant the 
final home game for 19 Mountaineer seniors.
 USF was the opponent on a frigid Dec. 6 
evening. A national television audience tuned 
in to a sea of white in honor of Pat White and 
his fellow seniors’ final home performance. 
 The Mountaineers took the early 7-0 lead in 
the first quarter as they marched the opening 
possession down the field in 11 plays and 
completed the touchdown drive. White found 
Urban for his second career touchdown from 
12-yards out.
 USF tied the game at 7-7 on its first 
possession of the second quarter when 
quarterback Matt Grothe scrambled from six-
yards out to score the touchdown. 
 The Mountaineer defense came up big right 
before halftime when Glover intercepted Grothe 
deep in WVU territory to stop a Bulls scoring 
threat. A 45-yard McAfee field goal gave WVU a 
10-7 halftime lead.
 West Virginia started the second half just 
like it ended the first half. Lankster intercepted 
Grothe at the USF 41-yard line and returned it 
eight yards. McAfee hit his second field goal 

of the game, from 42 yards out, giving WVU a 
13-7 lead, the final outcome of the game.
 Both defenses took over from there. At the 
beginning of the fourth quarter, West Virginia 
drove down to the USF 22-yard line before 
the Bulls forced a turnover. With 5:36 left in 
the game, USF drove the field and had a first 
down at the WVU 14-yard line before the game 
ended.
 As the seniors left the field for the final time, 
an emotional outpouring of respect from 
Mountaineer fans to these 19 seniors capped 
off the perfect evening. And one of the school’s 
all-time greatest was the last to leave the field.
 To ensure this shining moment, the West 
Virginia defense came up big again as it did 
all season long. The unit pitched its seventh 
second half shutout of the season as the 
Mountaineers defeated the Bulls to finish the 
regular season at 8-4 overall and 5-2 in the BIG 
EAST.
 West Virginia was awarded with its seventh 
straight bowl with an invitation to play in the 
Meineke Car Care Bowl in Charlotte, N.C., on 
Dec., 27.
 The opponent would be North Carolina. A 
sell-out crowd of 73,712 fans from both teams 
packed Bank of America Stadium, and the two 
teams did not disappoint. 
 There was a total of 35 points scored in the 
first quarter alone, and it was quickly apparent 
that one of the best college bowl games of the 
season was right there in Charlotte.
 The Mountaineers marched down the field 
and posted a 7-0 lead on an 18-yard run by 
Devine. Three plays later, the game was tied 
when TJ Yates completed a 73-yard pass play

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to Hakeem Nicks that went through the hands 
of Lankster for a touchdown.
 Five plays later, the fireworks show continued 
as White threw a 44-yard pass that was caught 
one-handed catch by Arnett, giving WVU the 
14-7 advantage. Not to be outdone, UNC 
pulled off a trick play when Cooter Arnold 
threw a 66-yard pass to Nicks for 66 yards, his 
second touchdown to tie the game.
 White then threw a 35-yard over the 
shoulder pass to Bradley Starks, giving the 
Mountaineers a 21-14 lead with two minutes left 
in the first quarter.
 At the start of the second quarter, UNC had 
a first down on the WVU two-yard line and was 
turned away after going for it on fourth down. 
On the next play, Devine was caught in the 
end zone and tackled for a safety, cutting the 
Mountaineer lead to 21-16.
 North Carolina took its turn. A 25-yard 
touchdown pass to Nicks gave the Heels a 23-
21 lead with 10 minutes left until halftime.
 On WVU’s next possession, the Mountaineers 
drove 16 plays and was operating from 
the UNC nine-yard line when White was 
intercepted in the end zone just before the half.
 The Mountaineers regrouped. WVU had the 
ball to start the second half, settling for a 25-
yard field goal by McAfee to retake the lead, 
24-23.
 Not to be outdone, North Carolina drove the 
field 62 yards, and Yates scored a touchdown 
from four-yards out to give the Tar Heels a 30-
24 lead with 4:29 left in the third quarter.
 At the start of the fourth quarter, White was 
sacked on fourth down to stop a Mountaineer 
drive with 8:54 left in the game and things 
didn’t look good for WVU.
 Two plays later, the Mountaineer defense rose 
up once again, as Robert Sands forced Shaun 
Draughn to fumble the ball, and J.T. Thomas 
recovered. It was time for Pat White to pull off 
his magic one last time.
 White completed a 41-yard pass to Sanders, 
then ran for nine yards before completing a 
20-yard pass to Arnett for the winning score, 
31-30, with 7:14 left in the game.
 On UNC’s final drive, Pat Lazear’s 
interception iced the game for the 
Mountaineers, and White’s final WVU play of 
his career was the victory kneel. 
 His 332 yards passing were a career high 
and a bowl record. He accounted for 387 yards 
of total offense and three touchdowns. Aside 
from being awarded his third-straight bowl MVP 
honor, he became the first starting quarterback 
in college football history to go 4-0 in bowl 

