WVU has finished with 400 or more yards
 23 times during the Holgorsen era, 500 or
 more yards 13 times and seven times with
 600 or more yards.
Since 2000, the Mountaineers have produced
 88 games with 400 or more yards of total
 offense, 35 with 500 or more yards and 11
 with 600 or more yards of total offense.
In 2013, WVU completed 50 percent or higher
 of its passes nine times, 60 percent or higher
 four times and 70 percent or higher once.
WVU completed a season-high 70.4 percent of
 its passes (19/27) against William & Mary.

Banks’ first career interception also was WVU’s
 longest interception return for a touchdown
 since 1999, when Jerry Porter had a 68-yard
 interception return for a touchdown against
 Miami (Ohio).
Banks had a season-high four tackles at 
 Oklahoma, vs. Maryland, at TCU and against
 Iowa State and collected his second 
 interception of the season at TCU. He had 32
 tackles, including 28 solo tackles.
Daryl Worley had 45 tackles in 2013, including
 36 solo stops and was second on the team
 with five pass breakups. 
Worley had a season-high eight tackles
 at TCU and finished with his first interception
 at Baylor, returning it 37 yards.
Leading West Virginia’s defensive players in
 number of starts was: Cook (34), Clarke (34),
 Joseph (25), Rowell (24) and Bruce (20).
Joseph and Cook lead the defense, seeing
 action on 895 and 799 defensive plays,
 respectively.
Four players were used on 800 or more plays
 in 2013 and six have seen action on 700 or
 more plays, and 10 were used on 600 or more
 plays.

Offensive Analysis
Breaking down the West Virginia offensive
 numbers for the 2013 season, the
 Mountaineers ran a total of 892 plays,427  
 coming on the ground and 465 through   
 the air. The rushing game totaled 1,784   
 yards for an average of 4.2 yards per carry  
 and 18 touchdowns. The passing attack   
 totaled 3,148 yards, 16 touchdowns and   
 an average of 12.5 yards per completion.
Combined, the Mountaineers turned in
 4,932 yards of total offense, and 34 offensive
 touchdowns for an average of 5.5 yards per 
 play, and an average of 26.3 points per game.
Deeper analysis shows that the Mountaineer
 offense gained 77 first downs by the run
 and 142 via the pass. West Virginia averaged
 148.7 yards per game on the ground, 262.3  
 yards per game passing and 411.0 yards of  
 total offense.

 HOLGORSEN’S OFFENSIVE OUTPUT 
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The Cowboy offense ranked No. 61 nationally in total offense in 2009, the year before Holgorsen
  arrived, and he took it to the No. 1 spot in 2010. 
Quarterback Brandon Weeden became the first OSU passer to earn first team all-Big 12 honors. He
  was a finalist for the Manning Award, given to the top quarterback in the nation. 
Receiver Justin Blackmon was named the recipient of the 2010 Biletnikoff Award, given to the top
  receiver in the nation, and running back Kendall Hunter was a finalist for the Doak Walker Award,
  given to the nation’s top running back. 
Weeden, Hunter and Blackmon became only the second trio in NCAA history to pass for at least
  3,000 yards, run for more than 1,500 yards and finish with more than 1,500 yards receiving in the
  same season.

Houston
In 2009, UH led the nation in total offense with 563 yards per game, scoring offense with 42.2 points per  
  game, and passing offense with 433.7 yards per game. 
In 2008, his first year at Houston, the Cougars ranked second in the nation in passing offense (401.6) and  
  total offense (562.77). UH scored 40.62 points per game to rank 10th nationally. 
Houston quarterback Case Keenum led the nation in total offense in 2008 and 2009, with 403.15 yards of
  total offense per game as a sophomore and 416.36 yards of offense as a junior. 
Keenum ranked among the nation's top-10 passing efficiency leaders each of his two seasons under
  Holgorsen's watch.

