No. 20 West Virginia, Mississippi Valley State Meet For Second Time

e following Monday's game, WVU's next four games will be in the NIT Season Tip-Off, starting with New Hampshire at
the Coliseum on Sunday at 1 p.m. The Mountaineers will travel to Brooklyn, N.Y., over Thanksgiving to face llinois and
Florida State or Temple. WVU will close out the NIT Season Tip-Off at home against Manhattan on Nov. 28.

® Bob Huggins is in ninth place all-time on the NCAA Division | winningest coaches list. His record now stands at 792-321

in his 35th season as a head coach. Huggins needs 14 wins to tie Eddie Sutton for eighth place all-time.

Huggins is the third-winningest active Division | coach behind Mike Krzyzewski and Jim Boeheim.

Bob Huggins has 27 20-win seasons and 16 25-win seasons in 34 seasons as a head coach.

Bob Huggins has wins over 34 ranked teams at WVU, including 12 wins over Top 10 teams.

West Virginia is 104-30 in the WVU Coliseum under Bob Huggins, induding a 55-26 mark in league games.

WVU is 513-150 (.775) all-time at the WVU Coliseum and 145-36 at the WVU Coliseum in the last 13 seasons.

WVU's average margin of victory at home last year was +22.4. WVU averaged 83.3 paints per game at home last year.

Under Bob Huggins in the WVU Coliseum, WVU is averaging 78.1 ppg while holding its opponents to 62.2 ppg.

West Virginia is 91-25 in non-conference regular season games under Bob Huggins, induding a 49-4 mark at home.

West Virginia is 83-6 at home against non-conference teams in the last 14 years, incuding 64 of its last 68.

West Virginia is 122-31 against non-conference teams in regular season games in the last 13 seasons.

WVU has won 107 of its last 135 non-conference games and 112 of its last 141 non-league contests (includes postseason).

West Virginia has won 137 of its last 168 games against unranked teams, incuding 70 of its last 79 at the Coliseum.

West Virginia made its 27th appearance in the NCAA Championship last season. dating back to 1955.

WVU finished in second place in the Big 12 Conference regular season and postseason tournament.

Last season, WVU made its seventh NCAA apperance in the last nine years and ninth appearance in the last 12 seasons.

WVU has made 12 postseason appearances in the last 13 years, induding the NCAA Final Four in 2010.

WVU's 26 wins tied for the fifth-most victories in a single season.

WVU led the country last year with its bench averaging 33.3 ppg.

WVU's bench has scored 30 or more in 22 of the last 28 games, induding 42 points against Mount St. Mary’s in the season

opener.

WVU shot 40 percent or better in 25 games last season, induding eight games of 50 percent or higher.

WVU forced 30 or more turnovers in three games last season. WVU had at least seven steals in all but six games and

forced 14 or more turnovers in all but five games.

e The Mountaineers have been ranked 61 weeks in the AP poll under Bob Huggins, incduding 25 weeks in the AP Top
10. Huggins has had WVU ranked more weeks than any other coach in schoal history. Fred Schaus (1954-60) had WVU
ranked for 60 weeks during his career.

e Dating back to last year, WU has been ranked for 17 consecutive weeks in the AP poll and 34 of the last 37 weeks in

the AP rankings.

West Virginia has been ranked 81 weeks since Jan. 3, 2005 in the AP poll, and 194 weeks total in school history.

The Mountaineers have won 42 of their last 43 games when holding opponents to 69 points or less.

WVU outrebounded its opponents on the offensive glass 575 to 312 in 2014-15 and 558 to 306 last season.

West Virginia has made at least one 3-point field goal in 559 consecutive games.

West Virginia has allowed its opponent to shoot 50 percent or better only 54 times under Bob Huggins (312 games).

WVU is 163-30 under Huggins when holding opponents to 69 points or less. WU has won 52 of its last 54 and 108 of

its last 119 games when holding opponents under 69 points.

West Virginia is 55-3 under Bob Huggins when shooting 50 percent or better from the field.

West Virginia is 156-27 under Bob Huggins when leading at halftime.

West Virginia is 164-16 under Bob Huggins when leading by 10 or more paints in a game.

Andre Payne, a graduate of Alabama A&M, is in his third season at Mississippi Valley State, where he holds a 14-53
record.

Serles Record Against Mississippi Valley State

This will be the second meeting between West Virginia and Mississippi Valley State.