games.
 There truly is only one Pat White and West 
Virginia fans witnessed WVU’s greatest 
player for four years now. He will be missed 
by all West Virginia football fans, but for 
those honored to see him perform for the 
Mountaineers, his final performance, like so 
many in the past, was a classic.
 In 2008, West Virginia football finished at 9-4 
and No. 23 in the final national rankings. Since 
2002, WVU football has been ranked a total of 
64 weeks, including 31 weeks in the Top 10.
 Stewart was just one of three first year head 
coaches in the nation to lead his team to a 
bowl victory, and became just the third WVU 
coach in history to take the Mountaineers to 
a bowl in his first season. Stewart is just the 
second coach in WVU history to lead his squad 
to nine wins in season number one.
 A total of 10 players received all-conference 
honors to lead the BIG EAST for the third-
straight season, and offensive lineman Ryan 
Stanchek along with kicker Pat McAfee took 
home all-American honors.
 For McAfee, he was named a semifinalist for 
the Lou Groza national kicking award and one 
of three finalists for the prestigious Ray Guy 
national punting award. He ended his WVU 
career as one of the best punters and kickers in 
college football as well as the school’s all-time 
leading scorer.
 The 2008 seniors went out as the all-time 
winningest class in WVU history with a 42-9 
record. The seniors were a part of four-straight 
bowl victories and countless weeks ranked in 
the Top 25. West Virginia football has the eighth 
best record in college football over the last 
three seasons, and sixth best in the last four 
years.
 Stanchek and defensive lineman Doug 
Slavonic earned academic acclaim, and 
receiver Tito Gonzales was named a member 
of the college football coaches association 
good works team.
 And finally White ended his career, not 
only with a college football record four bowl 
victories, but as the all-time NCAA quarterback 
rushing leader. He set 19 WVU, BIG EAST and 
NCAA record, and his 34-8 record as WVU’s 
starting quarterback may never be challenged.
 The transition was handled effectively. The 
foundation of West Virginia football continues 
to be strong, and now it will move forward in 
search of another BIG EAST championship. 
The winning ways continued in 2008 because a 
group of men bonded as a family.

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2009 Season Review
 Bill Stewart’s record after two years as the 
head coach of West Virginia is the second-
best mark among all WVU head coaches 
who have coached during the long and 
storied history of Mountaineer football. 
 Each of his two seasons, he has totaled 
nine wins and led his program to a second-
place fi nish in the BIG EAST Conference, 
a Top 25 national ranking and a bowl 
appearance. 
 The Mountaineers are one of seven 
programs nationally to win nine or more 
games fi ve years in a row, and one of 11 
schools nationally to win eight or more 
contests eight-straight years.
 However, the difference between the 2008 
and 2009 seasons was the Gator Bowl 
appearance – the sixth New Year’s Bowl 
in the past seven years. A feat only four 
programs nationally can claim.
 WVU’s No. 16 BCS ranking at the end 
of the regular season marked the fi fth time 
since 2002 that the Mountaineers have 
been ranked in the fi nal BCS standings.
 Another mark that stands out about 
Stewart’s teams is academic success. 
Sixteen student-athletes graduated in 
December 2009, led by two-time ESPN 
The Magazine Academic All-American 
and National Football Foundation National 
Scholar Athlete Reed Williams. Williams 
also became the third Mountaineer football 
player to earn BIG EAST Scholar Athlete of 
the Year honors in the past fi ve years.
 West Virginia’s nine victories came 
against Liberty, East Carolina, Colorado, 
Syracuse, Marshall, Connecticut, Louisville, 
Pitt and Rutgers. The four losses were at 
Auburn, at USF, at Cincinnati and against 
Florida State in the Konica Minolta Gator 
Bowl.
 Heading into the 2009 season, Stewart 
and his coaching staff had the unfortunate 
task of replacing one of the greatest, if not 
the greatest, player to ever don the Gold 
and Blue, Pat White, who left as the best 
multi-threat signal caller in NCAA history.  