Texas Tech
During his tenure as offensive coordinator, the Red Raiders increased their offensive numbers from
  324.8 yards per game to 529.6 yards per game.
In 2007, Texas Tech led the nation in passing offense (470.31 yards per game), ranked second in
  total offense (529.62 yards per game) and was seventh in scoring offense (40.92 points per game). 
Quarterback Graham Harrell led the nation in total offense and receiver Michael Crabtree led the
  nation in receptions per game and receiving yards per game. Crabtree won the Biletnikoff Award as
  America's top receiver in 2007. 
In 2006, the Red Raiders ranked third nationally in passing offense and sixth in total offense. Harrell
  was third nationally in total offense with 344.38 yards per game. 
In 2005, Texas Tech led the nation in passing offense with 388.83 yards per game, was fourth in
  scoring offense at 39.42 points per game and was sixth in total offense with 495.83 yards per contest.
Quarterback Cody Hodges ranked second in the country with 369.08 yards per game. 

Wingate
Coached Lucas Greene who led the team in scoring that season and went on to play in the NFL

Mississippi College 
Mississippi College won the American Southwest Conference in its first season in the league and
  averaged 432.0 yards per game in 1997.

Valdosta State 
Helped develop quarterback Chris Hatcher, who set an NCAA record, completing 74.7 percent of his
  passes on the Division II level in 1994. 
Hatcher's 10,588 passing yards ranked third on the NCAA career list at the time. 
Hatcher currently ranks second in the NCAA record books in career touchdown passes (116) and third
  in single-season touchdown passes (50 in 1994) and was the NCAA passing champion in 1994.

 WVU OPPONENT’S 20-YARD PLAYS IN 2013
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 MORGANTOWN, W.Va. (Aug 31, 2013) - New 
faces made their mark on West Virginia football 
for the first time as the Mountaineers won their 
season and home opener by a 24-17 count over 
William & Mary.
 Charles Sims, Dreamius Smith, Wendell Small-
wood, Dakiel Shorts, Ronald Carswell, Devonte 
Mathis and Nick O’Toole were just some of the 
new names to make their debut in a Mountain-
eer uniform, and all had a role in the season’s 
first victory.
 Sims led all rushers with 120 yards on 23 carries, 
including an 11-yard touchdown rush for the sea-
son’s first score. Smith added 40 yards rushing, 
while Smallwood scored the go-ahead touchdown 
on a two-yard rush in the fourth quarter.
 Carswell showed his explosiveness with a 
69-yard third quarter touchdown reception, and 
Shorts and Mathis combined for 11 catches for 107 
yards.
 Another pleasant surprise was the punting of 
O’Toole, a redhsirt sophomore, who flipped the 
field in WVU’s favor on four of his five punts. He 
averaged 50.6 yards per punt with a long of 60 
yards.
 The weather was hot and steamy at Milan 
Puskar Stadium, and the Mountaineers started

 However, the rest of the first half belonged to 
William & Mary, as the Tribe tied the game at the 
3:28 mark of the first quarter on a Darnell Laws 
one-yard touchdown reception.

the game-winning touchdown with just 3:22 left.

 NORMAN, OK (Sept. 7, 2013) - A combined 
eight turnovers by both teams on a hot, steamy 
night in Norman hindered the offenses and 
pumped up the defenses as No. 16 Oklahoma 
downed West Virginia, 16-7, in front of 84,692 at 
Gaylord Family-Oklahoma Memorial Stadium.
 Turnover totals in the Big 12 opener for both 
schools saw West Virginia with three fumbles 
and one interception, while the Sooners faired no 
better with two fumbles and two interceptions.
 The leg of Oklahoma kicker Mike Hunnicut 
proved to be the big difference in the game. The 
All-America candidate converted on field goals of 
44, 21 and 32 yards to keep the Sooners in front 
for most of the night.
 Despite the turnovers, the Sooners did get a 
running game going and finished with 316 yards. 
Leading the effort was Brennan Clay with 170 
yards on 22 carries. Clay was followed by Damien 
Williams with 96 yards to form a strong one-two 
ground game for OU.
 The Oklahoma rushing success eventually wore 
down the West Virginia defense, which played 
well for most of the night. By churning out yards 
on the ground, the Sooners held almost a 9:00 
advantage in time of possession and ran 13 more 
plays than the Mountaineers.

second half of play, but turnovers and execution 
problems continued to stall drives.

 MORGANTOWN, W.Va. (Sept. 14, 2013) - West 
Virginia grabbed its second win of the 2013 sea-
son with a 41-7 victory over Georgia State in front 
of 57,440 at Milan Puskar Stadium.
 Powering the Mountaineers was an offense 
that got on track behind the first career start of 
redshirt-freshman quarterback Ford Childress. The 
Houston native, passed for 359 yards and three 
touchdowns to jump start the offense.