The two teams met at the Coliseurn on Jan. 2, 1993 with WVU winning 88-71.

Bob Huggins is 1-0 against Mississippi Valley State. His No. Iranked Cincinnati Bearcats defeated Mississippi Valley State,
74-48 on Dec. 11,1999.

WVU is 5-0 all-time against current members of the Southwestern Athletic Conference: Alabama A&M (2-0), Alcorn State
(I-0), Mississippi Valley State (1-0) and Prairie View (I-0).

WVU Basketball Tradition

XIS

This is the 108th season and 114th year overall for West Virginia basketball, which began in 1903.

The Mountaineers own a 1,703-1,059 all-time record in intercollegiate basketball competition, ranking the

Mountaineers 23rd in wins among all Division | schools.

WVU has earned 27 NCAA berths and 16 NIT trips since 1941, and has finished in the Top 25 19 times, including an
amazing nine straight years from 1955-63.

In the past 12 years, WYU has reached the NCAA Sweet 16 in 2015, NIT First Round in 2014, NCAA Second Round in 2012,
NCAA Third Round in 2011, the NCAA Final Four in 2010, made the NCAA Tournament in 2009, reached the NCAA Sweet
16 in 2008, won the NIT in 2007, reached the NCAA Sweet 16 in 2006 and made it to the NCAA Elite Eight in 2005.

In 1958, the Mountaineers finished the regular season ranked No. I in both polls and in 1959, West Virginia, led by
All-America guard Jerry West, lost in the NCAA finals to California.

West Virginia has had 11 first team All-Americans, headlined by West, who went on to become one of

basketball's all-time greats with the NBA's Los Angeles Lakers.

Most recently, Juwan Staten was named to the Lute Olson All-America team in 2015, Da'Sean Butler eamed All-America
first team honors in 2010 by John Wooden and Basketball Times and Kevin Jones earned All-America first team honors in
2012 by John Wooden.

Besides West, some of basketball's biggest names have been affiliated with the Old Gold & Blue, including former
Lakers coach and general manager Fred Schaus, former NBA President of Basketball Operations Rod Thon and former
Utah Jazz broadcaster and NBA Hall of Famer "Hot Rod™ Hundley.

West Virginia has played in four different home venues: the ROTC Armory (1903-15), The Ark (1916-27), Stansbury Hall
(1928-69) and the WVU Coliseumn (1970-present). When the WVU Coliseum was closed due to asbestos removal during
the 1999-2000 season, WVU played home games in Charleston, Wheeling and Fairmont.

Recap

West Virginia forced 21 turnovers that turned into 26 points and
that powered the 20th-ranked Mountaineers to a season-opening 87-59
victory over Mount St. Mary's at the WVU Coliseum.

A curious crowd of 10,510 got their first look at the newly renovated
concourse area to the 46-year-old arena, and then watched the same
old Bob Huggins' Mountaineers run away with another non-conference
home victory.

“Generally when you miss free throws the way we missed free
throws, and you are as careless with the ball the way we were today,
you'e not really ready to play,” said Huggins. “We just weren't very
good.”

Nathan Adrian led a balanced stat sheet with 13 points on four-
of six shooting, freshman Sagaba Knonate came off the bench to
contribute 11 points and six rebounds and Jevon Carter added 10.

‘I was really encouraged with Sags. | thought Sags played really
well; protects the basket, he rebounds the ball, he catches the ball so |
was happy with him,” said Huggins.

Eleven different players had double-digit minutes, no starter played
more than Carter's 27 and eight different guys scored seven points or
more.

West Virginia (1-0) shot 47.8 percent from the floor, hit 17 of 29 from
the free throw line, made six of 18 from 3 and never trailed in the game,
leading by 19 at halftime and reaching its biggest margin of 29 at the
end of the game.

The Mountaineers grabbed 19 offensive rebounds, blocked seven
shots - three coming from junior forward Elijah Macon - and made six
steals.

Mount St. Mary's (0-1) got 15 points from Greg Alexander, 14 from
Elijah Long and 11 from Miles Wilson.

West Virginia had a 45-32 edge on the glass in a game that
featured a foul a minute - a combined 46 in 40 minutes of action.

‘I was extremely disappointed in the second half with the pressure
when they just kept driving down and shooting layups.” said Huggins.
“That hasn't happened in two years and now all of a sudden with this
group it's happening.”