 He also set the national record as the only 
quarterback to start all four bowl games and 
win all four during his career.
 The task of replacing White was given 
to redshirt senior Jarrett Brown, who had 
waited patiently for his turn to become the 
Mountaineer fi eld general.
 Brown took the responsibility and 
turned in a fi ne fi nal season, leading 
the Mountaineers to another successful 
campaign.  
 He completed 187-of-296 passes for 
2,144 yards and 11 touchdowns, marking 
the fi rst Mountaineer quarterback to 
throw for 2,000 or more yards since Marc 
Bulger in 1998. Brown also was the team’s 
second-leading rusher with 466 yards and 
six touchdowns.
 Noel Devine, a unanimous fi rst team 
all-BIG EAST Conference selection, led

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the Mountaineer ground game with 1,465 
yards, his career high for yards in a season. 
He averaged 6.1 yards per carry and 
scored 13 touchdowns. 
 Jock Sanders and Alric Arnett led the 
receiving corps with 72 and 43 catches, 
respectively, and each scored three 
touchdowns.
 Three of the top four tacklers on the 
team were linebackers. Pat Lazear led with 
78 tackles, J.T. Thomas, a fi rst team all-
conference honoree, had 76 and Williams, 
a second team all-conference pick, fi nished 
with 68. Defensive back Brandon Hogan, 
a fi rst team all-conference selection and 
honorable-mention All-America selection, 
fi nished with 74 tackles.
 Defensive lineman Julian Miller led the 
defense in sacks (9), which was fourth in 
the BIG EAST and his 14 tackles for loss 
tied for No. 6 in the league. Safety Robert 
Sands, a fi rst team all-conference team 
member, led the BIG EAST in interceptions 
(5) and passes defended (13). Hogan led 
the league in pass breakups (11).
 Kicker Tyler Bitancurt, a fi rst team all-
conference honoree, connected on 13-of-15 
fi eld goal attempts and hit 41-of-42 extra 
point tries. Punter Scott Kozlowski, a third-
team All-America honoree, averaged 44.4 
yards per punt, hit 17 kicks of 50 yards or 
more and placed 17 inside the opponent’s 
20-yard line.
 WVU started the season 2-0, posting 

back-to-back wins over Liberty (33-20) and 
East Carolina (35-20). 
 Against Liberty, Devine ran for 112 yards 
and a score, Sanders fi nished with eight 
catches for 95 yards and Ryan Clarke 
rushed for his fi rst career score.
 The Mountaineers avenged their setback 
to the Pirates from the year before, 
registering 509 yards of total offense, 
scoring 35 points and holding ECU to 175 
total yards in the win.
 Brown fi nished with a career-high 407 
yards of total offense, including a career-
high 334 yards passing on 24-of-31 
attempts to lead the Mountaineers in the 
ECU win. 
 Sanders once again had a career day, 
fi nishing with nine catches for 99 yards, and 
Kozlowski booted a career-high 48.2 yard 
average with his season long of 63 yards.
 Hogan led all tacklers with 11 stops and 
two pass breakups, and Ovid Goulbourne 
collected two sacks.
 The Mountaineers traveled to the Deep 
South for their fi rst road challenge of the 
season against SEC-foe Auburn. Six 
turnovers by WVU hurt its cause, giving the 
Tigers the 41-30 victory.
 As he did the year before against Auburn, 
Devine ran on the Tiger defense for 128 
yards and three touchdowns. And for the 
third week, Sanders posted career marks, 
fi nishing with 12 receptions for 115 yards 
and a touchdown.