 Childress hit for his next touchdown pass at the 
2:50 mark of the second quarter, as he connected 
with senior receiver Ivan McCartney for a 45-yard 
scoring toss. WVU’s scoring drive covered 60 yards 
in just two plays and gave the Mountaineers a 
17-0 lead at the intermission.
 Georgia State turned in its best offensive play 
of the game at the 11:37 mark of the third quarter, 
when running back Travis Evans outrushed the 
Mountaineer secondary for a 65-yard scoring 
jaunt. The play pulled the Panthers to within 10 
at 17-7, but it was all Gold and Blue the rest of 
the way.
 The Mountaineers would go on to light up the 
scoreboard four more times enroute to the vic-
tory.

 Fourth quarter action saw three touchdowns 
from the Mountaineer offense.

nine players having at least one catch. While 
Shorts and McCartney had the touchdown recep-
tions, KJ Myers, Mario Alford and Ronald Carswell 
also figured heavily into the passing attack.

 BALTIMORE, Md. (Sept. 21, 2013) - Six turn-
overs spelled doom for West Virginia as Maryland 
scored its first victory over the Mountaineers 
in seven tries with a 37-0 victory at M&T Bank 
Stadium.
 Four fumbles and two interceptions hindered 
the Mountaineers and ignited the Terrapins, as 
they handed West Virginia its first shutout since 
2001.
 West Virginia’s offense could not gain any 
momentum on the rainy Saturday afternoon, 
which resulted in a 17-minute advantage in time 
of possession for Maryland.
 Maryland’s first score was set up after a muffed 
punt by the Mountaineers. Three plays later, Dave 
Stinebaugh hauled in a six-yard pass from C.J. 
Brown for a 7-0 Terp lead.
 Just under a minute later, cornerback A.J. Hen-
dy picked off a Ford Childress pass and returned it 
28 yards for the game’s second score. 
 With a 14-0 lead heading into the second 
quarter, Maryland added five more scores to take 
a commanding 30-0 lead at the half.
 Kicker Brad Craddock added a 50-yard field goal 
at the 11:06 mark and would go on to convert 
two more tries to give him three field goals in 
the quarter.
 Aside from his 50-yarder, Craddock added a 36-
yard try at the 7:08 mark and a 30-yard field goal 
with just 1:35 left in the half.
 The Terrapins were not done with just three 
field goals in the quarter, picking off Childress for 
the second time with 1:21 left. It took just three 
plays before Brown rushed in from one-yard out 
to stun the Mountaineers.
 As the rain continued to pour, second-half 
action saw Maryland run a base offense with the 
objective to run out the clock. With no scoring in 
the third quarter, the Terrapins used a 12-play, 
89-yard drive that consumed a lengthy 8:16 to 
close out the scoring.
 Running back Brandon Ross put the 
exclamation point on the Terps first victory over 
West Virginia since 2004 with a three-yard 
touchdown run.

 MORGANTOWN, W.Va. (Sept. 28, 2013) - West 
Virginia capitalized on three Oklahoma State 
turnovers and defeated the Cowboys, 30-21, at 
Milan Puskar Stadium.
 A struggling Mountaineer offense, which had 
been shutout the week before, fed off the en-
ergy created by a fired-up West Virginia defense 
which came up with several big plays against the 
nation’s No. 11-ranked team. In turn, the Mountain-
eer offense responded under first-time starting 
quarterback Clint Trickett.
 The Florida State transfer patiently waited his 
turn and became the third starting quarterback 
for the Mountaineers in 2013. When his time 
came, Trickett made of the most of it with a 
gutsy performance that carried the Mountaineers 
to their first Big 12 victory of the season.
 Oklahoma State scored first with 8:32 left on 
the first-quarter clock. Quarterback J.W. Walsh hit 
Josh Stewart for a 73-yard touchdown pass, and 
the Cowboys looked to be off and running.
 A Cowboy interception on WVU’s next posses-
sion, paved the way for the OSU offense to take 
control of the game. However, West Virginia’s Ish-
mael Banks picked off a Walsh pass and returned 
the interception 58 yards for a game-changing 
interception return.
 Instead of Oklahoma State driving for a two 
touchdown lead, Banks’ interception sparked the 
Mountaineer football team, tied the game and 
ignited the 57,280 at Milan Puskar Stadium.