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 For the second-straight week, WVU 
posted 509 yards of total offense and 31 
points, but the turnovers proved too much 
to overcome.
 The Mountaineers ran off four-straight 
wins, over Colorado (35-24), Syracuse 
(34-13), Marshall (24-7) and Connecticut 
(28-24) to push their record to 6-1 on the 
season and work their way into the national 
rankings.
 In front of a national television Thursday 
night ESPN audience, WVU avenged last 
year’s overtime loss to the Buffaloes. 
 Behind the career-high 220 yards and 
a touchdown by Devine, and two more 
touchdowns by Clarke, the Mountaineers 
averaged 6.1 yards per carry in the win.
 Brown fi nished 12-of-19 passing for 148 
yards and threw touchdowns to Bradley 
Starks and Sanders. Williams led WVU 
with nine tackles and three pass breakups 
and Lazear and Sands each registered 
eight stops. Miller collected a sack and 
Glover, Sands and Thomas each had an 
interception.
 West Virginia played one of its best 
games of the season at Syracuse to open 
BIG EAST play. Brown completed 22-of-
30 passes for 244 yards and a touchdown, 
Devine rushed for 91 yards and a 
touchdown, and Sanders fi nished with nine 
catches for 67 yards.
 Devine fi nished with 103 yards and two 
touchdowns to lead WVU against Marshall 
in the “Friends of Coal Bowl”. Brown 
sustained a game-ending concussion early 
in the game and true freshman Geno Smith 
came off the bench to lead the offense in 
the victory. He completed 15-of-21 passes 
for 147 yards and a touchdown.
 The defense was stellar, holding Marshall 
to seven points and fi nishing with a sack, 
seven tackles for loss, two forced fumbles 
and had two interceptions.
 One of the toughest and most emotional 
games of the year was against Connecticut, 
as the Huskies were honoring the memory 
of their fallen teammate, Jasper Howard, 
who was murdered the week before.

 Devine’s 178 yards, and most importantly 
his 56-yard touchdown run with 2:10 left in 
the game, led WVU to the win. Tavon Austin 
returned the opening kickoff 98 yards for 
a touchdown, Brown ran fi ve yards for a 
touchdown in the second quarter and Tyler 
Urban caught a one-yard pass in the third 
quarter to account for WVU scores.
 Down by four and back to the West 
Virginia 12-yard line late in the fourth 
quarter, UConn’s Marcus Easley grabbed 
a pass from Cody Endres over the middle 
and ran 88 yards for a touchdown to give 
the Huskies the three-point lead. 
 After Devine’s long scoring run, UConn 
marched down to the WVU 35-yard line, 
before defensive lineman Chris Neild 
intercepted Endres to secure the win.  
 The trip to USF gave the Mountaineers 
plenty to think about for the remainder 
of the season. The 30-19 loss in Tampa 
made WVU bond together as a team and 
provided the needed momentum for the 
Mountaineers to win three of the fi nal four

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games to close the regular season.
 A 17-9 victory over Louisville at home 
started the month of November. The 
Mountaineer defense made its statement 
that day, holding the Cardinals without a 
touchdown. A rushing touchdown by Austin, 
a receiving touchdown by Sanders and a 
fi eld goal by Bitancurt was all the offense 
West Virginia needed to secure the victory.
 The Mountaineers traveled to league-
leader Cincinnati to try to avenge its three-
point loss at home from the year before.
 Down by seven points at the start of the 
fourth quarter, WVU took the ball down 
the fi eld to the Cincinnati 24-yard line but 
a missed fourth-down attempt gave the 
Bearcats the ball back and took away the 
Mountaineers chance to tie the game.
 Once again, WVU cut the UC lead 
to three with a late Brown to Starks 
touchdown with :39 seconds left in the 
game but couldn’t come up with the on-
sides kick and lost by a slim margin once 
again.
 Devine fi nished with 88 yards, Clarke 
collected 60 yards and a touchdown and 
Brown ran for 34 yards and a touchdown. 
 The defense had an excellent 
performance, holding UC far under 
its season offensive average, forcing 
Cincinnati to lose its fi rst fumble of the 