 A Cowboy fumble early in the second was 
recovered by WVU linebacker Isaiah Bruce to set 
up the game’s next score.

 Oklahoma State countered with a 76-yard 
scoring drive that saw Walsh hit Tracy Moore for a 
27-yard touchdown reception to pull the Cowboys 
to within three at 17-14.
 A Trickett 40-yard pass play to junior Mario 
Alford set up Charles Sims’ touchdown run for a 
24-14 Mountaineer advantage, which held up at 
the half after an OSU missed field goal.
 Oklahoma State scored at the 11:35 mark of 
the third quarter, when Walsh hit for his third 
touchdown pass in the game, this time to Jeremy 
Seaton, cutting the Mountaineer lead to 24-21. 
 But that touchdown would be the final points 
of the game for the high-powered Cowboy of-
fense, as an inspired West Virginia defense took 

control and held OSU scoreless on its final eight 
possessions.
 One Cowboy drive ended with a missed field 
goal early in the fourth, and the final stanza saw 
WVU convert on two more field goals by Lambert 
to put the game out of reach and seal the upset 
victory.
 Trickett finished his first game with 309 yards 
passing, while Sims totaled 157 all-purpose 
yards. Safety Darwin Cook’s interception late in 
the fourth set up the game clinching field goal, 
and Cook also added eight tackles to lead the 
defense.
 Walsh finished with 322 yards passing and 
three touchdowns, while Stewart led all receiv-
ers with 127 yards. Caleb Lavey led the Cowboy 
defense with 12 tackles.
 West Virginia’s final numbers stood at 68 yards 
rushing and 320 passing for 388 yards of of-
fense. Oklahoma State rushed for 111 and passed 
for 322 to total 433 yards.

 WACO, TEXAS (Oct. 5, 2013) - No. 16/17 Baylor 
scored a touchdown on nine of its first 10 posses-
sions and never looked back in defeating West 
Virginia, 73-42, at Floyd Casey Stadium.
 West Virginia didn’t have a bad offensive day 
in terms of numbers, but the Mountaineers just 
couldn’t keep pace with the speedy Bears.
 A rolling Baylor offense scored 28 points in the 
first quarter and 28 more in the second on its 
way to 56 first-half points and 617 total yards.

Cook led the defense with nine 
tackles, one sack, one interception and a touch-
down. Jared Barber and Doug Rigg combined for 
20 tackles.
 Petty finished with 347 yards passing for 
Baylor, and Goodley was his favorite target with 
seven catches for 170 yards. Seastrunk finished 
with 172 yards on the ground and was joined in a 
strong rushing effort by Linwood with 126 yards. 
The Bear defense was led by linebacker Bryce 
Hager with eight stops.
 Final numbers showed West Virginia with 118 
yards on the ground and 276 passing for 394 
yards.

15/16 Texas Tech jumped out to an early lead, 
and then rallied from behind in the fourth 
quarter to defeat West Virginia, 37-27, in front of 
54,084 fans on Homecoming.
 The Red Raiders asserted themselves early, 
as they took a 13-0 lead at the 12:30 mark of the 
second quarter. 
 A first-quarter touchdown reception by Jace 
Amaro came before two Ryan Bustin field goals 
to get the game started for Texas Tech.