season and also collected an interception.
 Bitancurt became the hero of the 102nd 
Backyard Brawl against No. 8-ranked Pitt, 
when he kicked four fi eld goals, including 
a 43-yard game winner with no time left to 
give the Mountaineers the 19-16 win.
 The game was a defensive stalemate until 
Devine busted an 88-yard run over the left 
side, giving West Virginia a 13-6 lead at the 
end of the third quarter. Bitancurt added 
one of his four fi eld goals to start the fourth 
quarter, giving WVU a 10-point lead.
 However, the momentum switched to 
the Panthers as Dan Hutchins kicked his 
third fi eld goal of the game with 7:37 left, 
and quarterback Bill Stull unloaded a 50-
yard pass to Jonathan Baldwin with 2:54 
remaining to tie the game at 16-16. 
 Not wanting to drop a third-straight 
game to the Panthers, Brown led the 
Mountaineers down the fi eld on the game-
winning drive. A one-yard run by Clarke 
on fourth down set up the fi eld goal by 
Bitancurt for the victory.
 Cornerback Keith Tandy led WVU with 
10 tackles, including seven solo stops and 
an interception. Hogan fi nished with eight 
tackles and two pass breakups and Sands 
had seven tackles, three pass breakups 
and an interception. 
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In early December, West Virginia and 
Rutgers fought through a cold, rainy and 
snowy game to close out the regular 
season for both squads. 
 The Mountaineers marched their fi rst 
drive down the fi eld in fi ve plays and took 
the early 7-0 lead a little less than two 
minutes into the game. After the defense 
held the Scarlet Knights to a fi eld goal, 
Clarke scored on a one-yard plunge at the 
end of the fi rst quarter, and Sidney Glover 
ran a pick six from 24-yards out, giving 
WVU a 21-3 lead early in the third quarter.
 Rutgers ran the ensuing kickoff 91 yards 
for a touchdown and then a second fi eld 
goal cut the West Virginia lead to seven at 
the end of the third quarter. Bitancurt tacked 
on a 41-yard fi eld goal halfway through the 
fourth quarter, giving WVU a 10-point lead, 
before Rutgers completed a 62-yard pass 
play 13 seconds later to cut the lead to 
three, 24-21, but that was as close as the 

Scarlet Knights would come.
 Thomas intercepted a Tom Savage 
pass on fourth down with less than three 
minutes left in the game, before WVU ran 
out the clock to secure the win. A key play 
of the drive was a 12-yard run by Brown, 
who stiff-armed a would-be tackler on third 
down with just under two minutes left in the 
contest.
 The Mountaineers were jubilant in the 
locker room as they fi nished with their 
ninth win of the season and accepted 
an invitation by members of the bowl's 
executive committee to play in the Gator 
Bowl on Jan. 1.
 West Virginia faced an emotional Florida 
State squad and fan base, who was playing 
as its legendary coach Bobby Bowden was 
coaching in his fi nal game.
 The Mountaineers jumped out to a 14-3 
early lead behind the running of Devine 
and Brown, silencing the crowd for a while. 
However, the Seminoles and the crowd 
roared back, as FSU scored 10 points 
in each of the second, third and fourth 
quarters to take command of the game and 
win the historic event, 33-21.
 Devine led the WVU ground game 
with 168 yards and a touchdown, while 
Brown ran for 43 yards and a touchdown 
and Clarke fi nished with 12 yards and a 
touchdown. Brown injured his ankle in 
the second quarter and was out for the 
remainder of the game. Smith came in relief 
of Brown and fi nished the game.
 Sands led the Mountaineer defense with 
13 tackles, including nine solo stops and 
two tackles for loss. Williams, in his fi nal 
game, registered 11 stops, including eight 
solo stops and a tackle for loss.
 The 2009 season will go down as a 
successful campaign. The Mountaineers 
won nine games in the post Pat White era, 
and proved they could remain a fi xture 
among the top teams in the nation for a fi fth 
year in a row.