 MANHATTAN, Kan. (Oct. 26, 2013) - Kansas 
State erased a five-point third quarter deficit to 
defeat West Virginia, 35-12, in front of 52,898 fans 
on Homecoming at Bill Snyder Family Stadium.
 For the second straight Big 12 game, West Vir-
ginia had the lead in the third quarter but could 
not finish with a victory. Against Kansas State, 
the Wildcats scored 28 unanswered second-half 
points to close out the game.
 Using two quarterbacks, Jake Waters and Dan-
iel Sams, the Wildcats threw just three incomplete 
passes in 21 attempts, while the KSU defense 
collected two sacks, six tackles for loss and one 
interception to slow the West Virginia offense.
 Kansas State started the scoring with 3:57 left 
in the opening quarter, when Waters found Tyler 
Lockett for a 35-yard touchdown pass.
 The Mountaineers were able to answer the 
score at the 10:05 mark of the second quarter, 
when quarterback Clint Trickett rushed in from 
six-yards out to complete a 47-yard drive. KSU 
blocked the ensuing extra-point attempt to hold 
on to a 7-6 advantage.
 West Virginia kicker Josh Lambert erased the 
deficit at the 5:25 mark of the second quarter, 
with a 21-yard field goal that ended a 79-yard 
scoring drive. Highlighting the drive was a 50-
yard completion from Trickett to receiver Ronald 
Carswell.
 Just before halftime, West Virginia faked a 
26-yard field goal attempt, but holder Michael 
Molinari was tackled short of a first down on his 
rushing attempt and the score remained 9-7 in 
favor of WVU at the intermission.
 The Mountaineers got on the board at the 
10:40 mark of the third quarter, when Lambert 
connected on a career-long 50-yard field goal, 
giving WVU a 12-7 lead. The big play of the drive 
was a 43-yard completion from Trickett to receiver 
Kevin White.
 With 2:16 left in the third, Kansas State 
regained the lead for good, when Sams found 
Lockett for a nine-yard scoring toss, giving the 
Wildcats a 14-12 advantage.
 Kansas State would go on to score 21 more 
points in the fourth quarter to wrap the game 
up. The Mountaineer offense could not find its 
way to the end zone again, and the Wildcats 
wore down a tired WVU defense. KSU ended up 
possessing the ball for 11 minutes more than the 
Mountaineers, despite running seven less plays.
 Fourth-quarter scoring by K-State saw Tra-
maine Thompson haul in a 30-yard touchdown 
pass to end a 78-yard drive with 11:11 left in the 
game. Then Lockett added his third touchdown 
reception in the contest with a 24-yard pass from 
Waters with 7:31 remaining.
 And finally, running back John Hubert closed 
out the scoring with just 21 seconds left as he 

scampered in from four-yards out to give K-State 
its only rushing touchdown of the game.
 For West Virginia, Trickett passed for 227 yards, 
while running back Charles Sims was the team’s 
leading rusher with 43 yards, while also grabbing 
seven catches for 54 yards. 
 Karl Joseph was outstanding for the WVU 
defense with 12 solo tackles, two TFL, one forced 
fumble and one fumble recovery. Teammate 
Nick Kwiatkoski added 11 stops, one sack and one 
forced fumble.
 For Kansas State, Waters finished with 198 
yards passing, and Sams added 93 yards. To go 
along with his three touchdowns, Lockett had 
111 yards receiving, while teammate Curry Sexton 
hauled in 112 yards on six catches. The Wildcat de-
fense was led by Ty Zimmerman with 12 tackles 
followed by Blake Slaughter with nine stops, two 
TFL and one fumble recovery.

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 GAME NO. 9: West Virginia 30, TCU 27/OT

 FORT WORTH, Texas. (Nov. 2, 2013) -  Josh 
Lambert’s game-winning 34-yard field goal in 
overtime  capped off a West Virginia comeback 
that saw the Mountaineers erase a 14-point defi-
cit and score a 30-27 Big 12 road victory at TCU.
 The Mountaineers used a 17-point fourth 
quarter, and the services of Charles Sims, who ac-
counted for 154 yards rushing and 189 all-purpose 
yards to spark the comeback and end a three-
game losing streak. Sims’ 154 yards rushing were 
the most ever on a Gary Patterson TCU defense.
 TCU had four turnovers in the game, and the 
first one got West Virginia on the scoreboard 
early in the opening quarter. Off a Kyle Rose 
deflection, linebacker Nick Kwiatkoski intercepted 
TCU quarterback Casey Pachall to set up WVU at 
the TCU 23-yard line. Lambert converted the first 
of his three field goals, and his 24-yarder put the 
Mountaineers on top 3-0.
 The Horned Frogs quickly tied the game on 
their next drive, as Jaden Oberkrom connected 
from 22-yards out to end a 12-play, 67-yard drive. 
 TCU took the lead on its next possession, as 
the Horned Frogs used an eight-play, 80-yard 
scoring drive to take a 10-3 advantage on 
Pachall’s 10-yard pass to Josh Doctson.
 Early in the second quarter, TCU was on the 
verge of blowing the game open as a Pachall 
12-yard pass to David Porter put the Horned Frogs 
up 17-3 with 12:10 left in the half.
 However, the Mountaineers survived the open-
ing storm and were able to force the Horned 
Frogs to a three-and-out on their next possession 
to breath life back into the Mountaineer sideline.
 After TCU was stopped on downs, West Virginia 
quarterback Clint Trickett connected on two 
straight passes of 29 and 27 yards to set up a 
31-yard rushing touchdown by Sims to pull the 
Mountaineers closer at 17-10.
 Both teams were held scoreless on the next 
five possessions, (three for TCU and two for WVU) 
and the Horned Frogs took the seven-point lead 
into the intermission.
 Third quarter action was scoreless, but the two 
teams were about to erupt for a combined 27 
points in the fourth quarter to provide a thrilling 
end to the Big 12 contest.
 A key turning point came near the end of 
the third quarter, when Trickett was intercepted 
by Paul Dawson to set up the Horned Frogs at 
the WVU 12-yard line with 24 seconds left in the 
quarter. As TCU was attempting to put the game 
away with a score, linebacker Isaiah Bruce forced 
a Trevone Boykin fumble that teammate Jared 
Barber recovered, and the Horned Frog threat 
was over and new life entered the Mountaineers.
 After the fumble recovery, Trickett led the 
offense on a 72-yard drive that resulted in a 42-
yard field goal from Lambert. Trailing 17-13, WVU’s 

Ishmael Banks intercepted Pachall on TCU next 
play, which led to a Trickett 11-yard scoring pass to 
Cody Clay, giving WVU a 20-17 lead. 
 The turnover bug hit TCU again on its next 
drive, as a Pachall fumble was recovered by 
WVU’s Darwin Cook, setting up a 13-yard pass 
from Trickett to Sims for a 27-17 WVU lead with 
7:05 left in the game.
 But the Horned Frogs were not done, and used 
their final two possessions to tie the game on a 
Pachall touchdown pass and a 45-yard field goal 
from Oberkrom to send the game into overtime 
for the second straight year between the two 
teams.
 The WVU defense held TCU on its possession, 
forcing the Horned Frogs into a long field goal 
attempt. Oberkrom missed a 62-yard field goal 
try, giving the advantage to West Virginia.  After 
running five plays, Lambert came on to hit the 
clutch field goal for the WVU victory.
 West Virginia rushed for 148 and passed for 
267 to finish with 415 total yards. TCU totaled 60 
yards rushing and 394 passing for 454 yards of 
offense.

 GAME NO. 10: Texas 47, West Virginia 40/OT

 MORGANTOWN, W.Va. (Nov. 9, 2013) -  Texas 
overcame a late fourth-quarter deficit to force 
overtime and eventually defeat West Virginia, 
47-40, in front of 58,570 fans at Milan Puskar 
Stadium.
 In perhaps one of the best Big 12 football 
games of the 2013 season, both teams con-
tributed big plays and saw their offenses and 
defenses take charge at certain points. However, 
the Longhorns made the last big play in overtime 
to secure the road victory.
 The Mountaineers started fast and took a 
9-0 lead behind a blocked punt for a safety by 
Jewone Snow, and a Charles Sims three-yard 
rush. The Longhorns added a 37-yard field goal 
by Anthony Fera with just over a minute to play 
in the opening quarter, cutting the deficit to 9-3.
 Both teams traded punches in the second 
stanza and scored 10 points each. Texas got its 
first touchdown on a two-yard run by Malcolm 
Brown and added another field goal by Fera.
 Second-quarter scoring for West Virginia saw 
Sims add his second touchdown in the game 
with a six-yard run, before kicker Josh Lambert 
closed out the scoring with a 30-yard field goal, 
giving the Mountaineers a 19-13 lead at the half. 
Lambert’s field goal came after WVU controlled 
the ball for 4:51.
 Texas controlled the third quarter and out-
scored the Mountaineers 17-7 to take a 30-26 
advantage into the fourth. Fera’s third field goal 
capitalized on a WVU turnover, before Longhorn 
quarterback Case McCoy hit receiver Mike Davis 
for a 49-yard touchdown strike. Running back Joe 
Bergeron added an eight-yard touchdown run for 
Texas in the quarter.
 West Virginia did not go scoreless in the third, 
and Sims’ third touchdown run in the game, this 
one from one-yard out, kept the Mountaineers 
within striking distance heading into the fourth.
 The Mountaineers outscored the Longhorns 
in the fourth, but a 40-37 advantage with 2:35 
remaining would not hold up.
 Trailing 30-26, West Virginia retook the lead 
with 14:01 left, when Dreamius Smith powered in 
from eight-yards out. The Longhorns countered 
with a 10-yard scoring pass from McCoy to Jaxson 
Shipley at the 8:57 mark to take a 37-33 lead.
 On it’s next possession, WVU turned in its 
second-longest scoring play of the season, when 
Paul Millard hit Mario Alford for a 72-yard touch-
down and a 40-37 lead with 7:39 remaining.
 The Mountaineer defense held the Longhorns 
on the next possession, but WVU, after gaining 
one first down, could not convert a second-and-
one and a third-and-one on back-to-back plays, 
giving the ball back to Texas with 2:35 left. That 
was enough time for McCoy, who converted a key 
fourth down and led the Longhorns 57 yards to 

set up Fera’s 24-yard game-tying field goal and 
force overtime.  
 In overtime, McCoy connected with Alex De 
La Torre for a two-yard scoring toss. WVU got a 
20-yard run from Alford on its first play in OT, 
but could not score from the five-yard line on the 
next four plays to end the game.
 Millard, filling in for the injured Clint Trickett 
who left the game late in the first quarter, 
finished finished with 259 yards passing. Alford 
contributed 205 all-purpose yards, while Sims 
added 135 all-purpose yards. Linebacker Jared 
Barber was outstanding with 14 tackles to lead 
the defense.
 McCoy finished with 283 yards passing, with 
82 yards going to Shipley and 91 to Davis. Brown 
led the Texas ground game with 89 yards, while 
Steve Edmond paced the defense with 12 stops.
 Final numbers showed West Virginia with 109 
yards rushing and 290 passing for 399 total 
yards. Texas came in at 152 on the ground and 
283 through the air for 435 yards of total offense.
 The Texas victory evens the Big 12 conference 
series between the two schools at 1-1, with the 
Mountaineers holding a 2-1 overall series lead.

 LAWRENCE Kan. (Nov. 16, 2013) -  Kansas 
rushed for an impressive 315 yards and surprised 
West Virginia with a, 31-19, victory at Memorial 
Stadium.
 The main man for the Jayhawks was running 
back James Sims, who rushed for 211 yards on 22 
carries. Sims had rushes of 68 and 62 yards and 
finished with three touchdowns and a 9.8 yards 
per carry average
 The game got started on a high note for West 
Virginia, as the Mountaineers scored on their 
opening possession with relative ease. Filling in 
for the injured Clint Trickett, quarterback Paul Mil-
lard drove the offense 75 yards on just six plays 
to light up the scoreboard first.
 A 27-yard rush from WVU’s Charles Sims, a 
30-yard pass completion to Mario Alford were 
key plays in the opening drive that ended when 
Millard hit Sims for a 12-yard touchdown pass.
 Trailing 7-0, Kansas would go on to score the 
next 31 straight points. On its opening drive, Kan-
sas drove 63 yards on 13 plays and came away 
with a 25-yard Ron Doherty field goal.
 The Jayhawks took the lead with 6:12 remain-
ing in the first half on a three-yard run from Sims 
that ended an 89-yard drive. Along with the 
touchdown, Sims had the big play in the drive 
with a 62-yard rush. 
 Sims broke loose again with only 39 seconds 
left in the first half, as his 68-yard touchdown run 
stunned the Mountaineer defense and gave the 
Jayhawks a 17-7 lead at the intermission.
 A key turning point came early in the third 
quarter with West Virginia driving to the Kansas 
30-yard line. Instead of coming away with points, 
Kansas linebacker Ben Goodman intercepted Mil-
lard and came away with a 54-yard interception 
return to set up the game’s next score.
 Five plays later, Sims’ second touchdown gave 
the Jayhawks a 24-7 lead with 10:03 left in the 
third.
 Both teams were unable to put points on the 
board until the 6:24 mark of the fourth quarter, 
when Kansas’ Brandon Bourbon dove in from 
one-yard out to give the Jayhawks a command-
ing 31-7 lead.
 The touchdown was set up when Millard threw 
his second interception, and Kansas linebacker 
Ben Heeney returned the pick 28 yards to the 
WVU one-yard line. Both West Virginia intercep-
tions on the day resulted in Jayhawk touch-
downs.
 The Mountaineers did add two more scores in 
the final five minutes of the game. Millard con-
nected with receiver Kevin White for a three-yard 
toss with 4:54 left.

 MORGANTOWN, W.Va. (Nov. 30, 2013) -  The 
Iowa State Cyclones stormed back from a 17-point 
fourth quarter deficit to stun West Virginia, 52-44, 
in triple overtime to close out the 2013 season.
 Trailing by as much as 31-7 in the second quar-
ter, Iowa State took advantage of three critical 
Mountaineer turnovers in the second half to play 
its way back into the game.
 The loss negated the fine play from senior 
running back Charles Sims, who finished with 149 
yards rushing and two touchdowns. Sims became 
the first Mountaineer running back to reach the 
1,000-yard rushing plateau since 2009. 
 Junior receiver Mario Alford also turned in a big 
game with eight catches for 215 yards, including 
a 76-yard touchdown reception in the fourth 
quarter.
 Sims and Alford’s play sparked the Mountain-
eers, who started fast and seemed to be in total 
control for three-and-a-half quarters, before the 
Iowa State comeback left a stunned fanbase at 
Milan Puskar Stadium.
 The Mountaineers claimed a 3-0 lead at the 
11:36 mark of the first quarter on a 49-yard field 
goal by Josh Lambert. 
 An interception by linebacker Nick Kwiatkoski  
set up Sims’ seven-yard touchdown run for a 
10-0 WVU lead. An Iowa State fumble on its next 
possession was picked up by Karl Joseph and 
returned 38-yards for a score and a 17-0 Moun-
taineer lead.
 Cyclone quarterback Grant Rohach put the visi-
tors on the scoreboard before the end of the first 
quarter with a 54-yard run, bringing an end to 
first quarter scoring.
 A 91-yard drive, which ended with a 17-yard 
touchdown reception by Kevin White, and Sims’ 
76-yard run highlighted West Virginia’s scoring in 
the second quarter. Trailing 31-7, Iowa State add-
ed a 10-yard scoring toss to Quenton Bundrage to 
go into the locker room down, 31-14, at the half. 
 Neither team scored in the third as Iowa 
State escaped a WVU touchdown, when Wendell 
Smallwood fumbled on the goal line. Iowa State 
then drove 99 yards and scored on Shontrelle 
Johnson’s three-yard rush that pulled the Cyclones 
to within 10 with 14:00 left.
 However, all seemed well from the WVU side, 
when the Mountaineers answered with a 76-yard 
touchdown pass from quarterback Clint Trickett to 
Alford, giving WVU a 38-21 lead.
 The Cyclones answered Alford’s score with a 
62-yard touchdown pass of their own to get back 
to within 10 at 38-28. Then, the turnover bug hit 
the Mountaineers again, and Iowa State made 
them pay.
 Cole Netten’s 31-yard field goal made it 38-31 
and was set up by a Mountaineer fumble. Then 
with 2:46 left, a WVU interception set up a 

19-yard touchdown pass from Rohach to Justin 
Coleman to knot the score at 38-38 and force 
overtime.
 Both teams traded field goals in the first two 
overtimes, before Iowa State broke through with 
a 25-yard touchdown pass in the third overtime, 
along with a successful two-point conversion.
 West Virginia used a 22-yard run by Sims in its 
third overtime segment to get down to the three, 
but the Cyclones held from there and completed 
the comeback.
 Along with Sims and Alford’s efforts, Trickett 
had his best day as a Mountaineer with 356 
yards passing, while Kwiatkoski once again paced 
the defense with 14 tackles.
 Iowa State received 331 yards passing and four 
touchdowns from Rohach, 72 yards rushing from 
Johnson and 184 yards combined receiving from 
Bundrage and Coleman. Jacques Washington and 
Jevohn Miller combined for 16 tackles on defense.
 WVU had 212 yards rushing and 356 passing 
for 568 total yards. ISU totaled 244 rushing and 
331 passing for 575 total yards. The loss ended 
West Virginia’s season at 4-8 overall and 2-6 in 
the Big 12.
